IV. §The Vifible Appearance of Spirits (Explains
the divers forms which the Devils can take in order to beguil
the Magician; given alfo are the Charallers of Lucifer,
Béelezébuth and Afhtaroth for ufe in calling them forth as
one would fuppose.)

V. §Tolnvoke the Spirits (Reference to the manner
of calling Forth the Devils [vide Bk. 111, § 19.] and the
method of invoking the Devils to grve them human form and

power.)

(and names of the Kofmokrators) of the celeftial bodies
with the regular times of their dominion is given; this
Jchema is of value in its Planetary Magick as given by
Solomon and cannot be ignored without a price. We are
given here alifting of the planets ruling the hours of the day.)

. §To Make Three Girls or Three Gentlemen
Appearin Your Room, after Supper (4 fearceand furprifing
SJupernatural fecret. The requifites for this rite require no
additional word; the Lesser Conjuration is given in ifs
original Latin tongue and this is the language that it is
given in elfe it will render Thee no fervice. Likewrfe it is
fuggested by Solomon that the comfort of the firt woman’s
busom may be granted.)
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1. §To Make a Girl Come to You; However
Modeft She May Be (A4 mof? excellent and efficacious
Ritual of the Moon which produces wonderous effelts for the
operator. It is in no way wife to perform alts of purification
antecedant to working this ritual: doing fo bringeth no refult
to the operator.)

1V. §The Conjuration (This is to be given in the firft
nolturnal Quadrad of the Heavenly duration. The five
Princes are called to fervice and it is them that thee wilt
accept the allegiance to in this working. This conjuration is
rightly performed without hefitation and may not be ufed
more than once every twenty-eight days elfe the [pirit nes
vifiteth (and beguileth) the operator of this Work.)

V. 9Divination by the Word of Uriel (This work of

divination is damnable praltice which is not to be obferved
lightly by he who urdertaketh it. The fat which is ufed for the
candle-fticks muft be that of an enemy or adverfary without
exception, for in their drunkennefs and weaponry may be
Jfound the retribution of foul. This working was veritably
performed by Dr. Iohanne Dee with acceptable refults, as
we are told by M. Caufaubon in his book on Spirits. In no
wife fhould you be percerved by the vulgar whilft performing
this work or in interring the corpfe to its refting place.)

V1. §The Conjuration (This is the method of gaining
the audible converfation with the [pirit Uriel, who with its

Jervitors can provide miraculous things for thofe whom
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demonftrate themfelves worthy of receiving them. This is
moft difficult to be underftood or to become clear that whofo-
ever endeavors this may obtain the End fooner than the
Beginning.)

VII. {Divination by the Egg (Here we are given the
true method of divining the purity of any one perfon, no
matter to whom they arrive. This method is approved and
verified to bring refults and may be applied to any perfon as
young as twelve, and, _/brany age later fhew no concern, as we
are told.) ‘

VIIL. YA Rare and Surprifing Magical Secret (An-
other method of divination, being approved and given by
Solomon. The reward ofthis work, fhould not be queftioned
not refufed for, by and by, it is given as and we are reminded
by the Authorities.)

IX. §To Make Onefelf Invifible (ds is required in
the matter of Divination by the Word of Uriel you muf?
take the life of a human being in order to do this working. As
all matters of the Lord are overfeen by Him, there is no fin
in this and it fball be carried out without tarrying.)

‘The Kep of the Work

I. YThe Preparation of the Operator (This
explaineth the requifites and preparation of whofoever may
do the workings defcribed herein. The prattitioner of this
booke will find pearls of wifdom, if be be ready in Spirit and
- Conftitution to accept them. The admonitions given are not
to be ignored but are to be carefully abided by.)

1. §Orison: Preparation (Givethan humbling ador-
ation of the God which hath created all things, both vifible
and invifible, yea, even the Pillars of the Universe. It is alfo
a prayer of abfolution, as a confeffion.)

1. §Of the Magical Knife (Giveth the inflruttions
of the conftrultion of the knife which is to be ufed in many of
the workings in Grimoirium Verum. The time and mater-
1al of its conftruction muft not be over-looked, for in doing fo
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you may go amifs in all of this work.)

IV. §Conjuration of the Inftrument (This is the
Ancient formule of confecration of the Magical Knife; it is to
be accompanied by a reading from the Holy Writ. This is the

Jfame prayer which Solomon performed in his Holy Temple
before God, it 1s faid.)

V. §The Sacrifical Knife (This is the defeription of
the knife which is to be ufed in the killing of the kid and
enemies for the completion of thefe workings. It fhould never
bave been ufed for any otber aft nor [hewn to anyone whom
15 not a participant in this work.)

VL. §TheMannerofAfperfion &Fumigation (This
holy orifon is to be performed without delay when the need
is prefent. It fhould be memarized by whoever taketh on this
work.)

VII. §Of the Virgin Parchment (Here we are given
the manner of conftruttion of the parchment which you will
ufe for the booke and alfo the folumn patt which you will
make with the devils in your workings. Alfo we are told
likewife in the making of the magical flaff which will be ufed
in the ceremonies.)

vill. §OfThe Lancet (A briefinftrution on the need
Jor a Lancet; this is to be ufed in the bleeding of the animals
and people which you muft render unto God in these Holy
Workings. This type of work can only be rightly performed
by one whom hath no fear, as we are told.)
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IX. YMaking the Sacrifice of the Kid (Inféruttion in
the killing of the kid is here given but this inftruttion is not
explicit but rather implicit. All of this is to be carried out
without refervation on your part.)

X. 9Slnvocation (The holy names and prayer, with
the manner of altion for the confervation or prefervation of
the [kin of the kid.)

XI. §Of Afperfion (This deals with the conftruttion
of the afperfer, to be ufed in the afperfions and confecrations
in the ceremonies.)

X11. qOf the Afperfion of the Water (Giveth the
manner and words which are ufed in the asperfion of the
parchment, [kin and water; after this is performed thefe
items are to be kept in the temple of thy working and fhould
not be removed.)

Xl §Of the Perfumes (Explicit orders in the types of
perfumes used in thefe experiments.)

XivV. §The Orifon of the Aromatic Perfumes (An
ancient method of fanitifying the perfumes of thefe workings;
this was taken direltly from the Hebrew tongue, from the
writings of the Rabbi Solomon and it is to be recited in the
prefence of these fame perfumes.)

XV. §Of the Pen of the Art (This is the manner of
confecration of the Quill which you wilt ufe in the keeping of
the records of your workings; it is to be dipped in your own
blood and with this you will fign the folumn palt of alliance
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with the devils.)
XVI. §OfthelnkHorn (Hereweare told of the method
which 15 to be ufed to gain the favor of God in the ufe of the
Ink Horn.)
XVIl. §Of the Pentacle and Manner of Working
(This is the facred Pentacle of King Solomon which he ufed
to great effelt in his experiments, or fo we are told. It is a
JSrgure of great antiquity and muft be reproduced in your
work exaltly as it is fhewn.)

XVl 9Difmiffal of the Spirit (This is the general
dismiffal of the [pirits which you will convocate in thefe
experiments; this muft be comitted to memory and be ready
Jor ufe at any time which you might need it. This was taken
Jrom the Latin Tongue and is faid to have been originally
ufed by our Church fathers.)

XIX. YThe Invocation (The invocation given here
brings forth an intermediary [pirit which will render you
Jervice, if you invocate him. It is this [pirit, of the rank of
Emperor, which brings forth any of the devils which you
may wifh the converfation of.)

XX. 9Benedition of the Salt (Additional informa-
tion on the confervation of the [kin of the kid is given, along
with an orifon which bringeth favorable refults.)

Xx1. §The Orifon of the Stones (This is a rare and
efficacious method of bleffing the flones which you will ufe in
thefe Jacred experiments.)

