Jall Arts, whichare fally called o5 bat for Mugick it {elf,
which Art (faith Mirandula ) few underftand, and Iﬂmy repre-
hend 5 as Dogs bark at thofe they know not, fo they hate and
condemn the things they underftand not : And it is too true, as
one faith, that many men abhor the name and word (Magos }
becaule of Simon Aagus, who baitg pot indeed Magus, but
Goes (that is) familiar with evil fpirigs, uiurped that Title, Fog
Magick , Conjuring, and Witchery, are far differing Arts, which

Buit there is another kinde of Aagick , which doth contain the
whole Philsfophy of Nature,whichs that which bringeth to light
the hidden Vertues, and drawing them out of Natures Bofom, and
converting them to humane ufcs, by applying thofe things that
work to thofe that fuffer; and thusit is defined.

A Definition of Magick,

M Agick_is the Connexion of Natural Agentsand- Patients,
VA anfwerable each to other, wrought by a wife man, to the
bringing forth of fuch or fuch effe@s, as are wonderlul to thofe
that know not their Caufes. .

And chis is that which hathlayn under terms of Ignominy to
this day : Jgnorance producing Admiration, and Admiration
Sufpicion, and then an undeferved Cenfure paft upon the work, ot
action, terming it tobe Diabolical ; and fo attributing the fecret
workings, which the divine Wifdom hath placed in the fecret bo-
{om of Nature, toa Duabolical Power and Property, when. it is
nothing elfe but a mutual application of Natural Vertues, Agens
and Suffering reciprocally : And thofe that were convetfant in this
excellent Science in former times, were otherwife thought of;
thennow they are. For, as Pencer truly obferveth, that the Aa-

&i were the chief Minifters of the Perffan Religion, as the Levites.
were among{t Gods people, and- they were given to the fudies of

true Philofophy : neither conld any be Kings of the Perfians, whor -

hiad not been firft exercifed in the myfteries and knowledg of the
Magi, And this lawful Magick, which I do.here. fpeak of, was

-taries upon Daniel, ufeth thefe words 3 But common cuftom

(faith he) taketh A.gicians for Witches, who are otherwife re-
puted in their own Nation, for they are the Philofophers of the
Chaldeans : yea Kingsand Princes of that Nation do all that they
doaccording ta the knowledg of that Art : whence, at the Nati-
vity of the Lord our Saviout, they firft of all underftood his Birch ;
and coming unto Beshlehem did worlhip the Childe, the Star
from above fhewing him anto them.

So it is clear, that there isa great deal of difference between the
Dorine of a Magician truly, and the abufe of the word. Bat
if you will beleeve the Author of that Pamphlet, he will tell you
that he isa Magician in thefe our days, who having entereda
combination with the Prince of Datknefs, ufeth his help-in any
matter 3 but the At of Magick is of the wifdom of Natare : Bat
as ot other Arts, which have affumed the Title of Aagick , they
were invented by the fubtilty and falfhood of the Devil; and in
this there is none other Do@rine, then the ufe of certain Ceremo-
niesby an evil and wicked faith: in the other none evil, but the

inveftigation of thofe admirable Vertues, and occult Properties,

which that infinite Wifdom hath beftowed and given to his Crea-
tares; and how fitly to apply thofe things thatare to work, to
thofe things that are to fuffer. And thofe men that were ftudious
in.this Art were called the Aagi, which (Peter Martyr faith)y
the Ancieats underftood to be good and wife men. And as Ficinus
faith, O thou fearful one, why doubteft thon toufe the name of
Magus, aname gracious in the GoSpe, which doth not fignifiea
Witch, or a Conjurer, buta wyfz man, and a Prieft ¢ And what
hath brought fo much flander npon this excellent knowledg, bat
bafeand idle Ignorance, which indeed is the mother of Admirati-
on? Bur give me leave to go yetfurther: This Art doth not onely
enablensin the true knowledg of thofe fecrer Vertes which are
wrapped up in the bofom of Natute, but it may in fome meafure:

that the utmoft limits of Natures works being known, that the
works which Chrift did (which no man could do) do'manifeftly.

held Nature berein but asa penfil, and by a Power infinitely Su-
preme and Divine.  But on the.contrary, there may:bé many won-

