(~r_ystal clear 9ua rtz was used in the ancient ~ears for the construction of 

powerful objects in order to be used in ritu a ls. In general, 9uartz has the abilit_y 

to absorb a nd keep the e ne rg_y from the e nvironment and direct the e ne rg _y 

acco rding to t he holder's will. This is t he reason wh_y so man_y devices, like

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Initiatory stages of Alienology.

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Information about Active Membership.
