Be of a conftant minde in thy work, and do not la-

nor,
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not, nor is finifhed, for there is but one fubjeét or me-
dicine, one veflell, one regiment , and onedifpofition
thereof , for all the mafery doth-begin in one man-
ner of fafhion, and endeth in one mannerof mantion;
yet the Philofophers did put many works and crafts
thereof for the honour and hiding, and prolonging of
this Art : “as to {eeth, tomingle together, to roft,
to fublime , to grind, tobreak, or beat affunder, to
congeale, to adiquate, or make evenin ?uality, to pu-
wrifie, to make white, to makered ; of which things
yet there is but one Regiment, which is but to deco&
onely.
