WE ARE NOT VICTIMS OF FATE

Magick — the most vital force of our lives o wtt{am our control;
we are not victims of any “fate” or “destiny”, Magick is all about
shoice and free will. Tt is about personal mastery. The true magician
¢ he that recognises that he is the ruler of his fate; the master of
it destiny. That is what Ceremonial Magick is all about: con-
olling the forces that would otherwise control us; subjecting
pne forces o our will; to our purpose.

‘Ueremonial Magick is based upon the demonstrable psycho-
cal and scientific premise that every set of actions produces a
Mew sot of results, Far from being “ilNlogical” maglck,_ once one
wolved in it, becomes an extremely “logical” art indeed.
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NOTHING HAPPENS “BY CHANCE”

Things that are seen in the physical world that mystify, baffle
or terrify us are the pure result of some set of actions caused by
someone or something at one time or another before the
appearance of the result. Nothing — absolutely nothing - happens
by “chance”. This is not only axiomatic of magick, but of every
true science also.

With Ceremonial Magick you can learn to CONTROL

PURPOSE OF THIS GRIMOIRE

This grimoire is a working manual of Ceremonial Magick. Its
sole aim is to instruct and guide the would be Adept in the art
of changing and controlling the circumstances of his or her life.

“SELFISH MAGICK”

“Black magick” has been defined by many occult and
metaphysical writers as that application of the occult arts for
“selfish ends”. On this basis all magick is “black” because who
does nor use the occult arts for ultimately “selfish ends”?

Almost all of the magickal rites and ceremonies in this
Master Grimoire are for what can only be described as “selfish
ends”. And on this basis they ultimately must fall under the
heading of “black magick”.

If the thought of practising “black magick” makes you
squeamish then you have no right to be reading this Masrer
Grimoire. And you will almost certainly get no results whatso-
ever from the various rites and ceremonies contained herein.
For fear of “black magick” is an obstacle to gaining success
through the invocation of magickal forces, If you are sensible
enough you will soon recognise that this fear is completely
without foundation by a careful consideration of the points to
follow.

SATANISM

Black magick is usually associated with Satanism, devil-
worship, desecration of graves and churches, animal and human
sacrifices, and all the other obscene and hideous acts carried out
in the name of “the occult”. This image of black magick has
increased in recent years with the spate of sensationalistic
novels and movies revolving around the theme of “devil
worship” and “possession by demons”,

One point should be made abundantly clear on behalf of all
genuine practitioners of the magickal arts. The desecration of
churches and their grounds, blood sacrifices, and the rest of
such diabolical filth forms no basis for true magickal and occult
practice. Those who indulge in such practices are exactly what
anynormal person, interested in the occultor not, would expect
them to be: mentally sick, but very dangerous and euil, people.

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“CIVILISED BARBARITY”

We may be more “civilised” today, with laws and democracies
to boast of, but the only difference between our behaviour today
and the behaviour of our primitive ancestors is that we exploit
and kill each other with more “style” and “efficiency” than they
did.

The second, basic ritual reason for the attraction of intelligent,

RITUAL IN EVERYDAY LIFE

sports programme with a can of his favourite beer. He sits in
his favourite chair, positions the TV at his favourite angle ...
and he is in heaven! God forbid anyone trying to interfere with
this “sacred ritual”!! He who would have the audacity to do so
would wreak a curse no less terrifying than thar of the most evil
witch!!

This same man will also want his food cooked in a cerfain
manner, at & certain time; and he will only eat if he occupies
a certain chair. Then he must follow his meal with a coffee
prepared in a certain way, accompanied by a cigarette of a certain
brand.
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EXAMINE YOURSELF

How many of us are nor “ritualised” in our way of living,
especially in those matters most personal to us? Examine your-
selfcarefully and you will uncover a tremendous ritualistic element
in many of your actions and habits!

And if we were to be denied these ritualistic things we love
so much we would become neurotic, miserable and difficult to
live with. Ritual is clearly an inseparable part of man’s psycho-
logical needs!

Itis notto imply approval of the silly, ritualistic actions that
characterise the living habits of millions of people that these
things are mentioned, but merely to point out the very existence
of unconscious ritualism that is in our lives.