1. §Conjuration for BeeLzesus (Thefe are the words
which bring forth Beelzebub [or Béelzébuth] in thefe
experiments. Béelzébuth was confronted by the Meffiah
while in the body of a beaf?l, and fled. [cf. Nico. xvii1.14,
“While the prince of Hell was fpeaking to Satan, the
King of Glory faid to Béelzébuth, the prince of hell,
Satan, the prince fhall be fubje& to thy dominion for
ever, in the room of Adam and his righteous fons, who
are mine.”] Béelzébuth, it is  faid, was later dignified by the
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Savior for his obedience to depart upon the arrival of Chrifl.)
1V. 9Conjuration for AstarotH (Thefe are the words
which evoke the infernal king Aftaroth [or Afhtaroth] in
thefe experiments.)
V. 9Defcending to the Inreriors (Here we are given
the charatters of the [eruitors of Lucifer, Béelzébuth with a
Table containing the names of the infernal fubjects of Syrach.)
VI. §The Charaéters of the 15 Inrerior Seirits (Here
grven are exalt renditions of the charallers of the fifteen
inferior [pirits. When thefe [pirits are brought forth they are
to be brought to obedience. The method is to compel them to
Place their hand upon the charalier and fwear obedience.
The demon giveth the prattitioner a fingle word to call forth
the [pirit having fworn the devil to obedience.)
VII. §Conjuration for Inrerior Semits (The thirty-
two diabolic names of power are given in their complete
Sform. [cf. Pnak. Mss., 5103; FOL. 7: 3 0 7 | 98%"3 | 8e1hag
| miser | 1a-oeu | Nyghfleel...”] This muf? be inferibed in
the booke of the workings in the letterforms given by Scirlin.)
VIII. §Difmiffal of the Inrerior Seirirs (This is the
manner of licenfing the devils to depart unto their abodes.)
IX. YAnother Conjuration (Efficacious and wverit-
able conjuration. Take clofe notice to deftroy the charalters or
Jeals after their ufe.)
X. 9Orifon of the SaLamanpers (This orifon hath
been tefted and approved and is faid to come from the
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authority of Appolonius of Tyana. It is indeed a powerful
conjuration, being given bere for the firfl tyme in the
Englifb.) '

XI. YTo See Spirits of the Air (This pratice is
defpifed by God yet is required for the completion and
requirement of thefe artes.)

X1I. YDifmiffing Any Spirit (This is the manner of
licenfing the devils to depart unto their abodes. It is identical
to the dismiffalof the inferiors[vide Bk.1v, § 8.] except that
itis to be given without burning the charatlers of the devils.)

N the ﬁ?ﬁ part 15 contained various

difpofitions of charatlers, by which powers
the [pirits or, rather, the devils are invoked,
to make them come when you will, each
according to his power, and to bring whatever is
afked: and that without any difcomfort, providing
alfo that they are content on their part; for this fort
of creature does not give anything for nothing. In
the firft part is taught the means of calling forth the
Elemental Spirits of the Air, Earth, Sea or of the
Infernus, according to their affinities.
In the fecond part are expre(fed the fecrets, both
Natural and Supernatural which operate by the
power of the Demons. You will find the manner to
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INTRODUCTION

make ufe of them, and all without deceit.

In the third part is the Key to the Work, with the
manner of ufing it. But, before ffarting this, it will
be neceffary to be inftructed in the following: There
are three powers, which are Lucifer, ‘Beelzebuth
and cAftaroth. You muft engrave their Charatters
in the correlt manner and at the appropriate hours.
Believe me, all this is of confequence, nothing is to be

forgotten.

charaéter on the day and in the hour of 8, Obey the fpirits in
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this, that they may obey thee. _

The fpirits who are powerful and exalted, ferve only their,
confidants and intimate friends, by the pa& made or to be
made according to certain charalters at the will of Singamébuth
or of his Secretary cAabidandes, of whom we will give you
information, is the perfet acquaintance to call, conjure and
conftrain, as you will fee in the Key, where you will be given
a method of making a pa& with the fpirits.

9 Of the Nature of ‘Palts

There are only two kinds of paéts; the tacit [or implicit]
and the apparent [or explici¢]. You willknow the one from the
other, if you read this little booke. Know, however, that there
are many kinds of fpirits, fome attrattive and others not
attractive.

It is when you make a pact with a fpirit, and have to give
the fpirit fomething which belongs to you, that you have to
be on your guard.

9 The Kinds of Spirits
In regard to fpirits, there are the fuperior and the inferior.
Names of the fuperiors are: Lucifer, ‘Beelzebuth, Aftaroth.
The inferiors of Luciferare in Europe and Afia, and obey him.
“Beelzebuth lives in Africa, and cA4JZaroth inhabits America.
Of thefe, each of them has two who order their fubje&ts
all that which the Emperor has refolved to do in all the world,

and vice-verfa.
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Y The Vifible Appearance of Spirits

Spirits do not always appear in the fame fhape. This is
becaufe they are not themfelves of matter or form, and have
to find a body to appear in, and one fuitable to their intended
manifeftation and appearance.

Lucifer appears in the form and figure of a fair boy. When
angry, he {eems red. There is nothing monftrous about him.

Beelzebuthappears fometimes in monftrous forms, fome-
times like a giant cow, at times like a he-goat, with a long tail.
When angry, he vomits fire.

cAftaroth appears black, in human fhape.

Here follows the charatters of Lucifer, ‘Beelzebuth and
cAftaroth.

— LANETARY HOURS can often be of grcat

importance in performing various experi-
| ments. Failure to obferve the proper day
and hour may nullify your effort or be the
efficient caufe of an unwanted effe&. The

- aftrologic day is divided into 24 hours,
and bcgms and ends at Sunrise with one of the Koopoxpoarwp
(kofmokrators) ruling each hour. The week is feven days with
a kofmokrator ruling each day.

The feven days with rulers are as follows: §Saturday;

Y7o make Three Girls or Three Gentlemen appear in your
Room, afier Supper |

It is neceffary to be three days chafte, and you will be
elevated.

1. PREPARATION.

On the fourth day, as {oon as it is morning, clean and
prepare your room, as foon as you have drefled. You muft be
fafting at this time. Make fure that your room will not be
difturbed for the whole of the enfuing day. Note that there
fhall be nothing hanging, neither anything croffwife to
anything elfe, no tapeftries or clothes hanging, and no hats or
cages of birds, or curtains of the bed, and {o on. Above all,

make fure that everything is clean in every way.

II. CErEMONY.

After you have fupped, go fecretly to your room, which
has been cleanfed as already defcribed. Upon the table there
is now to be fet a white cloth, and three chairs at the table. In
front of each place, fet a wheaten roll and a glafs of clear and
frefh water. Now place a chair at the fide of the bed, and
retire, while faying this:

II1. CoNjurATION.

“‘Befticitum confolatio veni ad me vertat Creon, Creon,
Creon, cantor laudem omnipotentis et non commentur. Stat

Sfuperior carta bient laudem omvieftra principiem da montem et
inimicos meos o proftantis vobis et mibi dantes que paffium fieri
Jincifibus.”

The three people, having arrived, will fit by the fire,
eating and drinking, and will thank the perfon who has
entertained them. If you are a gentleman, three girls will
come; but if you are a lady, three young men will be involved.

Then the three will draw lots as to whom is to ftay with
you. If the operator is a man, the girl who wins will fit in the
chair which you have placed by the bed, and the will ftay and
be with you until midnight. At this time the will taketh her
leave, with her companions, all without having been difmiffed.
The two others will ftay by the fire, while the firft entertains
you.

While fhe is with you, you may afk her any queftion,
aboutanyart or fcience, or upon any fubject at all, and fhe will

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at once give you a certain reply. You can afk the whereabouts
of hidden treafure, and the will tell you where it is, and how
and when toremove it. If the treafure isunder the guardianthip
of infernal {pirits, the will come herfelf, with her companions,
and defend you againft thefe fiends. .
When fhe leaves, fhe will give you a ring. If you wear this
onyour finger, you will be fortunate at gambling. If you place
it on the finger of any woman or girl, you will be able at once
to obtain your will of her. NoTE: The window is to be left
open. You can do this experiment as often as you pleafe.