Did not the Conjunction of Sazsrs and Fupiter in the
year 1425. which weie in Scarpio,a treacherous and falfe Sign,find

pofeunder the cffe@s of thele two Lunar Eclipfes, which was
toral, which happened the iaft year in the Constellations of Tau-
7us and Scorpio ; the one being Conjunction with that kingly
Star of the fitlt .Magnitude, called wAldeberion, ot the Bulls eye,
of the nature of Aars ; the other in the Conftellation of Scorpio,
a moft viporons Sign, with fixed ftars of the nature of AZars and
Sarurn, whofe effects did and doth ftill thew themfelves power-
fully upon that deplorable Ifland, to the great deftruction of her
Natives ; all which might have been fore-feen by thofe that are
converfant in contemplating of the Heavens,and yet by no combi-
nation with the Powers that rule in the dark World. And was not
that Comset which appeared in the year 161 8.a fore-runner of ma.
ny Changes and Murations slmoft all Exrope over? And I be-
lieve that Scotland hath no caufe to boaft of the Effets of the
Conjun&ion of the two malivoliit Plasets, Viz. Saturn and
Marsin Julylaft. They who are defirous to view things of this
nature, if their own prejudice doth not detain them, they may read
thofe two Books of Mt Lilly's, viz. Lnglands Prophesical Mer-
Uin, and Tbe worlds Catastrophe, the firft publithed in 1644. the
other in 1647. the which will produce varicty of Prefidents of
this natare, the which are things of that excellency and worth,that
to an ingennous man never thelike were extent in Europe. I could
be more luige inthis particular, bur this I hope will fatisfie the
wile, for others I matter not, whofe ffupedity all the Prefidentsin
: the
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the world is not able to convince,

Bat, now I fhall defcend to the third particular, iz, That the
Heavenly Bodies have an Iofluence upon particrlar Cities, and do
fhew forth fome ftrange Change or Mautasion in their Govern-
ments, Laws, Cuffoms,Liberties, Lofs, and Profit, vwrhich age all
made ont before confpicucufly by the fuperior Bodies, according
to the determination of the firft Caufe, by whofe goodne(sall Cs-
ties flourifh, and by whofe will they agan decline in their glory
and pomp, and then fall into {lavery and deftruction: fo it isno
wonder it Monarchies, Kingdoms and Cities do change their
manner of Government, and asit were a thing forfaken of its pre-
fidential dngel, Bying to another nature of other power 5 and
fo always Kingdoms and Ciries, when they have attained to the
height of their glory, they then decline, and become worfe and
worfe both in theit Government and ((#ftoms, and by that means
the conditions of men become contrary, fo that a jpirit of batred
and fedirion is generated, which produces ruine and deftruction,
or a transferring of the Government thercof unto frangers; as
wis that moft magpificent and glorious City of Constantinaple
from under the Government of Chriftians, now become the Seat
Royal of the Paganify Mahomitan, which was effeCted under the
Influence of the Conjunétion of the two Supetiors in Cancer, in
the year 1444. whofe Afcendant is Cancer, the Signof the Con-
juntion, whole Chriftian Beanty then declined into a Pagawify
Deformity : Anddid not the fame Conjun@ion produce a vaft
lofs to the Peuicians, by an Inundatiop of the Sea, to the value of
a Miltion of moncy, whofe Afcendant is tiat watery Sign of (-
cer # And Ibclieve that Lesden hath no caufe to boalt of its be-
nefic that it hath received from the cffects of che hft Conjunction
of Satzrn and Fupirer in the year 1642, which wus in 7ifces,
which bebolds tie Afcendant of Londos with a hateful Square
and was not /4 rezry the Lord thereof uader the Sunvbcams, and
afpetied by the Moon with a Square?  Arguments of no good to
redonnd toit: Neither will the {lows msotion of malicions Satarn
through the Cenfpellation of the Twins, with the Conjunction of
angry Mavswiich was in iy laft, pradiace any canfe of boafting
to'the [ubabicants of Lendon, either in thdic Civil Power or Com-
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mierce, the which fome fpace of time may and will make manifeft,
though not to the conviction of their fe/fi/s Opruions, yer will