UNCONSCIOUS DESIRE

This unconscious desire for ritualism is what draws so many
people to any organisation — be it religious, political or military
~ that identifies iwself with symbolism, ritual, uniform or robes.
And the more “egotised” the organisation, i.e. the more ego-
gratification it offers to its members, the stronger the appeal of
such an organisation becomes. The combination ofego and ritual
i of itself the very essence of ritualistic and ceremonial magick!
Ritual, ceremony, magick may seem “irrational”, but these
things are as much a part of man as his heart ist And who would
ever really believe that man was anything but “irrational”??
Magick could be defined as “the science of the irrational™
1 the logicians and cynics work that one out!!

INVISIBLE FORCES
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Master Grimoire will demonstrate clearly the virtual total lack
of reason and logic that makes up ritualistic magick. To enter
into the world of ceremonial magick requires the abandonment
of the questioning and cynical mind, and an increase in the
soul’s desire for expression and fulfilment. An almost childlike
attitude is required in order to benefit from the wonders of
magick and many of the Art’s rites and ceremonies are childlike
in nature for this very reason.

It is a great pity that the modern trend for “rationalism” and
scepticism has denied and ridiculed the ritualistic and the
magickal. Such a denial has merely led to an increase in
neurosis, depression, and general lack of fulfilment amongst
many members of society. And ritual can never be truly denied
because it will alwavs manifest itself in people’s behaviour
no maltter how “rational” and “enlightened” they think they
may be.

TABOO OF SATANISM

Few subjects are so misunderstood as the taboo subject of
Satanism. Whole volumes have been written on the subject,
many of them totally erroneous in theirassumptions, and it can
only be lightly touched upon here for lack of space. Satanism
can be divided into two broad general classifications: (1) a
philosophical, ritualistic and practical approach and under-
standing of the baser forces of life; and (2) worship of the person
of the Devil and the debauched and obscene works that
accompany such worship.

Saran 1s, of course, the personal name of the Devil although
he has many other names as well; names that include Beelzebub,

Pan, Saturn, Lucifer, Pluto, and so on. He is the “bad guy” of

the Bible, always being blamed for the cause of all man's ills.
Unfortunately most of what we know about him has been
derived from his antagonists. And 99% of all people have blindly
accepted the “bad press” given to Satan by his antagonists.
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SATANISM V. ORGANISED RELIGION

Satan’s antagonists are, of course, the organised religious
authorities. In view of the vile and obscene atrocities committed
by the so called, self-styled “forces of good” down through ghe
ages it is rather difficult to see how the “forces of darkness™, i.e.
Satanism, could usher in a worse set of moral standards. The
established religious order has a more selfish and obvious
reason for using Satan as the “fall guy” for the world’s ills. By
blaming Satan for man’s woes and setting itself up as “man’s
protector” against “The Arch Demon” world religion is ableto
maintain its hypnotic hold on its followers. Thousands of years
of false indoctrination about the “forces of darkness” have
blinded and crippled people’s ability to think objectively about
the irue purpose of man’s destiny on this planet. Organised religion

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LIGHT AND DARKNESS

If*“Satan” symbolises darkness then of course “God” symbolises
the light. But, as we saw earlier; in nature darkness cannot exist
without light, and wice versa. Neither light or darkness can be
described as “good” or “bad” as they are both of the same source.
To suggest that light is “good” and darkness is “bad” is non-
sensical because the former could not exist without the latter!

ONE, UNIFIED FORCE

We must therefore forget about thinking in meaningless con-
cepts of “good” and “bad” because we are not dealing with two
separate forces but with ONE, UNIFIED SINGLE FORCE!

So, in asense, to worship Satan is toworship God ... And VICE
VERSA! You have no choice for you are dealing, in effect, with
the same force! You may prefer the top side of a coin and dislike
its reverse sigde, but I'T IS STILL THE SAME COIN!

THE SATANIC PHILOSOPHY

But let's look at Saranism uself. Satanism as a philosophy
embodies all that is reverse 10 the conventional teachings of the so
called “good” systems of philosaphical thought and religion. God, as
“represented” by “his” churches, stands for “meekness™. Satan,
by contrast, stands for self-assertiveness. God is for “humility™;
Satan is for pride. God is for “chastity” whilst Satan is for sex
(... and plenty of it!),

In view of the foregoing examples it is no wonder that the

“interesting alternatives” of Satanism are getting the “Arch
Demon™ more recruits, and less and less for God!!