Y To Make a Girl come to You however Modef?

e may Be

Experiment of a marvelous power of the fuperior intel-
ligences. Watch for the crefcent or the waning moon, and
when you fee it, make fure that you fee alfo a ftar, between the
hours of eleven and midnight. Before beginning the procefs,
do thus; take a virgin parchment, and write on it the name of
the girl whom you defire to come. Thou muft hold in thy
mind the face of the woman of your defire. As with the reft
of the the experiments in this booke you muft only use the
virgin parchment which you yourfelf have prepared in the
hour and day which are prefcribed. The fhape which is to be
written on the parchment is to be as you fee in the figure
following.

On the other fide of the parchment, write MELCHIAEL,
Barescuas. Then put the parchment on the earth, with the
part where the name of the perfon is written next to the
ground. Place your right foot upon the parchment, and your
left knee, bent, upon the ground.

Then look to the higheft ftar in the tky, while in this
pofition. In your right hand hold a taper of white wax,
{ufficiently large to burn for one hour. Then fay the following
conjuration.

€ The Conjuration
I falute thee and conjure thee, O beautiful Moon, O moft
beautiful Star, O brilliant light which I have in my hand. By

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the light which I have in my hand. By the air that I breathe
within me, by the earth that I am touching: I conjure thee.
By the names of the fpirit princes living in you. By the
ineffable name ON, which created everything! By you, )
refplendent angel GABRIEL, with the planet Mercury, Prince,
MicueL and MELCHIDAL.

I conjure you again, by all the Holy Names of God, fo
that you may fend down power to opprefs, torture and harafs
the body and foul and the five fenfes of N., the whofe name
is written here, {o that the may come unto me. Let her then
be tortured, made to fuffer. Go, then, at once! Go, MELCHIDAL,
BarescHes, ZazeL, FirieL, MALcHA, and all thofe who are
with thee! I conjure you by the Great Living God to obey my
will, and I, N., promife to fatiffy you.

When this conjuration has been faid three times, burn
the parchment with the taper. Take great care to see that the
parchment s entirely and wholly burnt. On the next day, take
the parchment, put it in your left thoe, and let it ftay there
until the perfon whom you have called comes to feek you out.
In the conjuration you muft fay the date that fhe is to come,
and the will not be abfent. All of this will come to be if you
are careful in carrying out the fteps and do not tarry in this
work.

Y Divination by the Word of Uriel
To fucceed in this operation, he who makes the experi-
ment muft do all things which are told herein. He is to choofe

(I2)
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a fmall room or place which for nine days or more has not
been vifited by women in an impure ftate.

This place muft be well cleaned and confecrated, by
means of confecrations and afperfions. In the middle of the
room there is to be a table covered with a white cloth. On this
is a new glafs vial full of {pring water, brought fhortly before
the operation, with three fmall tapers of virgin wax mixed
with human fat; a piece of virgin parchment, and the quill of
a raven fuitable for writing with; an inkpot of chine full of
freth ink; a fmall container of metal with materials to make
afire. You muft alfo find a boy of nine or ten years of age, who
fhall be well behaved and cleanly drefled. He fhould be
intelligent and fenfitive and in a ftate of purity. He fhould be
[ftanding] near the table. A large new needle is taken, and
one of the three tapers is mounted upon it, fix inches behind
the glafs. The other two tapers fhould be pofitioned at the
right and left of the glafs, and an equal diftance away.

While you are doing this, fay: Gabamiah, cAdonay, Agla,
O Lord of Powers, aid us! Place the virgin parchment on the
right of the glafs and the pen and ink on the left. Before
ftarting, clofe the door and windows. Now ftir the fire, and
light the wax tapers. Let the boy be on his knees, looking into
the glafs vial that he may behold the vifion therein. He thould
be bareheaded and his hands joined in order to do this. Now
the Mafter orders the boy to ftare fixedly into the vial, and
{peaking foftly into his right ear, he fays the following
conjuration.

I beg and conjure thee by the four words that God {poke
with His mouth to His fervant Mofes.

JOSTA # AGLA % CAILA ¥ ABLATI

And by the name of the Nine Heavens in which thou
liveft, and alfo by the virginity of this child who is before thee,
to appear at once, and vifibly, to reveal that truth which I
defire to know. And when this is done, I fhall difcharge thee
in peace and benevolence, in the Name of the Moft Holy
Adonay.

When this conjuration is finithed, afk the child whether
he efpies anything in the vial. If he anfwers that he feeth an
angel or any other materialization, the Mafter of the opera-
tion fhall fay in a friendly tone:

Blefléd {pirit, welcome. 1 conjure thee again, in the
Name of the Moft Holy Adonay, to reveal to me immediately
whatfoever I may afk of thee...

Then fay to the fpirit:

If, for any reafon, thou doft not wifh what thou fayeft to
be heard by others:

I conjure thee to write the anfwer upon this virgin
parchment, between this time and the morrow. Otherwife
thou mayft reveal it to me in my fleep.

If the {pirit anfwers audibly, you muft liften with refpeét.
If he does not fpeak, after you have repeated the fupplication
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three times, fnuff the tapers, and leave the room until the
following day. Return the next morning, and you will find the
anfwer written on the virgin parchment, if it has not been
revealed to you in the night.

€ Divination by the Egg

The operation of the Egg is to know what will happen to
anyone who is prefent at the experiment.

One takes an egg of a black hen, laid in the daytime,
breaketh it, and removeth the germ.

You mutt have a large glafs, very thin and clear. Fill this
with clear water and into it put the egg-germ.

The glafs is placed in the Sun at midday in fummer, and
the Dire&or of the operation will recite the prayers and
conjurations of the day.

‘ Thefe prayers and conjurations are fuch as are found in
the Key of Solomon, in which we treat amply of airy {pirits.

And with the index finger, agitate the water, to make the
germ turn. Leave it to reft a moment, and then look at it
through the glafs, not touching it. Then you will fee the
anfwer, and it fhould be tried on a working-day, becaufe thefe
are {pirits that will come during the times of ordinary
occupations.

If one wifhes to fee if a boy or a girl is a virgin, the germ
will fall to the bottomn; and if he (or the) is not, it will be as
ufual.
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9 A Rare & Surprifing Magical Secret

The manner of making the Mirror of Solomon, ufeful for
all divinations.

Inthe name of the Lord, Amen. YE thall fee in this mirror
anything which you may defire. In the name of the Lord who
is blefléd, in the name of the Lord, Amen. Firftly, you fhall
abftain from all aftions of the flefh, and alfo from any fin,
whether in word or a&tion, during the period of time laid
down herein. Secondly, you muft perform aéts of good and
piety. Thirdly, take a plate of fineft fteel, burnifhed and
{lightly curved, and with the blood of a white pigeon write
upon it, at the four corners, thefe names: JeHova, ELoym,
METATRON ADONAY.

Place the fteel in a clean, white cloth. Look for the new
Moon, in the firft hour after the Sun has fet, and when you
feeit, go toawindow, look devoutly towards Heaven, and fay:

O Aternal, O King £ternal! God Ineffable! Thou, who
haft created all things for the love of men, and by a concealed
decifion for the well-being of man, deign Thou to look on
me, N., who am Thy moft unfit and unworthy Servant, and
look upon this, which is my intention.

Deign to fend unto me Thine Angel, c4naél upon this
fame mirror; he does command and order his companions—
whom Thou haft formed, O Moft Powerful Lord, who haft
always been, who art, and who fhall ever be, fo that in Thy
name they may work and a¢t with equity, giving me knowl-
edge in everything that I fhall feek to know of them.
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Now you are to throw down upon the burning embers a
perfume. While you are doing this, fay:

In this and with this, that I pour forth before Thy face,
O God, my God, Thou who art blefléd, Three in One, and
in the ftate of exaltation moft fublime, who fits above the
Cherubim and Seraphim, who will judge the earth by fire,
hear me!

This is to be faid three times. When you have done fo,
breathe three times upon the furface of the mirror, and fay:

Come, cAnaél, come: and let it be thy agreement to be
with me willingly: in the name # of the Father, the Moft
Puiffant, in the name ¥ of the Son, Moft Wife, in the name
% of the Holy Spirit, the Moft Living!