‘prove fatul Ifear to their Trade and Cominercs, the which the

declinasion of their Effates will teitific: And I with, O Lendon,

that thot inayft not feel the efc&s thereof al'o in thy Govers-
wcat, whofe Glory excecds almot} all the Cities in Exnrope - May
not the time be, and that fhorely, that thy pomp and heauty in thy
Secieries may be celipled # I wilh it may por, yet I profels T fear
it: But no more of that. Have we not had a clear demonftration
of the fading glory of the Royal Power in this Kingdom of late,
which was hinted, nay clearly manifefted, before-hand in the laft
Conjunction of the Superiors in Pifces, whichbeheld the Afcen-
dant of our Esglih Monarchy with a hatcful oppofition, and
what the produét thereof hath been, and islike to be, let the im-
partial judg ; and not only that Conjuncion of the Superiors, but
allthofe eminent Configurations of late years have manifefted the
fame : but more efpecially that fvange Apperition of three Suns
in Decemb. 1648, which were {een vifibly to divers in Londsn,and
near adjacent, ‘which were the Meffengers of a final Period to chat
Houfe, inrefpec of the Regal Power, which were the Works of
the Intelligencial Angels, who were willing to communicate the
Decree of the great (reator, which was to be effe@ed in a finall
fpace of time here below, though conceived long before in the bo-
fomof the firlt Caufe, as all things of the like nature are,  And (hall
God be fo willing to fuffer nothing to come to pafs,or be effeded
in thislower world, but dothgive unto us firft Celeftial Declara-
tionsof his Juteations and Determixations, and fhall we call fuch
as are converfanc in the contemplation ot thofe Wonders and My-
Rerics, witches, Conjurers, and thelike? O ingratitade, not to
be parallel'd | Which of you all who are fo fottith as to abufe the
Students in this lawful Art, that would rejeé the counfel of the
meaneft man who advifeth you of anapparant danger, whichis
ready for to feize upon you, and declares the prevention by certain

means? If you reject it, worfe then mad men: Will you reject
and flight the Prognoficks of able Artists ? Look toit in time,

And a MyRery not inferior to

this, is that fecrer virtne and admirable fignification that is mani-
feftly knowin by long experience to be in thofc twelve Divifions of

the Heavens,called the twelve: Manfions or Houfes of Heaven,and

have relation to all things apperzaining to the bfe, quality, and con-

dition of every onein what rclation foever he may or can be ; the

which fecret virtwe in the Beavens is hid trom che eyesof our

Reafon, though the vireue, power and Ggnification of them are

dayly found by experience, which is no ftrange thing that our

Reafon fhould not fathem the depth thereof to fiad the Canfe and

Ground: For we fee the manifeftation of the virtue of the Load-
ftone ina vifible ass7aition of Iton to isflf, but knew not the fe-
cret
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cret Canfesthereof : And fuch virtes the Philofophers called
hidden Yualities becaule the Caufes of them aré hid, o that mans
onderftanding cannot find them out no ways,bue long obfervation
and’ experience hath found ou: many things of ti like Narure,
which Scarch and Reafon could noc atzain. ~ As for inftance; We
fee that in the ftomack the meat thar we ear is digefted by heat,

- which we truly know, fo itis trans‘ormicd by a fecrer virtue,

which we know not, bue not by heac ; for then why not at the
fire,as well as in the ftomack ? but thar of & cereairi it is transform.-
into a due noarithment of the Body, by what virtue we are not
abletofind.  So alfo it is reported,chat the Eafrsdy concofls cold
and moft hard Iron, and digefts it into 2 due nourthment of its
body,whofe ftomack (as it is reported) is not hurt wich hot Tron :
So the Echenes ftops the thip, and the Salamander abides the fire
without hurt,and the dmber draws all things to it excepr Bafil :
thefe are the works of hidden Virtues, which we adinire and are
amazed at, asunknown tous in refped of their Canfes ; buc our
experience doth find the vifible working, and the ¢ff2®s of thole
Secrerand oconle properties. v
I hope, gentle Reader,by this, that this exccllent Are of Aftro-
lagy isno fuch thing as the world thinks it to be, nor as that ridi-
culous Pamphi:s termsic ;. thow feeft it clear from the jealonie of
a‘Diabolical Agent 5 in it there is no workipgs by 2 combination
with the power of the dark world, but to be wholy celeftial and
divine. And althongh fome men have abufed it to bafz ends, by
the inftigation of the Devil, and hath bewitched fome fancies, and
and led them to Idolatey asa Dotrine of Religion, and corrupted
the word e4ff7ology by giving a divine Power to the Stars which
they have not, that is, an indc pending Power of themfelves, and fo
have been efteemed as guds, und not as Tnftruments fec up by the
firlt Caufe s all which I contemn ; but the abute of the thing takes
not away the Art, confidering that the Heavenly Bodies hive and
do exergife their virtues upon the Inferiors: Forit is vulgarly
known to thofe who have bue the fmlleft knowl:dg of the Cele-
ftial Bodies, That the Sunand Star of Aars doth dry, the Moon
doth moiften, and govern the Tydes of the Sca, that fupirerand .