SATANIC HONESTY

The churches preach (“preach” being the operative word)

“love” whilst Satanism advocates haired when it is required. Bug
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that doesn’t put the churches “one up” morally on Satanism
because they do not practise “love” whilst Satanism can at least
be credited for its konesty in the matter. Honesty is not a virtue
one can often apply to the so called religions of “light”.

Inanutshell the “God religions” advocateunselfishness whilst
the Satanic cults advocate selfishness.

A CREED OF REALISM

Saranism is a creed of self-interest. And it is a creed of rotal realism.
It does not pretend that man is good for it knows that man is
" anything but that. Satanism accepts man for what ke is, not for
“what he should be. Neither does Satanism think that what man
Wshould be” is necessarily a good thing. For a life without a
healthy lust and enjoyment of sex and the other pleasurable
things of life, from the Satanist’s point of view, would be a very
dull and uninteresting existence indeed.

THE DANGERS IN SATANISM

Butanism personifies their beliefs in the form of the “Goat God”,
» Devil himself. But herein lies the possible dangers of
glanism. In becoming obsessed with the personality of the

“TRUE” SATANISM

True magickal Satanism is aconstructive life-loving philosophy. The
disgusting activities of mesmerised “devil worshippers”, on the
other hand, can only be described as a rorally negative and life-
destroying pursuit. The true Satanist abhors all such vile
behaviour as a complete negation of all he believes.

The traditional human sacrifice of a “pure virgin” (... yes, it
happens!) by some of these evil cults is hideous and incompre-
hf:nsiblg not only from a moral viewpoint, but from a Saranic
viewpoint, too. Satanism is a hedonistic philosophy; a philoso-

phy that celebrates the pleasures of the flesh and the joys of

living. It is a celebration of all that is contrary to the traditional
spiritual and religious concepts of “doing good and practising
abst}nence”. The ideas of virginity, unblemishment, self-
sacrifice, are concepts derived from the traditional spiritual
teachings.

filismans always have been, and always will be, a central and
ntegral part of the practice of ceremonial magick. From time
mmemorial talismans have been used by man in his efforts to
ivoke the aid of cosmic forces in changing his life and

rcumstances.

CATEGORIES OF TALISMANS
llismans can be divided into three broad categories as follows:

1. Charms for warding off evil, e.g. rabbit’s foot, four leaf
clover, etc.

2. Amulets, semi-precious stones and gems endowed with
powerful virtues.

3. Oceult symbology and “magick squares™ inscribed on
paper/parchment/metal.

sitegories 2 and 3 are the most beneficial from the magician’s
wint of view, as we shall presently see. In the old world almost
pveryvone of importance carried a talisman of one kind or
iother to secure his luck, fortune and protection in all veritures
Wndertaken. There are many storiesof ancient heroes possessing
lieir own special talismans. A sacred occult seal said to have

Iven him the power to overcome adversity and conquer the
Whole known world of his time, The wise and mighty Solomon

In the case of metal talismans, of course, the idea of mak-
Ing your own is virtually a non-starter, but for paper talismans
iere is no problem at all providing one has the time and
piticnce. And in magick one is always rewarded for “time and
ipatience”,

Here are the steps to take in creating your own personal

I. Copy on parchment paper; in green magickal ink, as
closely as you can the talisman that you have chosen
from this grimoire, or another book.

SELF-PROTECTION

Both types of Satanist are of course black magick practitioners.
And the way to deal with black magick is to use black magick.
Black magicians know how to protect themselves from one
another. We are going to show you how you may protect yourself
Sfrom them.

DIVINATION CEREMONY TO UNMASK FOES

The magickal ceremony we are about to give is a black magick

formula of great antiquity, and will reveal the person who is

psychically attacking you. This ceremony can also be employed

to uncover the identity of any enemy; be he black magician or
not. An enemy is still an enemy regardless of whether he
practises the black arts or not. In fact the evil thoughts alone of
an enemy are a form of black magick attack in themselves, If
any person thinks ill of you for long enough the effects of such
thoughts will soon reach you in one way or another, Thoughts:
are things. They appear as definite bodies of energons on the
astral; they have real life/ and power, and if fed enough energy

by the thinker can become potent instruments of good or evil,

whichever the case may be,

1. Light a lavender candle,
2. Say:

REVEAL UNTO ME THIS PERSON. _
LET THIS PERSON’S FACE APPEAR UNTO ME. _
LET ME SEE THIS PERSON’S FACEAND LETME
HAVE WISDOM.