Come, cAnaél, in the terrific name of Jehova! Come,
cAnaél, by the power of the everliving Elohim! Come, thee,
by the right arm of the mighty Metatron! :

Come to me, N., and order thy fubjes {o that they may
make known to me through their love, joy and peace, the
things that are hidden from my eyes.

When you have finithed this, raife your eyes toward
Heaven and fay: ‘ '

O moft powerful Lord, who does caufe all things to move
in accordance with Thy will, liften to my prayer, and may my
intentions be aggreeable to Thee! O Lord, if it be Thy will,
deign to gaze upon this mirror and fan&ify it, that Thy
Servant cAnaél may come thereto with his companions, and
be agreeable to me, N., Thy poor ard humble fervant! O
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God, blefléd and raifed above all the fpirits of Heaven, Thou
who liveft and reigneft for all time. % Amen ¥

When this is done, make the Sign of the Crofs over
yourlelf, and alfo on the mirror on the firft day, and alfo on
the next fourty and five days. At the end of this time, the angel
cAnaél will appear to you, like unto a beautiful child. He will
greet you, and will order his companions to obey you.

It does not always require aslong as this to caufe the angel
to appear, however. He may come on the fourteenth day, but
this will depend upon the degree of application and fervor of
the operator.

When he comes, afk him whatever you may defire, and
alfo beg him to come and do your will whenever you thall call
him.

When you want cAnaél to come again, after the firft
time, all you have to do is to perfume the mirror, and fay thefe
words: Come, cAnaél, come, and let it be thy agreement—
and the reft of this prayer to cAnaél as we have given you
above, until the Amen.

§To Make Onefelf Invifible

Colle& feven black beans. Start the rite on a Wednefday,
before funrife. Then take the head of a dead man, and put one
of the black beans in his mouth, two in his eyes and two in his
ears. Then make upon his head the character of the spirit
Morail which follows.
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8! 0

When you have done this, bury the head, with the face
upwards, and for nine days, before funrife, water it each
morning with excellent brandy. On the cighth day you will
find the fpirit mentioned, who will fay to you: “What wilt
thou?”

You will reply: “I am watering my plant.” Then the fpirit
will fay: “Give me the bottle, I defire to water it myfelf.” In
anfwer, refufe him this, even though he will afk you again.

Then he will reach out with his hand, and will difplay to
you that fame figure which you have drawn upon the head.
Now you can be fure that it is the right fpirit, the fpirit of the
head. There is a danger that another one might try to trick
you, which would have evil confequences—and in that cafe
your operation would not fucceed.

Then you may give him the bottle, and he will water the
head and leave. On the next day when you return, you will
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find the beans that are germinating. Take them and put them
in your mouth, and look at yourfelf in the mirror. If you can
fee nothing, it is well. Teft the others in the fame way, either
in your own mouth, or in that of a child. Thofe which do not
confer invifiblity are to be reburied with the head.

1fy thxs water, to benefit my body and foul, caufe me to be
cleanfed.
As he fays this the operator is to wafh his face and hands
with the water that he is bleffing.
Nore: This water is to be ufed for wathing the hands and
feet, and know alfo—and know and know again—that it is
neceffary and moft neceflary, to abftain three days from fin
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and above all mortally, however much the human frailty may
be, and efpecially guard your chattity.

During the three days, ftudy the book and during thxs
time, pray five times during the day and four times each
night, with the following form:

Aftrachios, cAach, Acala, Abedumabal, Silat, Anabotas,
Fefubilin, Scingin, Geneon, Domol. O Lord my God, Thou
who art feated higher than the Heavens, Thou who feeth
even unto the depths, I pray that Thou bestow unto me the
things which I have in my mind and that I may be fuccefsful

All this having been done correctly, all that remains is to
follow your invocations and draw your characters and you do
which follows.

When the operator has thus purified himfelf; he is to fet
about the making of the Inftruments of the Art.

Y Of the Magical Knife

Itis neceflary to have a knife or lancet, of new fteel, made
on the day and hour of Jupiter with the Moon crefcent. If it
cannot be made, it may be bought, but this muft be done at
the time, as above.

Having achieved this, you will fay the Orifon or Conju-
ration following, which will ferve for the knife and lancet.

Y Conjuration of the Inflrument
" Iconjure thee, O form of the Inftrument, by the author-
ity of our Father God Almighty, by the virtues of Heaven and
by the Stars, by the virtue of the Angels, and by the virtue of
the Elements, by the virtues of the ftones and herbs, and of
{now-ftorms, winds and thunder: that thou now obtain all
the neceflary power into thyfelf for the perfe@ioning of the
achievement of thofe things in which we are at prefent
concerned! And this without deception, untruth, oranything
of that nature whatfoever, by God the Creator of the Sun of
Angels! % Amen %

Then we recite the Seven Pfalms, and afterwards the
following words: '

Dalmaley lamekh cadat pancia velouf merroé lamideck
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caldurech anereton mitraton. Moft Pure Angels, be the guard-
ians of thefe inftruments, they are needed for many things.

Y The Sacrificial Knife
On the day of S [Tuefday] at the New Moon, make a
knife of new fteel which is ftrong enough to cut the neck of
a kid with one blow, and make a wooden handle on the fame
day and in the fame hour, and with it you fet down on the

handle thefe charaéters:

Then afperge and fumigate it, and you have prepared an
inftrument for fervice when and where you with.

9 The Manner of Alperging & Fumigation

Firft, there is the Orifon which is needful on afperging,
and it is thus recited:

Asperges me, Domine, hyssopo, et mundabor: Lavabis me, et
super nivem dealbabor.

In the name of the immortal God. Afperge N. and clean
you of all foolithnefs and deceit, and you will be whiter than
fnow. # Amen ¥

Then pour as the afperfion blefled water thereon, faying:

Thefe afperfions are neceffary for every item of equip-
ment; fo alfo is the fumigation which follows.

To fumigate, it is neceffary to have a crufe, in which you
place coal newly kindled with a new fire, and let it be well
ablaze. On this you place aromatics, and when perfuming the
article in queftion, fay the following:

Angels of God, be our help, and may our work be
accomplifhed by you. Qelay, Salmay, Dalmay, cAngretion,
Ledrion, cAmifor, Euchey, Or. Great Angels: And do thou
alfo, O Adonay, come and give to this a virtue {o that this
creature may gain a fhape, and by this let our work be
accomplifhed. In the name of the Father # and of the Son *
and of the Holy % Ghoft, % Amen &

Then recite the Seven Pfalms which come after Judicum
tuum Regida and Laudate Dominum omnes gentes.

ﬂOf the Uirgin ‘Parchment

Virgin parchment can be made in many ways. Generally
it is made of the fkin of a goat or a lamb, or other animal,
which muft be virgin. :

After infcribing on the blade AGLA and having fumi-
gated it, the knife will ferve you for all purpofes.

Remember that when you make the Sacrifice in order to
obtain the virgin parchment from the kid, all the inftruments
muft be on the altar.
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You make the magical ftaff of the Art from Hazel wood
that has never borne, and cut it with a fingle ftoke on the day
and in the hour of ¥ [Wednefday], at the ) [Crefcent
Moon]. And you engrave it with the needle, the pen or the

lancet, in the following charaéters:—the feal and charatter of
Frimoft to be infcribed on the firft Rod.

Then you make another ftaff of Hazel wood, which has

never borne, and which is without feed, and cut it in the day
and hour of the O [Sunday], and on this you engrave thefe

The feal and charaéter of Kleppoth [or Qliphoth] is to be
infcribed on the fecond Rod.
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This having been done, you fay over your baton the
following Orifon:

Moftwife, moft powerful Adonay, deign to blefs, fan&ify
and conferve this ftaff fo that it may have the necefary virtue,
O moft holy Adonay, to whom be honor and glory for all
time. ® Amen ¥

Y Of The Lancet

It is neceflary to have a new lancet, conjured and pre-
pared like the knife and fickle. Make it in the day and hour
of Mercury, at the Crefcent Moon. Now follows the method
of Making the Sacrifice of the Kid.