Flood, that he might preferve his azainments to afeer Ages, en.
graved them in 14 Pillars, feven of Brick to refitt the injury of fire,
and feven of Brafs to oppofe the force of water ; all which others
conceive ‘were known to that juft and holy man' Noah , and
left by him to his fons.  Soalfo 45reiam, that righteous man (as
Foféphus rporis) was very much learned in thefe Arts, more then
. any other in that Age, if hedid not abundantly exceed them gl
differing from the wifdom of after Timesin this,that he knew and
acknowledged the true Caute and Giver of life and virtue to Na-
ture,and allnacaral things ; whereas others forgetting this, adored
the Inftruments or fecond Caufes, and did ateribute ’pto er
firength to the things themfelves, from which the cffects were [En
fible,which belongs to that Wifdom, which being one,and remain-
ing i it fc!f, can do all things, and renewethall. ~ And Eupolemon
doth affivm, That Abrahasm,the bolicft and wieft of men did firft
teach the Chaldeans,then the Phenisians, and laftly the E tinn
Priefts, Aftrology and Divine Knowledg ; and that he &gi{:lp (as
Philo faith) diligently contemplate the Heavens, which the Scrip-
tare feemprp to hint out, in the promife of God to him concerni P
{t}he maltiplicity of his Seed. So alfo that good man Jaceb und:r%
1 _oo;i that the Sux (in the dream of Fo/eph) had fignification of
Slm clf, and that the Aoox was meant his wite, and the cleves
i e;am fhns {ons.  Alfo 706, that juft man, was verfed in the know-
ke g of the ﬂars? where he denominateth che names of Arurss
vion, and Pleiades, and alfo the dwvifions of the Heavens and
(E}a;éh in thofe words,and the Climates of the South; fo that when
e pleaded his own Power and Greatncfs, he nfeth the fame
m}‘s Ionl;i Conftellations to convince fo5 with, and alfo doth declare
their Influence upon the Elementary Properties, for faith he, Cunf?
tho
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thow reftrain the fiweet Inflaesce of the Pleiades, or unloofe the
bands of Ovion ? Canft thon gaide Arturys avd bis fens ? What
the produd of their Influence there meant, let all Commenters de-
clare, and all fuch as have reccived a prejudice againft this lawful
Art contemplate in their minds. So likewife Afqfes, a man of
God, was verfed excellintly in all the learning of the Egyprians,
who were a people that were moft rare in the knowledg of thefe
Arts, more then any other Nations whatfoever,  So Dawiel and
the three Children, it isfaid, That the Kixg found them ten times
better then all the Magicians and Aitrologers that Were in his
Realm-; which had they not been knowing in both thof® Sciences, -
they would not have been compared with them, for always a wife-
man maketh compari{ons in things of a: like nature ; and how un-
reafonable and nnjuft would the Decree have been, that Dasiel
and his fellows thould have been flain, with the reft of the wife
men of Babel, had not they been Proteffors of the fame Scicnces ?
For the Scriprure faith, That the Decree Went forth, that the wife
men [honld be flain 5 andthey fonght after Daniel and bis fellows
to flay them With the veft. And Solomon, the wifilt of men, was
excellently acquainted with the natsral virtses of things, alfo in
their operations and effcéls, with their feveral Times and Seafons,
for to every action and thing there is a time appointed by the infi-
nite Wifdom and Fore-knowledg of the ficft Canfe, the which
time and feafon in reference to means and event is either good or
evil, not that there is any evil in Témse it (elf, butin refpect of thofe
many effe@s that are by certain means to be produced;for all things
and a@ions are manifclted in their due times and feafons, fo thatall
things follow in their kind each other by a certain eternal conti-
nuiry, and in this regard Time comes to be termed good ot evil:
For this is clear, that all creatures have their feafons of biginning
of life, motion, ftrength, &c. batnot all arone and the fume time,