LET ME SEE NOW!
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3. Repeat these words three times, concentrating deeply
as you do so.

4. Let your mind be absolutely still. Form a picture of a
pool on a calm and windless day. Look into the pool
and gradually an image of your enemy will appear.

Ifthe image does not appear first time repeat the ceremony every
night (or day; time isn’t important) until the image eventually
does appear. Do not be shocked or full of disbelief if the image
that appears transpires to be that of a close relative or friend.
Secret enemies rarely transpire to be the people you thought
they would be. Should you find the image difficult to believe
then perform the ceremony again the next day and if the same
image appears then you will know for certain that the person
seen is your enemy.

PROTECTIVE MEASURES

Once you have established the identity of your enemy it is of
course to your discretion as to how to deal with the matter. If
you believe that the antagonist concerned could be practising
evil magick against you then you should take the following
precautionary protective measures:

l. AVOID, AT ALL COSTS, PHYSICAL CONTACT
WITH PERSON CONCERNED. DO NOT SHAKE
HANDS, CARESS, OR WHATEVER.

2. DO NOT ACCEPT ANY GIFTS FROM HIM/HER,
OR ANY ARTICLE THAT MAY HAVE BEEN
TOUCHED OR HANDLED BY SAME.

3. EACH TIME YOU ARE IN HIS PRESENCE SEE A
MIGHTY CRISS-CROSS LIGHT RIGHT ACROSS
HIM, AND MENTALLY SAY WITH GREAT
BELIEF: “I ABSOLUTELY DENY AND CON-
DEMN YOUR RIGHT TO POWER.” VISUALISE
THE CRISS-CROSS AS WEAKENING HIM.

4. HIS POWER WILL NOW BE IMMEDIATELY
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WEAKENED. ALREADY HIS POWER TO HARM
YOU IS GREATLY REDUCED.

The reason for absolutely avoiding all physical contact with
your enemy is quite clear. It is'a well known fact that the evil
magician “charges” the appropriate object with his evil vibra-
tions and then connives to present same to his victim as a “gift”,
or makes sure that the victim gets it in some other way. The
object, once in its victim's ownership, can then perform its
deadly work. The “charged” object acts as a definite psychic
link between the magician and his victim; entirely without the
knowledge, of course, of the victim.

DESTROYING CHARGED OBJECTS

If you already have something in your possession that has been
in contact with the evil magician then you should destroy it
immediately. Burn it or get it out of your home or premises as.
fast as you can. To protect yourself before handling the object
for disposal sprinkle some salt on same, saying:

I DESTROY THEE, O EVIL ONE.
I DESTROY THY POWER NOW.

In the same way that something that was once his could harm
you because of it being charged with his evil intent, any itemiof
yours; or that was yours; can be used against you by the evil
magician. He may have a piece of your clothing, a lock of hair,
anail clipping, a photo; his possession of these things gives him
another psychic link with you that can only be to your
detriment. Of course there is little you can do about that now
although the Ancient Psychic Attack Ceremony, to be given in
moment, will effectively neutralise and destroy the link whe
it makes its full psychic impact. But ensure that he gets nothin

3. The moment a negative thought enters your mind
dismiss it immediately with a strong, positive thought,
For example if the thought “this thing is too much to
do” comes then instantly think instead “I shall do this
with no trouble at all”.

4. Always have a purpose in everything you do, Do not let
your every thought and action be motivated by just the
whim of the moment. People without purpose are the
easiest targets of malicious attack because therr minds are
unoccupied and open. An occupied, concentrated, purposeful:
mind cannot be easily penetrated by adverse psychic
influences.

5. Develop definite and positive interests in life. If yo
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can find nothing to interest you then you must be a very
dull and uninteresting person indeed, and you are in
very grave danger if someone decides to take a psychic
“pot shot” at you.

These five protective psychological and psychic measures will
not only strengthen your mind and character, but also youraura,
which is an extremely important factor in the war against
psychic maliciousness.