Y Making the Sacrifice of the Kid

_ Take your goat and place it on a flat furface, fo that the
throat is uppermoft, the better to cut it. Take your knife and
cut the throat with a fingle ftroke, while pronouncing the
name of the Spirit you wifh to invoke.

For example, you fay:

1 kill you in the name and in the honor of N_.”

This is to be well underftood, and take care that you fever
the throat at firft, and do not take two ftrokes, but fee that he
dies at the firft.

Then you fkin him with the knife, and at the fkinning
make this Invocation which followeth.
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€ Invocation

cAdonay, Dalmay, Lauday, Tetragrammaton, cAnereton,
and all you, Holy Angels of God, come and be here, and
deign to infufe into this {kin the power that it may be correétly
conferved, fo that all that is written upon it may become
perfected.

After the {kinning, take well-ground falt, and ftrew this
upon the fkin, which has been ftretched, and let the falt cover
the fkin well. Before you ufe the falt it muft be confecrated
ufing the Benedi&ion of the Salt, which is given elfewhere in
this Booke.

Y Of Alperfion

You take an afperfer made with a bunch of mint, marjo-
ram and rofemary which is fecured by a thread which has
been made by a virgin maiden.

The afperger is made in the day and hour of Mercury
when the Moon is at its crefcent.

ﬁOf the Alperfion of the Water

All water ufed in thefe experiments muft be afperged, by
faying this over it: Lord God, Father, all-powerful, my refuge
and my life, help me, Holy Father, for I love you, God of
Abraham, of Ifaac, of Tacob, of the Archangels and Prophets,
Creator of All. In humility, and, calling upon Thy holy
Name, I fupplicate that thou wilt agree to blefs this water, fo -
that it may fan&ify our bodies and our fouls, through Thee,
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moft holy Adonay, Everlafting Ruler.  Amen #

The fkin is allowed to dry after this, and before quitting
the {pot, fay over the parchment:

e, Agla, Fod, Hoi, He, Emmanuel! Stand guard over
this parchment, in order that no fpeétra may take charge of
it!

When the fkin is dry it may be removed from its wooden
frame, blefled and fumigated, and then it is ready for ufe.

It is important that this muft not be feen by any women,
and more efpecially during certain times of theirs, otherwife
it will lofe its power.

The operator is to fay one Mafs of the Nativity then, and
all the inftruments are to be on the altar.

€ Of the Perfumes

Thefe are to be wood of aloes, incenfe and mace. As for
the mace, this is all that you need for the circle, and over the
perfumes is to be faid the following Orifon.

€ The Orifon of the Aromatic ‘Perfumes

Deign, O Lord, to fan&ify the creature of this, in order
that it may be a remedy for the human race, and that it may
be a remedy for our fouls and bodies, through the invoking
of Thy holy Name! Agree that all creatures which may
breathe in the vapor of this may have wealth of their bodies
and fouls: through the Lord who has fathioned the time
zternal! ¥ Amen ¥
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Y Of the Pen of the Art

Take a new quill, and afperge and fumigate this in the
fame way as the other inftruments, and when you are cutting
its points, fay:

cAbabaloy, Samoy, Efcavor, cAdonay: I have from this
quill driven out all illufions, fo that it may hold within it with
effetivenefs the power needed for all thofe things which are
ufed in the Art: for both the operations and the charaters
and conjurations. ¥ Amen ¥

Y Of the Ink-horn

You buy a new Ink-horn on the day and in the hour of
Mercury. At this time, alfo, thefe charaers are [to be]
infcribed upon it:

JOD HE VAU HE ¥ METATRON
JOD KADOS ¥ ELOHIM SABAOTH

Then newly-made ink is exorfized with this exorcifm
before being placed in the horn:

I exorcife you, Creature of this Ink, by the names c4n/ffon,
Cerreton, Stimulator, Adonay, and by the Name of He who
created all by one word, and who can achieve all, {o that you
fhall affift me in my work, and fo this work may be
accomplifhed by my defire, and brought to a fuccefsful end
through the agreement of God, He who rules all things, and
through all things, omniprefent and ®ternal. & Amen

Then the ink is to be bleffed with this Bleffing:

Lord God, Almighty, ruler over all and forever, Thou
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who doft caufe to take place the greateft wonders in Thy
creations, deign to grant the grace of Thy holy fpirit through
this ink. Blefs it, and fan&ify it, and impart to it a fpecial
power, that whatever we may fay or do or defire may be
accomplithed: through Thee, Moft Holy Prince, Adonay.

9 Of the Pentacle and the Manner of Working

I'have put here the form of the Pentacle of Solomon {o that
you may make the arrangements, they being of great impor-
tance.

Pentacle of Solomon
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When you make your circle, before entering therein, it is
to be perfumed with mufk, amber, aloes, wood and incenfe.
And for the perfume which you will need for the invocations,
that is incenfe alone.

It is to be obferved that you need to have always a fire
during invocations, and when you perfume, this will be in the
name of the {pirit that you would invoke. When you are
placing the perfume on the fire, fay all the time:

I burn this, N., in the name and to the honor of N.

* Itis to be remembered that you muft hold the invocation
in the left hand, and in the right a rod of elder, and a ladle and
a knife are to be at your feet.

When all this is ready, ftand infide the circle. If you have
companions with you, they are to hold a hand one of the
other. When infide, trace the form of the circle with the knife
of the Art. Then pick up the wands, one after the other,
reciting the fiftieth Pfalm. When the circle is complete,
perfume and {prinkle it with holy water. Charalters are to
written at the four corners of the circle. There are generally
four pentacles, one at each point of the compafs; and the fpirit
is prohibited fpecifically from entering into the precinéts of
the circle.

Then the invocations are to be repeated feven times.
When the {pirit appears, make him fign the character which
you are holding in your hand, which promifes that he will
come whenever you may call him. Afk for what you think
needed and he will give it to you.
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YDifmiffal of the Spirit

Let him go away in thefe words:

This Invocation is to be made on virgin parchment, with
the charatters of the demon upon it, which caufes the
intermediary Scirlin to come.

For from this depend all the
others, and it can conftrain them to appear in fpite of
themfelves, as he has the power of the Emperor and is ready
to ferve him who who giveth a facrifice; as it is faid, that it is
important that these creatures be content on thier own part
elfe they will do you no fervice.

Y The ‘Benedittion of the Salt
I exorcife you, O creature of the Salt, by the God who is
living, the God of all Gods, the Lord of all Lords, that all
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fantafies may leave you, and that you may be fuitable for the
virgin parchment.

When this is finifhed, let the fkin with the falt upon it
remain in the fun for a full day. Then obtain a glazed pottery
jar, and write thefe charaéters around it with the Pen of the

Art:

Get quicklime and flake this with exorcifed water, and
put thefe in the jar. When it is liquid place it in your goatfkin,
and leave it longenough for the hairs to peel off of themfelves.

As foon as the hair is in fuch a condition as to come off
with a touch, remove it from the jar and peel the hairs with
a knife made from carved Hazel. The knife muft have had
thefe words faid over it: O holieft Adonay, put into this wood
the power to cleanfe this fkin, through the holy name
cAgafon. ¥ Amen ,

The tkin, when peeled, may be ftretched over a piece of
new wood, and ftones are to be placed on the fkin, fo that they
hold it down. Thefe are to be ftones from a river bank. Before

thou placeth the ftones it is important to recite the Orifon of
the Stones over them, which followeth.
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Y The Orifon of the Stones
O Adonay, moft puiffant and all-powerful Lord, allow
that thefe ftones may ftretch this fkin, and remove from them

all wickednefs, fo that they may poflefs the required power.

In the day and hour of J, Luna being at the crefcent, and
at the firft hour of the day—which is a quarter of an hour
before funrife—you will prepare a piece of virgin parchment,
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which fhall contain all the charaéters and the invocations of
the fpirits which you with to produce.