YOUR AURA

Your aura is that invisible substance that surrounds your body,
visible only 1o the eye of the trained occultist, The aura always
reflects the exact mental and physical condition of the person,
If the mind is strong and purposeful, and the body vigorous and
healthy, the aura is likewise strong and vibrant and it acts as a
powerful shield against any negative thought forms that may
come in one’s direction,

THE BEST INSURANCE

Development of a strong mind and character, and a healthy
body (for it is difficult to be strong minded when one is i
is the best insurance against any barrage of negative thought
forms that may come your way. Also, to carry a personally
charged protective talisman will add a lot to your psychic
protection,

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Chapter Eleven

MASTER GRIMOIRE TECHNIQUES
THAT TRIPLE THE POWER OF
EVERY MAGICKAL RITE AND
CEREMONY

The difference between magickal rites and ceremonies that
work and those that don’t work is invariably the level of belief
and concentration shown, or not shown, by the magician per-
forming them. We shall now give you some major pointers on
how to become a successful practitioner of magick: a magician who
doesn’t just score “some of the time”, but is a winner almost
every time he invokes the power of a rite or ceremony; a person
who is master of fate, a master of circumstances and of destiny.

Follow these pointers, practise their advice diligently, and
you will become not only a very successful practitioner of the
magickal arts but also an Adepr, a leader in magick.

1. Put your whole heart and soul into every magickal
working. Believe in magick’s power to help you; never
doubrits efficacy. Doubt is the magician's biggest enemy,

- thecause of more failures than any other one single factor,

2. Keep all your magickal workings top secrer. A good
magician never reveals his plans or his aims to anyone.
Keep all a secret and you will gain more success from
your workings.

3. Treasure this grimoire. Heed its instructions carefully.
Care for it. Treat it with respect. It may be the most
valuable occult book you will ever own in terms of what
it can do for you.

4. Do notbe tempted to think that very complicated magick
is “better magick”. This is not so. “Complicated magick”
is just one thing: complicated.
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5. Keepa“magickal diary”. Witches call such a diary “Book

of Shadows”. Thisshould bea record of all yourmagickal
workings. Consecrate your diary and use it only for the
purpose of recording details of your magickal work.

_ Ceremonial magick is not only an art, but an exacting

science as well. By keeping a careful record of all your
workings in your magickal diary you can gauge theexact
effectiveness of your work, Note the exact time and every
detail of your working. Note specifically the exact
manner in which the rite or ceremony yields results. All
this information will come in very useful later especi-
ally if and whenyou find your magickal work not affect-
ing its usual results. By comparing how you performed
the workings that produced success to those that had
no effect at all you may find a difference, in your notes,
in the way you performed the workings that might
explain the failure. Always record in your diary the
exact nature of your thoughts and feelings whilst
performing the working; also the kind of day you had
in your home or place of work; your general mood, etc.
All these things are very important, and by noting them
you may be able to locate some subtle difference that
made the difference between the success of one magical
working and the failure of another.

. Learn to be persistent. If a magickal working doesn’t

yield aresult do it again and again. Persistence pays off.

At odd moments during the day practise visualatory

exercises. Practise seeing things in your imagination;
sustaining your attention on them. Your magick is only
as good as your imagination!

_ Practise concentration exercises. Twice a day takea small

object,a button, a pin, asmall coin,and focus your mind
totally and completely on same for a whole two minutes.
Your thoughts must be utterly absorbed in the object; all
thoughts of other things must be blotted out entirely.
This is not easy. You will improve with practice. Good
concentration is worth its weight in gold in magickal
workings.

LEMURIA:
A cpntinent now submerged under water between India and
Africa, once inhabited by an advanced race similar to the
Atlanteans.

LEO:
Sy-m-b.olised by the Sun, the Heart, the Lion; all three are mani-
festations of power and importance; reflected in the psychology

and attitude of the subjects under Leo’s influence. See also
“Sun”.

LIBRA:

Ruled by Venus, Goddess of Beauty, and symbolised by the
scales of justice; folk born under this sign are invariably good
looking and obsessed with balance and fair play in all things.
Vain and indecisive people, Librans,

MAGICIAN:

A practitioner of the magickal arts. We are all “magicians”
whetherwe are aware of itor not. Ultimately the magician “plays
God” because he seeks to create material things by supernatural
means. This is why he is the ultimate threat to orthodox
religious (non)thinking, represented as being of the Devil,
because the magician can become god thereby destroying the
whole basis of conventional religion.

MANTRA;:
Rhythmically arranged words of power.