For example, in the faid day and hour, you will attach to
the fmall finger of the hand (which is the finger of ¥)athread
spun by a virgin girl, and pierce the finger with the lancet of
the Art, to get blood from it, with which you form your Scir/in
charalter, as is given at the commencement of this book.
Then write your invocation, which is that which follows.

You muft write the firft letter of your name where is the
letter A [in the fign & charater of Scirlin], and that of your
furname where is the letter D. The fpirit cAglaffis, whofe
chara&ter it is, is very potent to render you fervice, and will
caufe you to have power over the other fpirits.

Make above the Chara&er of the Spirit that you defire to
come, and burn incenfe in his honor. Then make the conju-
ration which is addreffed to the fpirit that you want to caufe

to appear, and burn incenfe in his honor.

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There are other D&mons but as they have no power, we
thall not fpeak of them.

It is he who caufes money
to be brought.

Musisin has power over great lords, teaches all that
happens in the Republics, and ‘the affairs of the Allies.’

Fravmost has power over women and girls, and will help
you to obtain their ufe.

KvepotH makes you fee all forts of dreams and vifions.

KL makes great earthquakes.

MersiLpE has the power to tranfpor: anyone in an
inftant, anywhere.

CuistHERT allows you to have day or night, whichever you
wifh, when you defire either.

SircHADE makes you fee all forts of natural and fuper-
natural animals.

Hicpacta will bring you a perfon in an inftant, though he
be far away.

Humorts can bring you any book you defire.

SecaL will caufe all forts of prodigies to appear.

FrucissiEre revives the dead

GuLaND caufes all illneffes.

SurGAT opens every kind of lock.

MoraIL can make anything invifible.
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FruTiMIERE prepares all kinds of feafts for you.

Huictncaras caufes fleep in the cafe of fome, and infom-
nia in others.

Under Satanachia and Sataniciae are fourty-five [or,
according to other verfions, fifty-four] demons. Four of
thefe, the chiefs, are Sergutthy, Heramael, Trimafael and
Suftugriel. The others are of no great confequence.

Thefe {pirits are of great advantage, and they work well
and fpeedily, in the cafe that they are pleafed with the
operator.

Sergutthy has power over maidens and wives, when
things are favorable.

Heramael teaches the art of healing, including the com-
plete knowledge of any illnefs and its cure, He alfo makes
known the virtues of plants, where they are to be found, when
to pluck them, and their making into a complete cure.

Trimafaelteaches chemiftry and all means of conjuring of
the nature of deceit or fleight-of-hand. He alfo teaches the
fecret of making the Powder of Projetion, by means of
which the bafe metals may be turned into gold or filver.

JSuftugriel teaches the Art of Magick. He gives familiar
{pirits that can be ufed for all purpofes, and he alfo gives
mandragores.

cAgalierept and Tarihimal are the rulers of Elelogap, who
in turn governs matters connected with water.

Nebirots rules Hael and Surgulath. The former enables
anyone to {peak in any language he will, and alfo teches the
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means whereby any type of letter may be written. He is alfo
able to teach thofe things which are moft fecret and com-
pletely hidden.

Sergulath gives every means of {peculation. In addition,
he inftru&ts as to the methods of breaking the ranks and
ftrategy of opponents. Subjet to thefe are the eight moft
powerful fubordinates:

ProcuLo, who can caufe a perfon to fleep for fourty-eight
hours, with the knowledge of the {pheres of {leep.

Haristum, who can caufe anyone to pafs through fire
without being touched by it.

BRuLEFER, who caufes a perfon to be beloved of women.

PENTAGNONY, who gives the two benefits of attaining
invifibility and the love of great lords.

AcLasis, who can carry anyone or anything anywhere in
the world.

SiprAGOSAM, caufes any girl to dance in the nude.

MinosoN, is able to make anyone win at any game.

Bucon, can caufe hate and fpiteful jealousy between
members of the oppofite fexes.

It is not needful to
et 0| remain pure [or chafte] in this work,
for it is the end of this work that all fhould be fatiffied and
without want. Let it fuffice that one who conduéts this work
fpend a goodly time in thought cogent to the work. It is
important that whoever does this work takes the time to
remove all obftacles which may interfere with the completion
of the work; this is very important—for, if you cannot do the
work in its entirety it is better never to commence.
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G The Inftruments of the Art

The inftruments of this Art are few, but muft be acquired
before you begin the convocations of the fpirits. Thefe
appurtenances may be conftruted by the hands of the
operator, or bought before the initiation of the experiments.
In either cafe, the inftruments thould be confecrated as to
dedicate their ufe for the affiftance in this operation. The
inftruments are as follows.

Y The (onfiguration of the Temple

This temple is to meafure fifteen feet {quare and may be
conftruted out of either ftone or wood, as is preferred. There
thould be a window to allow light into the temple, as this is
awork of the attainment of Light, and where there is no light
there is only darknefs, as we are told. The ceiling of the
temple thould not be lefs than fix feet high; both it and the
ceiling thould be unadorned, unlefs there is a reafon to do
~ contrariwife.

Y The Magick (ircle & Triangle of the Art

The circle is to meafure nine feet acrofs. It may be
infcribed for either permanent or for temporary ufe, and is to
be adorned with thefe Names of God: EHIEH #JAH # YHVH
ELOHIM # AL *® ELOHIM GIBOR *® YHVH ELOAH VA-
DAATH YHVH TZABAOTH ¥# ELOHIM TZABAOTH #

Y The Magical Weapons € Tools of the Art
TrE Booke

It is aggreeable to find a pen or quill which can be ufed
for the time of working which you perform. The booke is to
be ufed to keep a record of the magick Actions and the
prayers, invocations, rituals or figils you will ufe in this
operation. The booke fhould be new, uninfcribed by anyone
elfe and fhould be confecrated for ufe as we have faid.

THE WAND or Rop

This fhould be crafted from rofewood or cedar and
fhould meafure half the length of your arm. It is to be ufed to
trace the figils of the Quarters which will be given in the
fecond part of this monograph. It is to be marked with the
Names of God which the angels will give you in the circle.

THe MacicaL KniFe

The knife muft be new and fharp enough to cut eafily, for
thisis to be its purpofe. Its blade fhould be no more than nine
inches long and may be infcribed with thefe names: AGLA
YHVH % ON ' ADONAI The handle of the knife is to be
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fathioned ufing the fame wood as was ufed for the rod of the
Art. ‘

THE TALISMAN

Itis neceflary to conftru& talifmans for the obje&t of each
of your experiments, one for each of the purpofes. The nature
of the talifmans and their manner of confecration will be
given to you by God’s angels at the altar in temple. Thefe
talifmans cannot become ufeful until they have become
confecrated and dedicated to their purpofe, as it is faid.

THe CEREMONIAL ROBE

It muftbe conftructed of Linen or fome fuch material and
is beft when it is made by the operator of this work. The robe
may be fathioned with a hood and fhould be no longer than
your ankles and the fleeves of which thould be no longer than
your wrifts. An emblem may be appropriate to fome A&ions
and as with the holy names of the rod of the Art, thefe will
be given to you by God through his miniftering angels.

Tne CENSUR AND SUFFUMIGATIONS

The types of perfumes and incenfes and their qualities or
purpofes have been defcribed in many other books on the
‘RoyalArt of :Magick, fome falfely {o and others truely. Here
follows a lift of the incenfes and perfumes which may be ufed
and their practical affociations in this work.

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Notice AND WARNING:

Thefe are the Qliphothic orders of the averfe fephiroth
and their orders of fervitors which number fix and fifty. They
are to be called forth in the day and hour of their rule, or elfe
they will not do the magician fervice. Some of thefe Spirits
demand a facrifice of the magician before they will honor the
requefts but it having been made they are amiable to the
demands made. Each of thefe orders rule 490 leagues of
Spirits except thofe ruled by Tagaririm, whofe dominion is
fevenfold that of the others.

G The Qsphoth

Thefebe theywho be uncleanand evil, even the diftortion
and perverfion of the Sephiroth: the fallen Reftriction of the
univerfe, the rays of the coils of the ftooping Dragon. Eleven
are their claffes, yet Ten are they called. Seven are the Heads,
yet an Eighth arifeth. Seven are the Infernal Palaces, yet do
they include Ten.