MARS:

Roz}lan- god of war, the Ares of the Greeks from whose name is
deriyed Aries whom he rules. Combative, energetic, violent, are
apt descriptions of the subjects he rules.
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MASS:
The “Holy Mass”: ritualistic ceremony with whom all Catholics

are well acquainted. Actually it is a powerful eccult ceremony,
little understood as such by Catholics themselves, hence the
ceremony’s inability to engender power in external events.
This ceremony is thousands of years older than Catholicism
itself, it being originally of Babylonian origin. Not unco-
incidentally Protestant fanatics refer to the Catholic Church
as “The Whore of Babylon”. The infamous “Black Mass” of
devil cultists is an obscene defilement of the Catholic ritual.
The devil cultists’ obsession with the Mass is proof enough of
the immense occult power of the Catholic ceremony; there
would be no need to honour it the attention of defilement if it

had no power.

MERCURY: _
The winged messenger of the gods, hence the love of

communication, i.e. talk and gossip, amongst the persons he
influences. He is the Hermes of the Greeks and the Lord Thoth

of the Egyptians.

MOON:

Representative of the motherly, feminine principle in life. She
rules sensitivity, emotion, inspiration. She is the passive “ying”
of life. Rules the subconscious whilst her opposite, the Sun; the
active “yang”; rules the conscious mind.

MYSTIC:

Latin word signifying secret rites; one who has balanced his

head and heart, and can work by faith and intuition rather than
reason alone.

NEPTUNE:

The “mystic” planet, and co-ruler of Pisces, the mystic sign.
Neptune, unfortunately, in most circumstances, manifests his
influence through illusion and deception; like the sign he co-
rules he is a “slippery” customer.
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ORISON:
A magickal prayer or chant.

and covens on the subject.

SORCERY: Another name of black magick,

SPHINX:
Symbolises the dominion of man over animal life; the power of
mind over marter; having a human head and an animal body.

SUN:

Centre of our solar system, and centre (heart) of the “solar
system” of our bodies; giver and sustainer of life; Spiritually
identified with Apollo and Christ. The male principle in life,
he sun is at his most strongest and powerful when he is in his
own sign, Leo (roughly July 22 to August 22, that time of the
year when heat is traditionally strongest), hence the confidence,
energy and magnanimity displayed by Leo subjects. Leo,
symbolised by the Lion, “King of the jungle”, is thesign of kings
and royalty. The Queen has her natal moon in Leo; The Queen
Mother has the sun in Leo, as has also the Princesses Margaret
and Anne. Prince Charles has Leo rising. The Sun, “Lord Sol”,
is, significantly, at his weakest when he enters Capricorn in
December, in the dead of winter, ruled by Saturn in his negative
form. The sun’s weakness and Saturn’s strength accounts for the
gloom, strive and difficulty that often pervades the Capricorn-
ian’slife. In Christianity the Sun, unrecognised by most Christians,
is symbolised by Christ (“Son” of Man) representing life and
light; and Saturn is subconsciously replaced by “Satan” in
Christian theology, he representing darkness and decay, reflected

in the darkness and death of winter.

SYMBOLISM:
The connecting link between form and idea; the medium of
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expression revealing the relatio nship of an intangible agent to
its tangible subject.

TAROT CARDS:

A 78-card deck, comprising 22 “major” cards relating to
important events in one’s life, and to the Hebrew alphabet; and
56 “minor” cards that amplify in detail the revelations of the
major. Rich in occult symbolism, the cards first gained popu-
larity in northern Italy in the late fourteenth century, but their
origin is probably much older, probably Persian or Egyptian:
The cards themselves provide an excellent tool for meditation
and self contemplation, and are remarkably accurate for
foretelling one’s future, providing their symbolism is correctly
interpreted; a fair amount of intuitive wisdom being required
for same.

TAURUS:

The first sign of the earth element, symbolised by the bull. The
fixity of earth and the bull factor account for Taureans’
stubbornness, determination, conservatism. A painfully “down
to earth” sign, almost totally devoid of imagination and higher
thought. Taureans are, however, highly dependable people; a
precious quality indeed.

TETRAGRAMMATON:
Hebrew name for Deity too sacred to be spoken, based upon the

words Yod-He-Vau-He.

THEURGY:
Another name of ceremonial magick.

URANUS:
Planet of upheaval. The higher octave of the violent Mars. He

symbolises violent change, eccentricity, rebellion. He is the
planet ruling the “New Age of Aquarius” now dawning upon
mankind — hence the revolution, breaking down of morals and
values, upheaval and violence, anarchy, that characterises our