In the Tree of Life, by the Waters of the River, in the
Garden of Wifdom, is the Serpent of the Paths; it is the
Serpent in the Celeftial Eden. But the Serpent of the Temp-
tation is that of the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil, the
antithefis and oppofer of the other: the Red coiled Stooping
Dragon of the Apocalypfe, the Serpent of the Terreftrial
Eden. Regard thou therefore the Celeftial Serpent, as of
Brafs, gliftening with Green and Gold, the Color of Vegeta-
tion and of growth: banith thou therefore the Evil and feek
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the Good. For as Mofes lifted up the Serpent in the Wilder-
nefs, even fo muft the Son of Adam be lifted up, raifed
through the balance of ftrife and of trial, through the Path-
way of Aternal Life. And when, like our Mafter, thou art
extended on that Tree, through fuffering and through pain,
let thy countenance be raifed up towards the Light of the
Holy One to invoke the Divine Brightnefs, not for thyfelf,
but for thofe who have not yet attained to the Pathways, even
though they be thy tormentors.

Balanced between the Spiritual and the Material, the
type of Reconciler, remember the fymbol of the Brazen
Serpent. Mark thou well the difference between the two
ferpents, for before the Serpent of Brafs of Numbers, the
Serpent of fire could not ftand. But at the Fall, the Serpent
of Evil arifing in the Tree furrounded Malkuth, and linked
her thus into the outer and the Q/iphoth, for this is the Sin of
the Fall, even the feparation of the Material Plane from the
Sephiroth through the interpofition of the Coils of the
Stooping Dragon. Thus, therefore, muft Malkuth be cleanfed,
and this is the Redemption to come. For alfo Chrift expiated
not Sin till after he had overcome the Temptation. But furely
all things in the Creation are neceflary, feeing that one
exifteth not without the other, and the Evil alfo helpeth the
Work, for thus the greater and more intenfe the Darknefs, by
fo much more doth the Light become bright by Contraft and
draweth, as it were, increafed force from the Blacknefs.

Circle are the Waters of Creation, in the third Circle are the
Woaters of the Ocean, in the fourth Circle is the Falfe Sea.

Thefe are from Cherubic expreffions of Force and the
Eviland Averfe Powers broken beneath their feetare: ‘Rahab,
whofe fymbol is a terrible demon leaping upon an Ox;
Machaloth, a form compounded of a ferpent and a woman,
and the rideth upon a ferpent fcorpion; and (z/ith, a woman
outwardly beautiful but inwardly corrupt and putrefying,
riding upon a ftrange and terrible beaft. To thefe four (Babel,
Jonia, Media, Edom) are attributed four Kingdoms.

“Bairiron; This spirit so called becaufe they are derived
from the Fourth Evil, namely Samael, the
Black. Their colors are dull red and a black,

and their form is that of a Dragon-Lion.
cAdimiron; whofe colors are like blood mixed with
water, a dull yellow and gray. Their form is

that of a Lion-lizard.

Tzelladimiron; whofe colors are like limpid blood, bronze

and crimfon. They are like favage triangu-
lar-headed dogs.
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Schechiriron;

Tzephariron;

Obiriron;

whofe colors are black, and their form
blended of Reptile, Infe¢t and Shell-fith,
fuch as the crab and the lobfter, yet demon-
faced withal.

whofe colors are fiery and yellow, and their
form like mercilefs wolves and jackals.
whofe colors are like clouds, and their form
like gray, bloated goblins.

Nechefbethiron; whofe color is like copper, and their form is

like that of a moft devilith and almoft hu-
man-headed infeét.

whofe colors are like ferpents, and their
form like dog-headed ferpents.

whofe colors are reddifh and gleaming, and
their form like vaft and devouring flat-headed
fithes.

whofe name is derived of “Behemoth,” and
their colors are black and brown, and their
forms thofe of awful beafts like a Hippo-
potamus, and an elephant, but cruthed flat,
or as if their {kin was {pread out flat over the
body of a gigantic beetle or cockroach, crawl-
ing yet having vaft ftrength.

whofe colors are of a ftagnant gleaming,
watery hue, and their forms like hideous
women, almoft fkeletons, united to the bod-
ies of ferpents and fifhes.
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Inthe midftof the circle are placed Samael and cAfmodai.
The fymbolic form of the former is fomewhat like that of the
Devil of the Tarot, but coloflal and attenuated; that of
cAfmodai is as a bloated, beftial man, but in a crouching
pofition. Atthe South-Eaft Angle are placed the Evi/c 4dam,
a goat-headed fkeleton-like giant; and a thoufand-headed
Hydra Serpent; ever-changing and diftorted countenance.
At the North-Eaft Angle is cAggerath, the daughter of
Moachalath, a fiendifth witch with ferpent hair enthroned in
a chariot drawn by an Ox and an Afs. At the North-Weft
Angle is a gigantic Scorpion with a fearful countenance, but
ftanding upright as it were, and formed of putrefying water.
After him cometh the Un-nameable One and his appearance
and fymbol is that of a clofely-veiled Black gigantic figure,
covered with whirling wheels and in his hand is a vaft wheel
whence iflue as it whirls, multitudes of cat-like demons.
Behind cometh <Maamah like a crouching woman with an
animal’s body, crawling along the ground and eating the
earth. And at the South-Eaft Angle are the winged lion and
a winged horfe drawing in a chariot the younger (i/iz4, the
wife of cAfinodai. She is dark, a woman to the waift and a man
below it, and fhe appears as dragging down with her hands
fmall figures of men into Hell.

Y Of the Three Evil Forces behind Samael
The firft is Qematriel, whofe form is that of a vaft black,
man-headed Dragon-ferpent, and he united under him the

force of Kether of the Infernal and averfe Sephiroth. The
fecond, a black, bloated Man-dragon, “Be/ial, he denieth a
God; and he uniteth the forces of the averfe Chokmah. The
third is Of#fbfiefl or Goftfhfiefl, a black, bloated Man-infe&,
horrible of afpe, his breth greater than his length: and he

“uniteth the force of the Averfe Binah. The fourth form is
Samael the Black. All thefe are of gigantic nature and terrible
afpedt. '

G The Evil and Averfe Sephiroth

Thefe be the Evil and Averfe Sephiroth contained in the
Seven Evil Palaces, and thefe Sephiroth have their place from
behind the holinefs of the World of Affiah. And §amael the
Evil furroundeth the whole Evil Sephiroth who are thus
Eleven inftead of Ten. There are eleven letters in the word
‘Lieutenant Governors”: Eftherix.3; eleven days from Horeb,
Deut. 1.2; the word ‘where’ in Deut. xxxa1.37 is in value eleven;
eleven were the curfes of Ebal; eleven were the Dukes of
Edom, etc. In the Evil Palaces, the firft containeth Kether,
Chokmah and Binah. Unto Kether is attributed Kereshial,
which meaneth ‘cut off from God’ (Pfalm xxxvi1.34); ‘When
the wicked are cut off (from God)’ and the fymbolic form is
that of black, evil Giants.

Alfo to Kether belong the Thaumiel [or Thamiel], the
Bicephalous ones; and their forms are thofe of dual, giant
heads, with bat-like wings; they have not bodies for they are
thofe who feek continually to unite themfelves unto the
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bodies of other beings and forces.

Unto Chokmabh are referred the Dukes of Efau and the
Ghogiel (fr. Og, King of Bathan), or, as it is fometimes
written, Oghiel, and they attach themfelves unto living and
material appearances, and their form is like that of the black,
evil Giants with loathfome ferpents twined around them.

Unto Binah are referred the Jatariel or Harafiel, the
Concealers and Deftroyers whofe forms and appearances are
a gigantic, veiled Head with horns and hideous eyes feen
through the veil, and they are followed by evil centaurs. Thefe
are alfo called ferie/ from Efau, becaufe of their hairinefs.

The Second Palace containeth Chefed, unto which are
attributed the Gagh Shekelah, the Difturbing Ones, and their
fymbolic forms are thofe of the black, cat-headed Giants.
They are alfo called c fziel, (hazariel and cAgniel.

The Third Palace containeth Geburah whereunto are
attributed Golakes, or Burners with fire, otherwife called
Zaphiel, and their forms are thofe of enormous black heads
like a volcano in eruption.

The Fourth Palace containeth Tiphereth whereunto are
attributed Jgmie/, and they are great black giants, ever
working againft each other.

The fifth Palace containeth Netzach, whereunto are
attributed the Ghoreb Zereg, or Difperfing Ravens. Their
form is that of the hideous Demon-headed Ravens iflueing
from a volcano, alfo called Gezphiel.

The Sixth Palace containeth Hod, whereunto are re-
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ferred the Samael or Deceivers [Jugglers], whofe form is that
of a dull Demon-headed, dog-like monfters.

The Seventh Palace containeth Yefod and Malkuth.
Unto Yefod are referred the Gamaliel, or Obfcene Ones,
whofe form are thofe of corrupting, loathfome bull-men,
linked together. Thereunto are alfo referred Nachafbiel, Evil
Serpents,and Obriel. Thereunto belongeth the Blind Dragon-
force. Unto Malkuth is attributed (i/izh, the Evil Woman,
afterwards changing to a black, monkey-like demon. The
name of the ferpent, Aachafh, hath the fame number as that
of the Meffiah, who will root out the Q/iphoth from the world.

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Dragon forms united together, fo that each of his fcales is, as
it were, a feparate evil ferpent.

€ The Manner of (alling the Spirits to Vifible Appearance
It is agreeable to firft ftate that the Arch-demons muft
be called in their time of dominion, or elfe they will not
render themfelves fervicable to the magician. It is neceflary
that the operator of thefe Actions prepare the place of
working before attempting to call forth the Arch-demons,
but this is not the cafe with the Qiphoth—they may be
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invoked or called forth without a place which has been
arranged for them.

The method of calling forth the Arch-demons requires
a fourfold operation, and that is, the fundamental prayer, the
banifhing of all malignant fpirits, the invocation of the Arch-
angels, and laftly, the evocation of the Arch-demons. It is
very important that no part of this be left out, for that would
furely lead you to ruin. The Arch-demons may appear (at
firft) in an invifible form. To make them become vifible to the
your eyes all that is neceflary is to thed blood, either that of
an animal, or that of a woman, or your own, and by and by,
theywillappear in their true form, as the blood gives them the
power to take fhapes, fuch as they are.

Here follows the manner of invoking the Arch-angels,

all the reft of this will be given unto you by them:

Y The Angelick Conjuration.

Begin this by reciting Ps Lxu, cxu1, cox & wxxxvi. Then
begin the following Oration.

O Moft Illuftrious Prince of the heavenly hofts, holy
MICHAL ¥ GABRIEL ¥ URIEL ¥ RAPHZL; the Archangels,
from thy celeftial home defend me, a human being, whom
God has created in His own image and likenefs, and whom
He has purchafed at a great price from Satan’s tyranny.

O Holy and Almighty God who fathioned the earth and
all things by a word! Who fent His only-begotten Son into
the world to cruth the fpirit of evil with its bellowing; do
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Thou fpeedily give heed and fend Thine holy and effulgent
miniftering angels from their ftations. Let them come that
they might adminifter Thine virtue, ftrength and wifdom
unto me, in thefe A¢tions, with whatever fpirits I call forth .
Let the Prince of Darknefs have no power over me and his
fervitors no power to enflave me but affift me that I may a&
to the glory of God.

Bring ftrength, O Lord, by Thine holy angels RapuL,
GasrieL, UrieL and MicHEL; who refifted againft Lucifer and
his raving followers which fell from Heaven, and were
configned to Hell for a time and a time; who ferve God in
confiftancy and faith; who fing “Holy! Holy! Holy! Art the
Lord of Hofts!” To thee O Lord; who has entrufted the
fervice of leading the fouls of the redeemed into heavenly
bleflednefs. % Amen %

Then finifh by reciting Jn r.1-18, Ifa 8.19-22, Ps 69 & go.

Y The Shekinab

The four great princes ruling over the four camps of the
Shekinah are Mich&L, GasieL, Urier and RarusL, Michzl
is appointed over the water or feas, Gabriel rules over the fire,
Uriel over the wind and Raphz! over the duft of the earth.
Thelist which followeth giveth the names of the Seven Great
Princes which are appointed over the feven heavens.
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MichaL rules over the feventh (and higheft) heaven.
GasritL rules over the fixth heaven.

SHATAQIEL is appointed over the fifth heaven.
SHAHAQIEL is given dominion over the fourth heaven.
BapariEL governs the third heaven.

BaraxieL is appointed to the fecond heaven.

PazrieL is given the realm of the firft heaven.

Y The Miniftering cAngels of the Throne of fudgement

Thefe are the angels of the Shekinah and are four in
number, two Ir and two QEpusHsHA; they are the court
officers who raife, argue and clofe every cafe that comes
before the Holy One when He is feated on the Throne of
Judgement. It is they who give effe to the decrees of the
Moft High over the kingdoms of men; thefe angels form the
council of the Almighty. The eldeft Servant of His houfe is
MeraTRON NAAR, the angel which maintains the heavenly
treafures.

Y The Watchers and the Holy Ones

Thefes are the Fallen High Angels and were known to
the Greeks as Archons; their names are RADWERIEL; he is the
ceeleftial fcribe; RAHATIEL is the angel ruling over the
conftellations. Unto him are the Angelick Decans which rule
the 12 figns; SopHERIEL is the angel fet over the books of the
Living and the Dead. The Chief of the Watchers is named
AzazeL, who governs with Uzza and UzzieL.
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Y The Merkabah

In the Merkabah Vifion of Ezekiel it is written: “And 1
looked and behold a Whirlwind came out of the North, a
great Cloud, and a fire enfolding itfelf and a Splendour on
every fide, and Hathmal the Brilliance of the innermoft flame
in the midft of fire.”

9 The Seraphim

The Seraphim is four in numberand is ruled by SeraPHIEL;
he is a prince, wonderful, noble, great, honorable, mighty,
terrible, a chief and leader and a fwift fcribe. His body is like
that of an eagle and he wears a crown. He is accompanied by
Satan, SamaeL and DussieL. Thefe are the accufers. It is
through the fpirit SamMAEL in which the abfolution of the
Seven Deadly Sins is accomplifhed, through the bidding of
God.

YThe Ofannim

The Ofannimisfourin numberand is ruled by Orrannier;
he is a prince and rules over the Moon. He is an ancient and
great Prince. He has fixteen faces, four on each fide and 8466
eyes. He is befet with two hundred wings, one hundred on
each fide.

G The Cherubim
CuerusiiL is the Prince of the Cherubim and it is thefe
angels who, by their wings, make the ‘four winds’ blow. The
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wind goeth toward the fouth and turneth about unto the
north; it turneth about continually in its courfe and returneth
again unto its circuits. And from the fphere of the Sun they
return and defcend upon the rivers and the feas and upon the
hills, as it is written: “For lo, be that formeth the mountains and
createth the wind.”

S The Hyyoth

There are four in number and are governed by the angel
Hyviier. Thefe four angels are the next above the Galallim.
They have four faces, four wings and weareth crowns upon

their heads. The angels of the Hyyoth at in fervice to the
Miniftering Angels of the Throne of Judgement.

€ The Galagallsm

Thefe are eight in number and each has eleven angels
which accompany them; they are ruled by GavLGavuer, who
rules over the globe of the Sun; and they rule under the
dominion of the Seven Great Angelick Princes.

Y The Hofts and (hoir of Angels
The Hoft of Angels are eleven in number and thefe are
their names: SALLisiM, ParasHiM, GiBBORIM, SEBATM,

GepurHiM, MeEmunniM, Sarmv, Haviiv, MESARETHIM,
Mavakim 8 Decanim.
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G The cAngels of the Twelve Signs
