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INTRODUCTION 

At the time Ju l ius  Caesar burned the l ibrary at Alexandria, Egypt in 47 BC it was the' 

repository for the world's greatest col lection of books, scrol ls ,  and clay tablets . And much of the 

knowledge preserved at Alexandria was, even at that time already very ancient and priceless1 

in value .  When this g reat ed ifice was burned books were , destroyed that were the last 

remaining copies of that particu lar work in existence. Two of these books happened to be the 

oldest, most powerfu l  occult magic gr imoires known to the world .  One was The Book of 

Spitzalod. An� the other was the book you are about to read The Book of Mi l ianthros . 

I n  1911, I was contacted by the being, Spitzalod .  and asked to act as a channel for a 

modern re-write of The Book of Spitzalod .  It had not been in written form s ince its destruction 

in 47 BC In the process of writing that volume I came to knot, of the supernatu ral entity known 

as Mi l ianthros . And now I have been asked by Mi l ianthros to act as a channel for the modern 

rewrite of the occult magic volume that bears his name. 

As I mentioned in  the introduction to The Book of Spitzalod , I have acted as a 'mental' 

channel for these supernatu ral beings. Most occu lt and new age enthusiasts are famil iar with 

channels who al low themselves to be physically possessed, and used by the entity they have 

become friends with . I n  my case,  I do not tu rn over my physical body for use by a supernatu ral 

entity Instead . 

I enter a deeply relaxed state and op-en my mind so that information from the 

supernatu ral entity can be received by me and then put down in written form in my own words. 

I receive this information with such clarity and force that there is absolutely no doubt that it 

came from my supernatu ral contact. I ndeed , I recal l  a number of occasions where I decided to 

take it on myself to write my fi rst book, but found myself enti rely unable to do so. I could not 

maintain  the continu ity, or even get my train of thought going . However, after relaxing my mind 

and al lowing either Spitzalod or  Mi l ianthros to come th rough,  the information came through 

clearly and without any d ifficu lty. 

One other  point I want to make clear in this introduction is this. Spitzalod and 

Mi l ianth ros have chosen me, or al lowed me, to be their channel exclusively. That basically 
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means if either Spitzalod or Mi l ianthros has something to say to either of their occult magic 

Orders ,  they wil l do so through me. By the same token, this does not in any way affect their 

re lationship with any of the readers ,  seekers ,  or initiated sorcerers or sorceresses of either 

Order. I t  just means that Spitzalod or M i l ianthros wi l l  'never' be in conflict with anything they 

have said through me in this book. 

Now, in regard to the contents of this book. This book is a black magic grimoire .  I t  is 

also found in The Keep of Tomes described in The Book of Spitzalod . It is the B IBLE for the 

Order of Dakmonias . None of the secrets that appear within these pages has been avai lable to 

the occult seeker  in any other volume since 47 B.C.  What this means to the occult seeker who 

wishes to practice the dark arts is that if they have not read this book, they are not privy to al l 

the occult secrets they might make use of in their magical work. Knowledge is power, and 

since this volume is the "ONLY" source for this , particular black, magic information, the seeker 

wi l l  be at a disadvantage to anyone who has read this grimoire and learned its' secrets . 

Another point I want to make clear is this . I am a Fifth level wizard. As the author of two 

books , and the founder of the Orders of Spitzalod and Dakmonias . I belong to both Orders .  As 

a fifth level wizard I am free to practice in both Orders .  As an apprentice to me, or to anyone 

else who is a fifth level Wizard , you wi l l  also be able to practice both forms of occult magic with 

great success . 

Now, I have written this book according to the exact same guidelines that I used in 

writing The Book, of Spitzalod . I have written what Milianthros gave me to write. I have not 

acted as a censor, or tried to edit out material that is controversial , or  taboo. I am the channel 

for Milianth ros ,  in th is case, riot a l iterary critic . And I wil l  leave it to the reader to us-e what 

they wil l  from this g rimoire ,  and discard what they wil l .  

The point is  this . Those who choose to walk the dark paths of  occult magic exclusively 

have the same right to books of black magic as others do to books of positive magic. If we 

inhibit the right of black practitioner's to read black magic grimoires,  then sooner or later our  

right to read books of  positive magic wil l  be taken away. Or, should we ourselves need to 

make use of the dark secrets , we would be unable to find their secrets or know how to use 
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them .  With these principles in mind,  and at the d irection of the most terrible Mi l ianthros I have 

set down h is teachings and the principles of Dakmonias to writing .  

As a reader of th is book, and a practitioner of its secrets , you wi l l  be invincible against 

al l but fifth level Wizards.  And so far as I know I am the only l iving fifth level Wizard on this 

planet for the time being. Be cautioned that to use any dark art against a fifth level Wizard wi l l  

resu lt in a most terrib le end for you , and in an unmistakable 'supernatural' manner. 

Do not take upon yourself the mark of the Order of Dakmonias un less you intend to 

forever remain with the dark arts . For once you pass the Ritual of In itiation of this Order you 

are a dark practit ioner unti l  you undo your  evi l deeds on the astral planes. 

To the curious reader, have no fear. For so long as you do not wear the mark of the 

Black Scorpion you may walk away from the dark arts. And. if you discover that you are meant 

to fol low the dark path,  then fol low your  destiny. 

I t  is now t ime for you to begin your jou rney into the dark realms of occult magic. Do not 

tread the dark path in  fear, but go forth into the knowledge of black magic boldly. The force of 

the Black Scorpion is not to be taken lightly, that is true. But as a fol lower of the dark path you 

are a friend to all demons and spi rits that walk with you .  So long as you do not do harm to any 

fifth level W izard or fifth leve l Sorceress you wi l l  have no reason to fear anything,  or anyone. 
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BLACK MAGIC POWER 

It is no secret that the dark side of the force accumulates in certain spots, and in certain 

people .  This truth is proved in situations where certain objects , or places cause people to be 

on edge and uncomfortable .  We have all been places where we felt an evil presence, or cold 

spot. American I ndians know of places in which the life force seems to ebb away, or where the 

spirit seems oppressed by some unseen force. So just as the positive side of the astral force 

concentrates in mounds or quartz Crystal beach sand or a man's semen, so the dark side of 

the force accumulates in caverns, swamps, and underground rivers , among other places. 

Now as was taught in Chapter One of The Book of Spitzalod the astral force is neutral 

in natu re . So as the astral force exists in the Universe it is neither Positive or Negative . Both 

sides of the force exist together. I ndeed , power cannot flow in any place or person.  or object 

where both sides of the force are not present. However, certain  places, people, and objects do 

accumulate one or the other side of the astral force in great quantities .  

Because the a�tral force is neutral the dark practitioner and the Positive witch or 

sorcerer do share some common sources of occult magic power. Note that I said some, 

because they most definitely do not share ALL sources of occult magic power. But the one 

sou rce that al l  female practitioners of the dark arts do share is male semen. Because the 

knowledge of how to obtain , and use this source of Power is al ready found in The Book of 

Spitzalod I wil l not repeat it here.  But while the dark witch obtains enormous occult magic 

power from a man in this way, she makes use of it in a very different manner than her 

Spitzalodian counter part. The male practitioner of the dark arts ,  however, does not obtain his 

occult magic power in the same way as his Spitzalodian counterpart. But instead must obtain 

occult magic power by mixing th ree drops of a woman's blood with one ounce of her u rine , and 

then d rinking the mixtu re .  He must do this three times in a single week. Now, this teaching is 

going to seem high ly outrageous to almost every reader. So let us take a brief look at why a 

dark practitioner should want, or  have to do this . Remember, first of al l ,  that only the male 

sorcerer  must use this means of obtaining additional occu lt magic power from a woman. A 

witch has on ly to sexually arouse a male sorcerer and as he ejaculates , d rink his semen.  Of 

course, she has to do this at least three times in a single week. So only the male dark prac­

titioner need groan about this means of obtaining occult magic power. And he real ly has no 
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reason to g roan , as we wi l l  soon see . Whi le the act of drinking a 

woman's u rine may seem d isgusting, in  this l ife it is a small price to pay for alot more occult 

magic power. 

Now, I asked Mi l ianthros why a woman seeking more occult magic power for use in the 

dark arts was perm itted to use the same techniques as a positive witch,  but the man was not 

al lowed to do the same.  I n  other words, if a positive sorcerer can d rink mi lk  from an in itiated 

witch to obtain more power, why then cannot a male practitioner of the dark arts do the same? 

Is  it not true ,  after all that the astral force is neutral and can be used in a negative, or a positive 

way? His answer is as fol lows . 

"The problem with mortal man is that he assigns certain characteristics to different 

things to su it H I S  needs. To reflect how HE bel ieves. It is not 

the wish of the supernatu ral Powers that man understand the reason behind everything we 

ask h im to do in occult magic. However, I wi l l  answer 

this question in a manner that will be understood . 

The male semen can be used either way. That is ,  a witch who practices the dark arts 

can use the astral force found in the semen in a negative way, whi le a positive witch can use it 

in positive ways. Man's nature on the level of his semen, is very powerfu l in both a dark sense, 

and a positive sense. But this is not the case with a female's breast mi lk. 

The un in it iated looks on male semen as a th ing.  They look on a mother's breast mi lk as 

a th ing .  But to the in itiated or to the enl ightened fol lower of the Old Ways ALL things 

contain ing in our  society, it is not in many other societies. In fact it is extremely common for 

rel ig ious men in the Middle East, even today to drink their  own u rine EVERY S INGLE DAY. 

I ndeed , one is considered extremely enl ightened for doing so. Thus,  this power secret is not 

so outrageous as one m ight suppose. And final ly, a point needs to be made for the health 

aspect of such a practice . It is very common knowledge that u rine is steri le. That is ,  it carries 

no germs or bacteria harmfu l to humans. In  fact, some of the less developed countries of the 

world make use of urine as a means of steri lizing wounds. And if you ever inju re yourself -on a 

hike in  the wi lderness , and have no antibiotic, use your u rine to steri l ize the injury. I n  fact, in 

G reece it is common for the more sexually open-minded to u rinate on each other during

sexual foreplay. It is cal led The Golden Shower. People in this country also make use of this 

sexual act. 

Of cou rse, in The Book of Spitzalod it is clearly pointed out that a woman should be 

wi l l ing to partake of a man's semen to get additional occult magic power. And that since it is a 

very ancient occult teaching she shou ld not complain that the method is sexist. Occult truth is 

occult truth . So, the man who wants to obtain additional occu lt magic power should fol low the 

teaching g iven in this chapter without complain ing. After all , no one is forcing him to acquire 

more occult magic power. The breast mi lk of the mother is so much more than food. The baby 

that suckles at the breast of any human mother gets more than mere physical nourishment. 

They receive an enormous amount of l ife force when they are nestled at thei r mother's nipple. 

The Powers that brought the human female into existence knew that a baby cou ld not partake 

of the enormous astral energies that a grown man cou ld .  I speak, of cou rse, of the negative 

side of the force. Thus,  whi le a positive sorcerer does receive enough add itional l ife-force, or  

occult magic energy from a nursing mother who is an in itiated witch he does not need the 

enormous amount of negative energy that the dark practitioner is in need of. So, whi le d rinking 

a mother's mi lk  serves his needs, it does not serve the need of the dark practit ioner seeking 

additional occult magic power. And, symbol ically, the Powers do not wish to have the beauty 

and love associated with a loving mother breast feeding and nurturing her chi ld to be also 

associated with the dark practit ioner seeking to gain additional power. 

The u rine of an in it iated witch on the other hand is saturated with the negative side of 

the astral force . And when mixed with three drops of her blood , is unequaled in  negative 

energy, or dark occu lt power. This is my answer to you and to you r  enl ightened reader. 

Now, let me emphasize again that the drinking of u rine is a common practice, among 

rel ig ious people,  in the M iddle East. And for these people it is a l ifelong practice, a daily ritual .  

The dark practit ioner, i f  a male ,  is only asked to perform th is act th ree times in any one week 

period , in his entire lifetime . 

There are, of course, other ways for the male and the female practitioner of the dark 

arts to charge up  their magical systems. However, these other  methods must be used 

periodical ly, s ince the effect is not permanent. One such method for obtaining an additional 
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charge of negative occult magic energy is by charging, and then wearing a magical object. 

This technique may be used by either the female witch, or a male sorcerer. The object is 

called the 'AMULET OF TORBAN' .  

Since most readers of th is book are not metalworkers , and so cannot cast th is amulet in 

metal . The amu let can be made out of a plaster, wood , clay, or clear plastic resin of some sort. 

I f  the amulet is made of metal it MUST BE E ITHER LEAD OR PEWTER.  I f  it is made of any 

other metal it is a most destructive object. And I strongly recommend that the reader not test 

this warn ing t� see whether it is true or not. The best material , after lead or pewter, is clay. The 

instruction g iven here is for clay. 

Now I a pictu re of this amulet can be found at the end of this chapter. It can be either 

one inch, or two inches in  d iameter. Find a good qual ity clay at a hobby store, or pottery shop. 

Then press out or shape a ci rcle in whichever of the above diameters you choose. It should be 

about one eighth of an inch in  th ickness and it should have a hole bored through it to allow a 

cord or  chain to be put on it so you can wear it. I nscribe the design on the face of the piece of 

clay. Be sure that the design is inscribed deep enough and clear enough so that it wi l l  not be 

d ifficu lt to see when the amulet is painted . Next, prick your  finger and use a few drops of your  

own blood to paint the design that you inscribed on  the amulet. Once it i s  dry ,  paint over the 

blood with red paint. The rest of the amulet is to be painted in black, sealed with the 

appropriat@) sealer, and then f ired in your home oven.  Once the amu let is completed lay it out 

on a night of the N EW MOON and let it charge for one fu ll night. Be sure and place it up off 

the ground where it wi l l  not be damaged by animal prowlers ,  or the morning dew. 

Every new moon the amu let must be recharged in this manner for one ful l  night. And 

you must wear it everyday to absorb the power rad iating from it. Guard the secret of this 

amu let wel l ,  for the secret of its making and use has not been known for over two thousand 

years . 

There is another method for obtaining additional amounts of negative occult magic 

power to add to your  own . And it does not matter whether you are a witch or a sorcerer. This 

secret works for both the male and the female practitioner of the dark arts . I doubted this 

teaching when Mi l ianthros fi rst gave it to me. And my fi rst u rge was not to incorporate it into 
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this work. But he reminded me that I am a channel ,  he is the author. And that it is not for me to 

censor any material or teachings he gives me. I had to agree, and so here is another dark 

secret of how to obtain additional amounts of the dark astral energies used in black magic. 

Once a month , and only once a month , feed on five drops of blood from a person of the 

opposite sex. They need not be initiated witches or sorcerers . I t  should be obvious to the 

reader or dark practit ioner that these few drops of blood are easy enough to obtain from a 

s imple finger prick.  And more is not better, do not use more than five drops. 

Now, several interesting facts are raised in this method of acquiring additional occult 

magic power. Two of these facts were addressed in the ancient Book of Milianthros . And one 

consideration did not exist back then . First let us address the first two facts. One, partaking of 

human blood is exclusive to the use of dark magic. And this means of acquiring power from a 

living human has been much perverted since the original Book of Milianthros was destroyed in 

47 B .C .  Without this book as a guide for the dark practitioner, other means of using this secret 

were put into practice that were wrong. For example, many satanic cu lts began using blood as 

a sou rce of power after the advent of Christianity as a mockery of the Christian mass . Other 

black magic cu lts began d rinking large quantities of  human and animal blood thinking that 

more b lood was better. This practice spread to the most remote corners of the earth . And even 

today there are p rimitive cu ltu res that believe that by drinking large quantities of human blood, 

that person's essence is absorbed by the drinker. I n  some remote islands of the South Seas 

men began eating the actual flesh of other men kil led in batt le, or women of their enemies .  

Again , believing that by ingesting the b lood and the flesh of  humans astral life force was also 

ingested . In the past few years the news media has been fil led with stories of satanic cu lts that 

eat bits of animal or  human flesh ,  recently sacrificed . I n  fact, I have spoken to a number of 

teenage Satanists who believe that they must partake of human or animal flesh to obtain black 

magic power. 

Another offshoot of this practice, that of drinking the five drops of blood, has been the 

legend of vampirism .  Even in more ancient times this practice was g reatly exaggerated by the 

common folk.  Dark Practitioners who d rank five drops of b lood once a month were painted in 

the general public as being blood thirsty, murdering monsters . Never mind the fact that only 

five drops of blood were d runk or that no harm came to the wil ling donor other than a pinprick

to a f inger. No, the publ ic m ind perverted the truth of this ancient practice unti l the dark 

practitioner became a ravening creature of the night, preying on sweet. Young damsels in the 

flower of youth . And once bitten ,  they to became what we have come to know as a vampire .  

Of cou rse, the truth is far  less spectacular than the legend. And even today a person who 

imbibes even a few drops of b lood would be so embeUished as to be something they real ly are 

not. 

One final consideration on this practice that was not incorporated into the original book 

is the matter of d isease. For today we find that anything having to do with human blood carries 

with it the stigma of AI DS .  However, one only need be as careful about whose blood they 

dr ink ,  as who they have sex with . If it were not such a bad pun ,  one might suggest that the 

term to use would be to practice 'safe' magic. In al l truth,  it wou ld be extremely difficu lt to catch 

ANY d isease from ingesting the blood of a person . And one certain ly is not going to take five 

drops of blood from a stranger, or a drug user, or a prostitute . So, I do not see the problem of 

this practice , and neither does Mi l ianthros. 

I would add to this information one other fact . Whi le many readers ,  or seekers, might 

express thei r  d istaste for this procedure consider the Christian Mass? It is practiced in  one 

form or another by nearly al l-Christian churches. No one can mistake the fact that when 

Christians partake of the wine, and the wafer or un leavened bread , they absolutely bel ieve 

that these articles are actually the real blood , and the real f lesh of thei r god , Jesus. And . it is 

clearly g iven to me by Mi l ianthros that Christians adopted this practice and belief from the 

practice of the dark magic arts . Christians today may not be aware of the origin of this 

practice , but this is it .  And almost every Christian is aware of the fact that the wine and bread 

becomes the body and the b lood of their god . 

There are ,  of course, many lesser ways to acquire additional , occult magic power. And 

one of the lesser ways is now given here so that you r  knowledge may be complete in this 

matter. However, be advised that the effects of this method wil l  last only one or two days. 

M ix one drop of blood , a sprinkle of black pepper, a cup of tomato juice, a dash of 

Tabasco or hot sauce and one ounce of a good qual ity Cognac. At you r  altar hold the mixture 

up to the North and ask for the blessing of Dakmonias . Then drink the mixture.  Be warned that 
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it is a spicy drink ,  and you wou ld do wel l  to d rink a glass of mi lk  or water before drinking it if 

you have an empty stomach. 

In clos ing this chapter bear in mind that these methods for obtaining additional occult 

magic power are qu ite d ifferent from those l isted in  The Book of Spitzalod . The dark 

practitioner may defeat his or her pu rpose if they make use of quartz sand, ocean waves, or 

other methods g iven in that book. With the exception , in  the case of a female witch. The use 

of male semen. 

Another point that needs to be made is th is .  None of these methods cost the 

practitioner nearly so much as he or she gains. As was brought out in The Book of Spitzalod , 

many perverted cu lts requ i re the sacrifice of animals and people to obtain power, and the 

adherents to these cu lts actual ly do sacrifice an imals and people.  They actually do eat the 

dead flesh and drink the l ifeless blood of thei r victims. The authentic dark practitioner is not 

requ i red to pay these unreasonable prices the death of l iving creatures or humans, to acqui re 

additional power. So, do not complain to bitterly about the methods described here .  The use of 

these methods is a very smal l  price to pay for the awesome occult magic powers that the 

practit ioner receives. 

The wearing of the mark of in itiation of the Dark Order of Dakmonias also carries some 

additional power in  and of itse lf. I do not recommend the reader make use of this mark unti l  

they have read this book, however. 
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DAKMONIAS 

Spitzalod is the guardian of our planet, and he is the father of al l witches and sorcerers, 

and wizards.  And it is he who orig inal ly founded the Order of Spitzalod on the earth . I t  is he' 

who has d irected it be founded again in ou r day. However, there is another supernatu ral being 

just a l ittle lower in  authority and intel l igence than Spitzalod, who also ru les an occult magic 

Order on this p lanet. This being is known as Dakmonias, and his Order is the Order of 

Dakmonias .  H is mark is the Black Scorpion,  a most poisonous and dangerous creature . 

Now, it seems odd that Dakmonias would be the father of dark magic, and the Order of 

Dakmonias, but that the B I BLE for his Order wou ld be known as The Book of Mi l ianthros . This 

is because it is M i l ianthros who is the active agent in many black magic rituals and spel ls. And 

because he is the active agent in channeling this book. 

The most powerful of the beings that oversee the dark side is Dakmonias. He is the 

exact opposite to Spitzalod . Dakmonias ,  stands fou rteen feet tal l ,  and so is somewhat shorter 

than Spitzalod . He,  Dakmonias,  is clothed in robes of the darkest velvet black, trimmed in 

moonl ight si lver. H is hair is also a bri l l iant s i lver in color. His favorite scent is musk. His favorite 

color is black decorated with si lver. H is favorite day is Monday, and his favorite hour is twelve 

midn ight. And his favorite drink is what we know today as Cognac. 

The name, Dakmonias , means 'Ruler of the North' . I t  also is understood to mean 

'Prince of the Underworld ' .  Whenever he comes near the seeker wi l l  feel an icy chi l l  penetrate 

their  body, even on the hottest of days. And while he journeys where he wil l  in the physical 

world ,  h is favorite abode is in the icy caves in the northern regions of the earth. Though he can 

also be found inhabiting dark caverns of the earth . 

A few more facts about Dakmonias that the reader might find interesting are these. His 

favorite gem is the diamond. For it has an icy qual ity within its brilliant depths. And Dakmonias 

is a lover of the snow and ice. One can easily imagine him sitting, deep in thought, in  �orne icy 

cavern high atop some snowy mountain while the Northern lights dance in the night sky 

overhead . 
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It is the express pleasure of this mighty being to empower witches and sorcerers with 

the knowledge and power of dark magic. And to recruit them to his Order for the pu rpose of 

preserving a knowledge of the dark arts in the world .  

His mark is the B lack Scorpion,  and it is worn by al l  occu lt practitioners who practice 

black magic exclusively. And this is a particularly appropriate symbol for his Order because it 

represents the pain and harm that can be inflicted on the unwary by a witch or sorcerer of his 

Order. Many mortals have felt the magical sting of this fierce creatu re.  And they can bear 

witness to the �act that the sting leaves its psychic scar upon the astral sou l forever. 

The wearers of this mark are to be feared and respected by the uninitiated .  For only 

one occu lt Order of occu lt practitioners are a match for those dark practitioners of the Order 

of Dakmonias . And that is the Order of Spitzalod . 

But how did this Dark Order come into existence in a world where the Guardians and 

Spitzalod were the Overseers? And why is Dakmonias and his dark practitioners tolerated? 

First , the force is neutral . The Guardians, and Spitzalod , knew that there would be those who 

wou ld choose to use the dark side of the force. And it was Dakmonias who founded the Order 

dedicated to using the negative side of the force exclusively. Why? Because the negative must 

exist just as surely as the positive side of the force does. But, because no one cou ld be 

brought into subjection under black magic against their wil l  the negative side was al lowed to 

exist. Man is given free choice . Without the dark side, this choice wou ld not exist, and man 

would serve the positive side of the astral force because he had to , not because he chose too. 

Life is a schoo l .  And when you are presented with only one answer on an examination one 

can not help but pass no matter how undeserving one may be. The existence of the dark side 

is tolerated and al lowed for this reason. And witches and sorcerers , and fol lowers of the Old 

Ways may choose the dark side or the positive side. 

Dakmonias , in effect, came into the world at the same time that Spitzalod did . And 

even in its most primitive state , humankind had the choice of who to fol low. And it is just this 

truth that Christianity based their own doctrines on. The ability of a man or woman to freely 

choose between good and evi l .  Except that Christians rewrote the story to include a being 

created by their god , who later became evil for some unknown reason . 
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The difference between their Lucifer, or Satan , and occult magic's Dakmonias, is that 

we do not try to save people from the dark side once they have made their choice to fol low it. 

Christians, on the other hand, base their entire reason to exist on the concept of 'saving' 

so-cal led ' lost' people from Lucifer. In fact, Christians have proven over the years that they wil l  

do almost anything to accomplish this rescue of these lost sou ls .  And history abounds with 

stories of non-Christians, whether fol lowers of the dark side or not, being cruel ly tortured to 

death, bu rned at the stake alive, or having their  children taken from them to be raised as 

Christians. Today, Christians are taking a little different tack by passing laws, legislating 

morality and religion . And by using seemingly benevolent, non-sectarian organizations to 

subversively convert our  children .  

However, neither the positive side of the occult magic world or the dark side needs to 

attack the other to survive . And this is what makes occult magic unique in the world today. We 

are advocates of a man or woman's right to freely choose, and then l ive whichever path they 

wish .  We do not try to convert each other as the Christians do. He might strongly disagree with 

one another's teachings and traditions,  but positive witches and sorcerers must respect the 

dark witches or sorcerers right to choose black magic as their path. The Guardians,  and 

Spitzalod , could have destroyed the dark side, as we know it, long ago on this planet. And it is 

their responsibility, not ours ,  to manage what the dark side does in this world .  

Now, the Order of  Dakmonias existed on this planet until the year, 996 AD. Thus, it 

existed longer as a viable Order than even the Order of Spitzalod . This seems very strange 

indeed to a wizard of the Order of Spitzalod , and I asked Milianthros how such a thing could 

be. The answer makes sense. 

Whether history reflects it or not, at this time Christians were in a frenzy trying to 

eradicate occu lt magic Orders ,  covens, and witches and sorcerers from the face of the earth. 

Strange to be sure when one considers they were rapidly adopting more and more pagan 

customs as there own all the time. Because the nature of such work on the part of Christians 

was dark in nature to begin with, they more easily accepted black magic than positive magic. 

The power of the dark side intoxicated power hungry Popes and chu rch leaders because they 
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were often at war with each other as wel l  as the Old Ways . Thus, some dark Orders were 

al lowed to exist longer than the i r  more positive counterparts . 

But, a new age is dawning in the year 2000. And Dakmonias is as eager to see his own 

Order re-establ ished in the world as is Spitzalod . As the positive side of the astral force begins 

to flow more freely, so wi l l  the dark side it is a law of physics that no power, NO POWER can 

flow without the presence of both negative AND positive energy. This law is as appl icable to 

the astral force as it is to any other natu ral force in the Universe .  In The Book of Spitzalod the 

example of e lectricity was used . So I wi l l  use it again here very briefly. 

Whenever someone tu rns on a l ight switch power flows from a negative side to a 

positive s ide.  A car battery works in the exact same way. It has been proved that electrical 

energy flows in the hu man body in the same manner. I ndeed it is on this principle that the 

very ancient heal ing art known as Acupuncture has b�en based . 

Dakmonias is a very powerful being. And despite the fact he is the father of black magic 

on this p lanet he is not an 'evi l '  being.  Evi l is a concept created by Christianity to justify the 

existence of thei r  kind . It is a mystery, to be su re, how a supernatural being can be totally 

devoted to the dark side, and be anything other  than evi l and demonic. But he is not evil or de­

monic. And the reader should understand that whi le the practices of the dark witch or sorcerer 

contrast sharply to the practices of a positive witch or sorcerer ,  their practices are not particu­

larly evi l or demonic.  

Let us say, for example, that a client goes to a dark witch or sorcerer and requests that 

the evi l eye be put on a victim .  A dark witch or sorcerer wou ld do so in a moment. And it would 

appear that a g reat evi l  had been perpetrated. But has it? 

Let us take a closer look. The mother is being evicted from her humble home by a 

tyrant of a landlord .  He has refused to try to keep her humble home livable and in good 

condition .  And now he has raised her rent to the point where she cannot do anything but move 

into the street. But despite increasing her rent, this selfish land lord stil l does not improve her 

home in any way. And whomever moves in next wil l  a lso be victimized by this cruel man . So, 
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she has the evi l eye put on him so that he might come to harm or lose his property to 

someone else. 

Now, let us carry this story to its conclusion. The man is brought to the point of 

bankruptcy, and he has to sel l  off his real estate hold ings. He now becomes poor, and 

homeless . The evi l eye has done its work. The property is now purchased by another landlord 

who makes the needed improvements , and keeps the rent at a level the poorer people can 

afford. Thus, the bad landowner is not able to victimize anyone else. 

The point here is that just as many positive working have a negative effect on someone, 

so dark workings have a positive effect on someone. The forces are frequently balanced out. It 

is for the Guardians to judge the magical workings of both the negative AND the positive witch 

or sorcerer. 
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TH E ORDER OF DAKMONIAS 

I have al ready pointed out in the Introduction that I have modernized the language 

and the concepts in this book to meet the needs of modern day witches and sorcerers, and 

fol lower of the dark side of the Old Ways. This chapter, in particular, wou ld be 

incomprehensible to the reader in its ancient form . And while a few books on occu lt magic 

exist today that were written in an unknown language, this serves no purpose to the reader. 

Now, we have al ready discussed Dakmonias,  and the reader is al ready aware he has 

his own Order.  However, there is much more to understand about the Order of Dakmonias .  

And some of  what has al ready been said in the I ntroduction bears repeating here.  

First of a l l ,  th is Order has not existed formally
_ 
since the year 996 AD, as has already 

been pointed out.  But whi le I have been instructed to found the Order of Spitzalod again ,  and 

have done so, I have also been instructed to found this Order again. I have been told by 

M i l ianthros that I wi l l  in itiate a person that wi l l  take my place as sole head of the Order of 

Dakmonias . And that th is person wi l l  be made known to me in the early 1990's. 

The point is that some reader of this volume wi l l  understand that they are the one who 

wil l do this, and wi l l  make this real ization known to me. Now, when the original Order of 

Dakmonias was founded , this same procedure was fol lowed.  And , of course, I voiced my 

concern to Mi l ianthros that hundreds of readers wou ld announce their cal l ing to head this 

Order. He agreed that many readers would in fact feel that they were the one I would in itiate to 

lead this Order .  But that only one reader would distinguish themselves as worthy to do so. 

Other  readers wou ld be g iven the honor of founding covens in  the Order. 

Another concern I voiced to Milianthros was how to know when I was contacted by the 

' right' petit ioner. As it turns out, this was also a concern to the wizard who fi rst founded the 

ancient Order of Spitzalod . That is, '  how wou ld he know who was to become head of this 

Order. And in  answer to this ancient wizard's wise concern gu idel ines were g iven that would 

have to be met by whoever came forward to claim the honor of overseeing one of the most 

powerfu l occult magic Orders ever known on this planet. Whatever reader meets these 

gu idel ines wi l l  d i rect the Order of Dakmonias in the 1990's. 
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While giving these guidel ines in this book is not permitted , they wi l l  be revealed to the 

one intended to carry out this work. And we wi l l  now turn to what the reader who seeks to 

become an authentic, in itiated sorcerer or witch of the Order of Dakmonias must do. 

Fi rst it is a very ancient trad ition that anyone seeking to be an apprentice to any 

authentic occult magic Order, must petition the Order they wish to be a part of. This is usual ly 

done by petitioning an in itiated member of that Order to become thei r apprentice . As an 

apprentice , the seeker  is taught the secrets Of Occult Magic preserved by that particular witch 

or sorcerer. Of course, in our modern world it is not often practical for the seeker to l iteral ly 

become the l ive-in  apprentice of a witch or a sorcerer. So, a home study course, such as the 

one that was based on this book, is the means for learn ing.  However it is most important that 

this course be admin istered by the Order. This is because every student needs to complete 

lessons, just as if they were learning in the presence of a witch or sorcerer. And these lessons 

need to be graded to (G ive the student some perspective on how they are doing in  their 

studies) . 

Now, the method of petitioning a witch or sorcerer to teach one black magic is 

somewhat d ifferent than the method for making petition to a witch or sorcerer of the Order of 

Spitzalod . I t  is  true,  however, that the u lt imate goal is the same.  And that is to learn occult 

magic. 

The method for petitioning an in itiated dark practitioner is as follows. In the case ofthe 

reader who cannot actual ly be the l ive-in apprentice of an in it iated witch or sorcerer the 

ordering of the MAG ICKQUEST course of black magic is the Petition . Thus a student is 

al lowed to learn black magic under the d irection and supervision of an in itiated teacher. Their 

progress is monitored by the g rading of the lessons. And the student has the option of being 

in itiated by the i r  teacher when they have completed the MAGICKQU EST black magic course,  

or they may use the self- in itiation ritual found in  th is book. The point is that by us ing the course 

the apprentice is not at the mercy of some book or books they obtained at the bookstore to 

become a witch or a sorcerer. And even more importantly, they are not at the mercy of s.ome 

self taught witch or sorcerer who may, or may not, know authentic occult magic teachings and 

trad itions. The payment for the course constitutes the ancient payment that a petitioner made 
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to a witch or a sorcerer. Which in  the Old Days , in the case of dark magic, was a gold coin ,  

and being the servant of the teacher for three years . 

Another point that needs to be made in regard to the apprenticeship of a student of the 

dark arts is this. I have been accused of 'sel l i ng' apprenticesh ips for the selfish reason of mak­

ing money off of students desire to learn the Old Ways and black magic. Needless to say, not 

many people are in  a position in our day and age to just jump up and go l ive with an occult 

magic teacher whi le they are an apprentice . Some other way had to be instituted that al lowed 

anyone who w.anted to learn occu lt magic and become authentic in itiated witches or sorcerers .  

Needless to say, a home study course was the best way to g ive th is  opportunity to everyone 

who desired it. Secondly, the student is most defin itely getting personal attention. I personally 

go over each lesson sent to me by female apprentices, or students . And one of my female 

apprentices who actual ly l ive with me goes over every lesson sent in  by male students , or 

apprentices. The lessons are graded, and the student is g iven whatever counsel or fu rther in­

struction they need . This personal attention is what makes the MAGICKQU EST courses 

un ique.  And when you consider the cost of a MAGICKQU EST course, the price is very 

min imal .  The few other occult magic schools that exist charge double or  trip le what we do. And 

the student doesn 't receive any more from these other courses than from ours .  In fact, our 

cou rses are the on ly ones,  which reveal to the student knowledge and occult magic secrets 

not found in other cou rses . 

Now, the student or apprentice might ask how a school could exist for an Order that 

does not exist. The answer is that there are many people who want to learn the dark arts. And 

that having learned the dark arts can practice black magic whether or not the Order is legal ly 

founded yet. The Order does exist in that this book exists and I can d i rect any coven that 

wishes to establ ish itself. When the Order is taken over by the person mentioned in this book, 

then I wi l l  no longer have anyth ing to do with it, except that this book, and the course that 

accompanies it , wi l l  always be mine. 

Now, as has al ready been mentioned the mark of the Order of Dakmonias is the Black 

Scorpion . No one should ever have this mark tattooed on the i r  body unti l  they have received 

permission from their teacher. There are two reasons for this. First, the student should 

serious ly consider thei r  desire to be a witch or a sorcerer  of the Order. And secondly, the mark 
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must be EXACTLY as prescribed by the Order, and this book. The teacher wi l l  send a picture 

of this mark to any student making the request for it. A drawing that gives the size ,  design and 

al l  the other critical i nformation .  This mark carries great black magic power in and of itself. And 

so should only be worn by the serious student of the dark arts . The student, or apprentice, 

who intends to become an in itiate of the Order of Dakmonias. 

Another very important point that needs to be made for this Order is this . One of the 

most serious problems affl icting Wicca and sorcery today is the lack of commitment on the 

part of those 
_
who claim to be Wiccan's or sorcerers .  Too many occult practitioners make 

everything up as they 
'
go along. Or they run down to a mall bookstore and pick up some occult 

books, and then run home and read them and declare that they are now wiccans or sorcerers. 

The resu lt is ,  there are l iteral ly hundreds of d ifferent l ittle groups practicing occult magic that 

d isagree with each other. And even go to great pains to d iscredit one another. I t  is not a 

surpris ing development then to find that Wicca and sorcery are fragmented crafts . And that 

very few students are bothering to learn from authentic schools and Orders ,  or Crafts . And that 

few students of occu lt magic bother to affi l iate with these Orders or  Craft groups. 

I t  is now time to reverse this trend . Whether you intend to practice Spitzalodian magic, 

or the dark arts ,  learn from those who are experienced in the occu lt trad itions.  In fact, even if 

you do choose to learn from some other school of Wicca, or school of sorcery, be part of an 

establ ished group.  Let we who claim to be enl ightened prove that we are by being part of an 

authentic occu lt g roup or Order. 
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TH E RING OF POWER 

Now, in  The Book of Spitzalod the order of chapters and the subjects dealt with are in  a 

different sequence than in  the book you are now reading .  I nstead of deal ing with the 

apprenticesh ip in this section ,  vie are going d i rectly to black magic secrets . I have been 

instructed to do this by Mi l ianth ros because an apprentice is an apprentice , no matter which 

Order he or she chooses to be an apprentice to. So read the chapter on Apprenticeship in ,  

The Book of  Spitzalod.  

Rings of Power are the focus of many works of fantasy, most notably J .R .R .  Tolkien's,  

THE LORD OF THE R I NGS.  However it was not Mr. Tolkien who created the idea of such 

rings. He basically borrowed the concept of r ings of power for his renowned fantasy classic 

from real ity. For such rings have always existed in� dark magical teachings and trad itions. 

I ndeed , today many magic rings are avai lable through several occult magic mail order houses 

and occu lt bookstores. Unfortunately the majority of these rings are total ly devoid of any real 

power. True ,  the rings have magic symbols and drawings on them. But few, if any, were 

created i n  a magical ritual of any kind .  And this is the key to the power of any magic ring .  

Now, one cannot easily cast a magic ring of power. For the metal must be melted , the 

molten metal must be pou red , or  cast. And then the f inal f in ishing work must be done. A task 

which can take hou rs ,  days or even weeks to accompl ish. And it is this fact that makes a ring 

of power so valuable and rare . For I know of no person ,  save myself, who has gone to so 

much trouble to do what must be done to create such a ring.  

The reason the ring of power is so important is because it embodies, for al l  t ime, the 

power raised during its creation .  I imparted my own immense magical power to my ring .  But, 

because a r!ng_ of power is made from material that has been empowered in a complex 

magical ritual ,  it also focuses enormous additional magic power from the astral realms, and 

others present in the ritual working.  Thus, a ring of power seals i n ,  as it were ,  astral power 

from many d ifferent sources. And this power is avai lable to whoever wears the ring,  whether 

they created it or not. Natu ral ly, the power of any ring is determined by the witch or sorcerer 

who created the material from which i t  is made. 
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Now, the secret to the ring of power is the blending of the magical materials that the 

ring maker uses to make the f in ished item. And since most witches or sorcerers are not ring 

makers ,  the ring is often forged by one competent to do the job. But un less the materials were 

magically charged , and b lended by the witch or sorcerer, no ring is a ring of power. 

Another fact to be considered is that a ring of power is not specifical ly good , or evil .  

Because it is empowered by the force it is a neutral magic object. So, a ring of power may be 

created by a dark practitioner, but worn and used by a positive witch or sorcerer. By the same 

token ,  a positi _ve wizard may create an enormously powerful ring that can be used for dark 

magic by someone else. The point is that a ring of power is neutral. 

Now, a ring of power may be made from si lver, white gold,  or lead or pewter, or a mix of 

the latter two. No ring  of power may be made from yel low gold . Rings of power may be set 

with gems or non-precious stones. But they seldom are. They may be cast in  the shape of a 

dragon ,  which is the most powerfu l symbol of power ever known. But a ring of power must 

never, and I strongly want to emphasize ,  N EVER contain any symbol now considered 

Christian.  I am told by Mi l ianthros that when the secret for the ring of power was fi rst given on 

this planet this was not a concern .  But, because Christians have adopted many pagan 

symbols and customs as thei r own, it now has become a problem. Specifically, a ring of power 

must never have a cross or a fish upon it. The reason for this is that using symbols now 

idol ized by the Christian community is to do honor to the very group whose book demands the 

murder of witches and sorcerers , astrologers and seers .  An insult that the astral forces wi l l  not 

tolerate. Anyone who creates a ring of power bearing a cross or a fish wi l l  bring upon 

themselves so great a curse that no witch or sorcerer or wizard could del iver them from its 

power. 

I am going to now g ive the ingredients that MUST be used i n  the creation of any ring of 

power. I wi l l  also g ive the reason , in most cases, for these ingredients being used . As the 

reader wi l l  see the creation of a ring of power is an extremely d ifficult task. Which is why 

authentic rings of power are very rare , and very valuable. 

I nto every ring of power must go three drops of blood from an authentic in itiated witch 

or sorcerer. Another three drops of blood must be gotten from a g i rl entering puberty. The 
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semen of an in itiated sorcerer or  wizard must be gathered in a g reen g lass vial or jar exactly at 

midn ight of a new moon.  And a pubic hair from a young virg in must be included. ALL THESE 

INGRED I ENTS M UST BE M IXED TOGETHER I N  A G LASS JAR OR BOTTLE AND SEALED 

WITH A CORK. They are then taken through a ritual of empowerment specifically performed 

to create a ring of power. The metal that wil l  be used in the making of the ring must also be 

present on the altar when this ritual is performed . And the ingredients given above must ALL 

be gathered with in  the confines of the magic circle AFTER the Powers have been cal led. 

Now, I am going to reveal the Ritual of Empowerment, and how to prepare for it in  th is 

chapter. But f i rst I want to repeat a point I have already made.  An authentic r ing of power is a 

very, very rare object .  Primarily because so few occu lt practit ioners make use of the secret for 

its making .  Everyone wants to change the recipe , or the formu la,  for making the ring .  A witch 

omits the use of a sorcerer's semen because she th inks that is stupid .  

Another witch or sorcerer el iminates the use of three d rops of a young g i rl 's blood . 

(Which must be g iven wi l l ing ly, I might add) . And sti l l  another practitioner decides using a 

pubic hair from a vi rg in is even more stupid.  Pretty soon so much has been changed that what 

one gets is a normal , everyday ring.  A ring that is so devoid of power that it is of no use to 

anyone as a magical object. My point is this. Many ancient magical operations make no sense 

to we modern practitioners of the occult arts .  And so we, who consider ou rselves to be so 

enl ightened and bri l l iant, refuse to be so backward as to use items in a magical working that 

seem to be senseless and stupid .  Could it be possibly that ou r occult 

ancestors knew more than we g ive them credit for? Could it be a tiny bit possible that they 

knew exactly what they were doing? I think wecan assume they did . And I th ink that when we 

set about to d iscount an ancient formula l ike the one g iven for the ring of power we in  effect, 

shoot ou rselves in  the foot. If you decide to make a ring of power, make it according to the 

formula given in this book, Fol low the gu idel ines and the ritual exactly as it is given.  Then test 

the ring . If it works , then you wi l l  know just how valuable a seeming ly s i l ly magical formula can 
, 

be. 

Now, as was pointed out earl ier, the ingredients MUST be obtained within the confines 

of the magic c i rcle during the Ritual of Empowerment. Since the semen must be obtained on a 

n ight of a New Moon not to be confused with a Ful l  Moon . The ritual should be performed on a 
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night of the New Moon . And al l  participants in  the ritual must be prepared properly. This 

i ncludes a cleansing bath for each person who wi l l  contribute blood , pubic hair, semen or 

whatever. This ritual is to be performed 'skyclad' or in the nude. Since the semen and the 

blood has more astral f i re when it is obtained under erotic conditions,  those female 

participants in  the ritual should be made as beautifu l as possible with cosmetics and perfume. 

And there should be the most erotic stimulation of the in itiated male by the women present, so 

that the semen wi l l  be as magically charged with his astral f i re as possible.  I t  is wise to have a 

chai r or a cot inside the circle so that th is part of the ritual can be performed comfortably, and 

slowly so as to better arouse the man . It is also very beneficial to sexual ly arouse the females 

who wi l l  contribute the ir  three drops of blood or pubic hair, as their  sexual arousal wi l l  serve to 

magical ly energize the i r  blood or pubic hair. 

Now, in  case the reader has not read the d i rections for properly casting the magic circle 

prior to working a ritual . I wi l l  briefly give the proper way to do so now. Though it wou ld be ad­

visable to read the appropriate chapter in The Book of Spitzalod on this subject if you can do 

so before proceeding .  

The magic c ircle is always cast from rock salt, and only rock salt. The reasons for this 

are clearly stated in  The Book of Spitzalod. The circle is always cast in a clockwise direction 

AFTER TH E CASTING OF A TRIANGLE. ALSO OF ROCK SALT, AT EACH COMPASS 

POI NT. These triangles are one foot on each side, if that is possible. They can be smal ler if 

space if l im ited . Now, it goes_without saying that before casting the circ le ,  the altar and all 

participants should be prepared and inside where the circle wi l l  be cast. Once the circle is cast 

NO PERSON is to step out of it. Anyone who steps out of the circle before the Priest or H igh 

Priestess has opened the circle must be taken through the cleansing ritual g iven in  The Book 

of Spitzalod. 

T 

Now, assuming the altar is within  the circle ,  and properly prepared,  and that al l  the 

participants are with in  the ci rcle and also properly prepared, the ritual may begin with the 

cal l ing of the Powers. Call the Powers EXACTLY as g iven in the Ritual of Apprenticeship in 

The Book of Spitzalod . Then proceed with the Ritual of Empowerment as g iven in this volume. 
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I n  case the reader wonders why they are repeatedly referred back to The Book of 

Spitzalod for some rituals and occu lt magic teachings I wi l l  explain. It wou ld be very easy to 

repeat a lot of the teachings and traditions given in The Book of Spitzalod in th is book, The 

Book of Mi l ianth ros. That way I get to have a much longer book, and so I get to charge more 

for it. Thus, I am al lowed to make more money. But, if you do not al ready own a copy of The 

Book of Spitzalod , you shou ld. This book is the companion book to it. And in  many cases, they 

can be used together. Thus, instead of making you read the same information twice, this book 

contains information that is orig inal , and so valuable for a reader. 

Assuming that you and the other participants are prepared , a circle may now be cast . 

When the c ircle is cast, the head of the group cal ls the Powers as taught in  The Book of 

Spitzalod. Once they are present proceed as fol lows. The coven leader magically or ritual ly 

'dresses' the naked or skyclad bodies of anyone contributing b lood , hair or semen. If the coven 

leader is a man he wi l l  d ress the bodies of the female participants . A female participant wi l l  

'd ress' his body as I mentioned in The Book of Spitzalod , a man always has contact with a 

woman , and vice versa. He assumes in this chapter that the ring of power is being made for 

the coven leader. Now, if the coven leader is female ,  or lesbian , they must choose who in the 

group that is male will contribute the semen . After everyone has been magical ly d ressed with 

b lessed vi rg in ol ive o i l ,  the man is laid down or made comfortable and mastu rbated by one of 

the females in the group. And it should be one of the females who are going to g ive three 

drops of b lood . The reason for this is that she will also be sexual ly excited during this sexual 

activity, and so her b lood wi l l  have more magical energy than it wou ld otherwise. I t  is 

imperative that the semen be caught in the green glass jar and immediately corked. How long 

th is operation takes is up to the female doing the masturbat ing.  The longer it takes for the 

male to come, the more of his magical energy wi l l  be found in the semen thus obtained. I know 

of one witch that insists on depleting a man of every ounce of magical energy possible. Not to 

do harm to the man , but to get the maximum amount of mag ical energy she can for her 

working. To do this she gets the man to the point of coming and then stops masturbating him 

for a few moments . During this few moments she kisses him, and holds h im. Then,  when he 

calms down a bit ,  she begins the masturbating again .  When she has nearly driven the poor 

guy crazy, and he is shuddering with pleasure, she al lows him to final ly come. What she gets 

is some very powerful semen. And her magical purposes are wel l  served. 
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Now the male is mastu rbated first, this is critical to this ritual . The reason is simple. 

Even a man who has excel lent self-control is going to make the mistake of getting so aroused 

that he succumbs to temptation and penetrates one of the female coven members who are 

arousing h im.  Once this is done, the ritual is violated , and cannot be completed unti l a later 

date . By obtain ing the male semen first, he is not very l ikely to be in a position to have sexual 

intercourse with any of the women he performs sexual arousal techniques on to magically 

energize their b lood . Thus the ritual is seldom violated by a guy losing his self-contro l .  Once 

the semen has been col lected,  the male arouses and if possible, brings to cl imax each of the 

women who w
_
i l l  contribute th ree drops of blood , and pubic hair. These are added to the bottle 

of semen as they are obtained . 

Now, once al l  the necessary ingredients are obtained and in the bottle ,  the bottle is held 

up by the coven leader to each of the Powers , and they are asked to empower the mixture 

with their own power. Then the metal that the ring wi l l  be cast from is also held up to each of 

the fou r  Powers , and they are again asked to impart their  power to it. Once this is done the 

ritual is for al l  intents and pu rposes, over. No other magical work should be done at this time. 

The leader gives the Powers leave to go and the circle is opened so that al l  participants may 

leave it. 

When the metal is melted to cast the ring, the ingredients in  the bottle are added to the 

molten metal and their astral
_
fi re is released into the ring , and there sealed for so long as that 

ring exists . 

Natural ly, al l  the participants shou ld clean up and have the traditional 'simple feast' that 

fol lows most every magical working. (A simple feast is merely something to eat and drink, not 

a feast consisting of huge amounts of food and drink) .  Each participant should keep a small 

sack of rock salt in thei r  pocket or purse unti l the fol lowing morning to help replenish the power 

imparted for the ring of power during the ritual . 

Needless to say, anyone can make and wear a ring of power. As d ifficult as it may be to 

get participants for the ritua l ,  or ingredients for the ring itself , it is possib le .  Yet, very few such 

rings exist today. The witch or sorcerer  who owns one does have a decided advantage over 

anyone who does not wear one. And as we tu rn to the next step in  making the ring , careful 
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attention must be paid to its creation. For the ritual is only one part of the making of a ring of 

power. Again this is why so few exist and why the man or woman who possesses one has 

such a powerful  magical object. 

The next step is to find someone who can actual ly melt the metal ,  add the magic 

ingredients , and cast the ring.  I made the ring of power I wear myself. And being a fifth level 

in itiate I have made other rings of power for other, in itiated witches and sorcerers .  

Unfortunately, options are usual ly severely l im ited when i t  comes to  having someone cast a 

ring of power �or you .  It is possible to have a wizard l ike myself cast the ring for you . Such a 

ring costs several hundred dol lars ,  at the least. Mainly because of the procedures and difficu lty 

in obtain ing the proper materials and ingredients . You may find a craftsman wi l l ing to make the 

ring for you .  So long as they use the proper metal ,  and add the ingredients you obtained in the 

ritual ,  the ring wi l l  be an authentic one. 

Do have the ring cast with the image of either a dragon ,  or  a snake with its tai l in its 

mouth . You may also have the ring cast as an oak tree with its branches spread . And if you 

have another idea that you th ink wou ld su it you better, use it. But do be sure it is occult in  

natu re , and that it is  appropriate to the office and dignity of  a witch or a sorcerer. Skul ls are not 

proper symbols for rings of power. 

I n  closing this chapter let me add th is .  Do not forge such a ring un less you fol low the 

procedures g iven here EXACTLY. You would not be the fi rst to make a ring known as the ring 

of death . This r ing absorbs al l  l ife force from the wearer, and the wearer of such a r ing wi l l  

eventually d ie o f  mysterious causes. To alter the procedure ,  in  any way to  omit even one 

ingredient for a ring of power is to create such a ring of death . Once a ring of death has been 

created , the one who d id so wi l l  d ie .  No matter what anyone does to save such a person, they 

cannot be saved . Do not fal l  victim to this rin9._because you wanted to take a shortcut, or  

because you thought some ingredient was stupid. 

Now if you create such a ring because you intended to that is a far different matter. 

B UT N EVER MUST YOU ACTUALLY W EAR SUCH A RING U PON YOUR FINGER. When 

you have made a ring of death , if you have done so intentional ly, you must ask specifically for 

the protection of the Dark Princess. 
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Also, when you cast the ci rcle for the Ritual of Empowerment to create such a ring of 

death , you must use black pepper instead of rock salt. You omit the triangles, and you do not 

cal l the Powers as you would for a ring of power. I nstead you face each of the compass points 

and cal l the handmaidens of the Dark Princess. When you face the North, that is when you 

cal l  the Dark Princess herself. The handmaidens have no names, you simply call for the 

handmaidens. But when you cal l the Dark Princess herself you are summoning forth the 

mother of all dark power. Only Dakmonias is her equal in  the dark arts. Her name is, Arian. 

And on ly she can impart the power to a ring of death. 

So despite the d ifficu lty in creating a ring of power. I do recommend that the reader 

consider making one, or having one made for themselves. But I a lso highly recommend 

read ing this book in its enti rety first . And I also recommend that the reader finish the course 

that accompanies this book before having such a ring made. To possess such a ring is one 

th ing ,  to know how to d i rect its awesome power is another matter entire ly. Now, I had not 

intended to ramble on so long in  the closing of this chapter. But as I write , Mi l ianthros 

continues to i nsist on my including more information . So, let me add another page to this 

chapter regard ing the use of the ring of power. 

It should always be worn by the one for whom it was made. It is reasonable to remove it 

when bath ing ,  doing work in the garden or the kitchen that m ight damage it, or performing 

some other  job that requ i res it not be worn for a whi le .  Other than those circumstances, 

however, it should always be worn . 

The power with in  the ring grows each day it is worn . When not being worn it cannot 

increase its power. However, it never, even when used in a magical spel l  or working, loses any 

power or astral energy. This seems impossible,  I know. But the Ting can , in fact, send out 

power to cause a magical working without g iving up any of its power. The key then , is to 

continual ly bu i ld  up  a ring of power's level of astral energy. And this is accomplished by being 

worn. 

Now, an example of how the ring accumulates it power is when a witch or a sorcerer 

wearing such a ring has sexual intercourse. If both parties having sexual intercourse come 
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together an enormous bubble of astral power envelopes both people. This intense field of 

astral energy benefits both of the lovers equal ly. However, if one is wearing a ring of power, 

one half of the energy in the bubble wi l l  be absorbed by the ring .  I f  one of the lovers comes 

before the other, one half the astral power released by the lover who comes wi l l  be absorbed 

by the ring .  The other half is absorbed by the partner who is the most powerfu l ,  magical ly, of 

the two. 

Another example would be when a cone of power is raised in a magical working. One 

half of the con.e of power wou ld be absorbed by the ring of power. And this principle goes on. 

The ring can absorb astral energy from water, when swimming in the ocean. Or i t  can absorb 

astral energy when the wearer is with another person .  ( I t  would absorb it from that other 

person) . 

The ring can be g iven to someone as a gift . Th�t person wil l be able to make use of al l 

the power the ring possesses, if the ring is stolen, it can be used by the person who stole it. A 

.dng_ of power can only be destroyed by casting it into molten lava. It 's power can be 

neutral ized by casting it into the depths of a deep ocean . A lake will not do. I t  is the salt in 

seawater that helps neutral ize the ring .  But the water must be very deep as wel l .  

To use the power of  the ring the wearer need only visual ize what they wish the ring to 

accompl ish.  And then point the ring in the d i rection the working should go and the power is 

released to do its work. But the object or the purpose of the working must be clearly visual ized 

by the wearer.  

And so it is with the ring of power. 
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TH E DARK PRINCESS - ADRIAN 

In the last chapter I made reference to the Dark Princess in regard to the making of a 

ring of death.  And for the fi rst time since 47 B.C.  her name has appeared in written form. It is 

unavoidable that some dedicated witch or sorcerer is going to doubt that such a being exists. 

Primarily because her name has not occurred in any other occu lt work 
·
since the original Book 

of M i l ianth ros . And it is common for many in the occult to cl ing to the occu lt knowledge that 

has painstakingly been resurrected in the last few hundred years or so. And when ancient 

occu lt knowledge is brought back by channel ing, or through research , it is often not given any 

credit for authenticity. But a tru ly wise witch or sorcerer can easi ly understand that what l ittle 

knowledge has been reborn in the last hundred years or so is truly that a l ittle knowledge . He 

has not even begun to scratch the surface of what our ancient brothers and sisters knew and 

practiced . 

So,  we should not be surprised to learn that the few supernatural beings mentioned in 

this book, or in The Book of Spitzalod , does not even begin to scratch the surface of the 

beings who exist. Let us not confuse the Dark Princess , Adrian , with any of the other 

supernatu ral beings, or goddesses, that are mentioned in wiccan or occult magic lore .  For she 

is not just another version of any of those. Adrian is the Dark Princess. I t  is Adrian who cuts 

our s i lver cord when our t ime to pass to Side has come. It is Adrian who answers the cal l of 

the dying Aids victim ,  or I ,  victim of terminal cancer, who humbly asks her b lessing on their act 

of su icide or euthanasia. 

Now, Arian has assigned herself the title of Dark Princess. And, as I have said , i t  is she 

that comes to the mortal body at the moment of death and cuts the si lver cord , thus freeing 

one's astral sou l from it's physical bonds. And the reader might suppose that she is to be 

d readed for this reason . But this is not the case. 

Adrian is a dual ity. We mortals frequently view al l death, for example, as terrible. Yet, 

death is often a welcomed friend . To the victim of terminal cancer, Adrian brings rel ief from the 

unutterable agony they must suffer in the physical body. To the Aids victim who wishes to die 

in d ign ity, and in the presence of a loving friend or fami ly, Adrian is as gentle and beautifu l as 
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a fi rst love . Thus ,  wh i le death may end the joy and meaning of the earthly existence , her sweet 

kiss of death welcomes us into b i rth on the astral realms. 

Adrian is always accompan ied by three handmaidens. I t  is in  their power to bring sexual 

pleasure to men whi le they sleep. In fact, they are often mistaken for the Succubus.  But these 

handmaidens most frequently do nothing more in the mortal world than accompany their  

mistress to magical rituals and workings. 

Now th� apprentice , which is what any student of this book or its accompanying course, 

is .  May desire to cal l upon Adrian at t imes other than ritual workings.  And the apprentice may 

do so. Be warned , however, that her power must be respected . No mortal is her equal , and 

none should dare to presume upon her dignity or power. Natural ly, many dark witches prefer 

her company or magical aid over Dakmonias .  Adrian , after al l ,  is fem inine. But as a male 

wizard I have always found her just as wi l l ing to lend an 
_
ear or helping hand to men . 

Adrian is indescribably beautifu l .  She has the darkest hai r reaching down below her 

h ips.  But i t  is a sh iny, beautifu l black hair, not dul l  or unsightly. Her  d ress is far different than 

any one ·m ight expect to see her in. For it is a ski rt from the waist down. A beautifu l  emerald 

green that one can qu ite readily see through if one tries. She is bare breasted , and no one 

who has seen her voluptuous breasts wi l l  ever forget the i r  beauty. I recal l clearly the fi rst t ime I 

ever had the privi lege of seeing Adrian . I thought it was qu ite odd that she wou ld be bare 

breasted , supposing that this would not meet with the approval of many feminist witches . But 

then I real ized that it is not Adrian who must meet the approval of feminist witches, but femin ist 

witches who must meet the approval of Adrian . I n  ancient days it was not at all uncommon for 

women to be seen in  publ ic d ressed in exactly the same manner. All in  al l ,  I th ink that today 

Adrian tolerates femin ist. Knowing that in  ages to come, she wi l l  influence fashion again .  

The emerald is Adrian-s favorite gemstone. Her favorite color is g reen, not surprisingly. 

Her favorite incense is citrus .  Arid whi le many supernatural powers have a favorite day, she 

has a favorite month , December. Her hour is 3 a.m. And she has a favorite phase of the 

moon , the new moon.  And as I pointed out al ready, she is the being responsible for cutting the 

si lver cord at death . Although she views it as releasing the mortal from the bonds of physical 

imprisonment ,  not ki l l ing them . How much gentler would death come to us al l if we would 
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visual ize the -3ourqeous Adrian holding us in her arms as we close our physical eyes for the 

last t ime. We should not fear death when it comes, as it should . 

Her handmaidens al l dress in l ike manner, except that their garments are the most 

bri l l iant yel low, sparkl ing with l ight. On the right earlobe of each handmaiden is a yel low dot, 

apparently a mark of their servitude to Adrian . Each of her handmaidens is also bare breasted, 

though their breasts are smal ler. (But sti l l  very beautifu l) . The origin of these handmaidens is 

not clear to me, and Mi l ianthros does not seem to feel it is important for us to know. I do know 

that they serve Adrian out of love, and that it is the greatest honor for them to be seen in her 

company, and to be known as her handmaidens. And I am told by Mi l ianthros of Witches, and 

female fol lowers of the Old Ways, who had a yel low dot permanently, tattooed on thei r left ear 

lobe to pay honor to Adrian . Mi l ianthros believes this practice wil l  again become extremely 

common by the year 2000 . 

Now, as I mentioned earl ier, feminist witches wi l l  no doubt scream long and loud about 

a supernatu ral being . Adrian , cavorting about bare breasted . But, it should be noted that the 

female breast, particu larly as embodied in the person of Adrian,  is one of the most ancient 

symbols of magic power, and l ife known on our planet. Even the Christian book, the bible, tel ls 

of idols in Ephases of a goddess cal led Diana, who had clusters of breasts al l  over her. 

Needless to say, the new Christian movement was not at al l  happy about the worship of the 

female breast. And so they at once set about to destroy the worship of the female breast. 

Fortunately, Adrian is sti l l  free do dress as she pleases . And it is her good pleasure to 

bare her breast to whomever she wil l .  It might even be said that she was, in fact, the fi rst 

femin ist. I dare say, she did not approve of the bra. Or the Christian practice of covering the 

breasts . The point I want to make is that I have not taken any particular p leasure in presenting 

Adrian as a bare breasted goddess. It is only one aspect of the Dark Princess. But I do bel ieve 

that any criticism that comes from this qu ite accurate description of her manner of d ress wi l l  be 

unfair. I f ind M i l ianthros laughing at my concern . According to h im the matter of her dress is 

not worthy of a passing thought. For . it is only in the very recent past that women concerned 

themselves with covering their bodies at al l .  

Moving on  to  a more serious matter, I am often asked how i t  i s  that Adrian would 

concern herself with empowering such a magical object as a ring of death . Of al l the dark 
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secrets lost when the original Book of Mi l ianthros was destroyed the ring of death certain ly 

seems to be the most horrib le.  And I have also had numerous Christian friends either question 

this magic, or attack outright as proof of the horrible nature of all occult magi c. Fi rst , let me 

address the fact that Adrian could empower so horrible a ring to actual ly cause the death of 

someone. Life and death are a part of the human experience. Death comes too many an adu lt 

or chi ld without warn ing .  One of the great mysteries of l ife is why seemingly good people die ,  

when seemingly horrib le people l ive. Adrian is as comfortable with bringing the death of 

someone, as she is doing something good , because to her death is a release from the pain 

and horror of the mortal l ife . 

And as far as the Christian argument that the existence of a secret called a ring of 

death proving the horrible natu re of wiccan magic, or sorcery, consider this .  The Christian 

book, which g ives the gu idel ines for what Christians consider to be the moral standard for the 

enti re world is replete with reasons to ki l l .  I have al ready referred to the fact that an Old 

Testament book cal led Leviticus states that witches , sorcerers , astrologers ,  etc. are to be 

murdered . For the sole reason that their book says it should be so. Now, death is death. And if 

death comes to someone at the hands of a Christian, or at the hands of the magic ring of 

death , what is the d ifference? Now a Christian might argue that no one wou ld actually ki l l  a 

witch or sorcerer  in our modern society. Yet, is this because they would not, or cannot I 

bel ieve that if Christians cou ld imprison and ki l l  those in the occu lt they would not hesitate to 

do so. Again ,  death is death . And whether advocated by the Christian bib le,  or this book, what 

is the d ifference? 

I have made this point before, and I want to make it again .  I have no desire to attack 

Christian ity undu ly. But the occult world is attacked every single day by television evangelists 

by the dozens.  And as we have al l  learned it is often to take the attention of the general publ ic ,  

and their own fol lowers ,  off of their  own wrong doing. 

In the Old Days curses, rings of death , and other such dark magical secrets were 

common place. So widespread was the practice of occult magic in ancient times that anyone 

who had a wit about them knew how to seek a witch or sorcerer to help them counteract any 

dark magic against them.  Unfortunately, today this is no longer the case. And , so many 

unbel ievers fal l victim to a cu rse or spel l  that they cou ld easi ly counteract if they wou ld only do 
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so. I n  fact, I have seen many curses work against born again Christians. How that could be is, 

of cou rse,  open for argument. But I can tel l  story after story of Christians fal l ing victim to 

black magic. 

Adrian honors those who wear the b lack scorpion. And it is safe to say that not a single 

r ing of death has been used in over a thousand years. And that dark witches and sorcerers do 

abide by a set of eth ics , of sorts. In other words, even the darkest of witches and sorcerers 

would not resort to a ring of death unless a person had proved themselves to be very 

deserving of S!JCh a powerful magical working . In  other words, in nearly every case of a curse, 

or ring of death being used , the person who uses it is defending themselves against some sort 

of attack. And the person ignorant enough to attack a black magician is, in effect, responsible 

for thei r  own undoing.  

In clos ing th is chapter, let  me add one more b i t  of information concerning Adrian . She is 

most pleased when anyone names a daughter after her. And she wi l l  gu ide and protect any 

such g i rl throughout her l ife on the physical plane. And Adrian has been known to show herself 

to both l ittle g i rls ,  and l ittle boys in a dream . If she does so, that chi ld wi l l  be a great witch or 

sorcerer one-day. I have had this dream myself when I was eight.  I saw, in  an incredibly vivid 

d ream, Adrian ride out of a burning forest on a bear. It was at night, and she was totally naked, 

or  skyclad . And whi le that was the extent of the dream, I was never able to forget it .  And the 

vividness of the dream has n�ver diminished one bit over the ensuing years . I t  is as real today, 

as if I had just had the dream only a moment ago. 

May your  chi ldren be blest with the dream of Adrian . And if you were so favored as a 

chi ld ,  you now know the meaning of the dream. 
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DAR K SECRETS O F  TH E MAGIC M I R R O R  

Any magic mi rror is a d imensional doorway, i f  you wi l l ,  to  the astral realms. I t  i s  also a 

window into the physical world ,  which al lows the Al l-Seeing Eye to traverse time and space to 

see physical p laces,  people and events. Where the magic m i rror is a doorway to is 

determined by the maker, and user of the mirror. I am expert enough in the use of my mi rror 

to see, or astral travel to whatever physical realm or astral realm I choose to. And whi le an 

apprentice wi l l  need time to develop this same level of expertise it wi l l  come. 

There are thousands upon thousands of d ifferent astral doorways. And th is is why 

many occult books d isagree on what l ies on the astral planes, or how to travel to them, or what 

beings inhabit them . The fact is that many people find a doorway into the astral realms, and 

they write of their jou rneys to that particular area. Many times bel ieving thei r area of travel to 

be the one possib le .  But such is not the case. And it is seldom if the un in itiated discovers more 

than one or two d ifferent astral doors in thei r  enti re l ifetime. The magic mirror is the key to 

opening these d imensional doorways into the astral realms. 

I t  is just as true that a magic mirror can be used for dark pu rposes, as say fire can be. 

Or electricity, or d rugs. And so there are many dark uses for the magic mi rror. In the Old Days 

a dark witch or sorcerer knew better than to use any of their dark secrets against a witch or 

sorcerer  of the Order of Spitzalod , or an apprentice of that Order .  But against the uninitiated , 

these dark secrets of the magic mi rror were invincib le.  

Now, the reader must have a magic mirror in order to use any occult magic secrets , 

whether dark or  positive . And since making a magic mi rror is so carefu l ly g iven in The Book of 

Spitzalod it wi l l  not be repeated here .  Once you have made the mi rror, however, you wi l l  be 

ready to use the secrets g iven in this book. It is a neutral tool . The user determines what part 

of its power is to be used . And the being in the Void is no t concerned with the use you make 

of it. 

The most common dark use of the magic mi rror is to imprison the astral soul of an 

enemy. You may use the mi rror against anyone who has caused you harm, or who you know 
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wi l l  cause you harm if g iven the opportunity to do so. Never use the mi rror to cause harm to 

anyone who has not caused you harm , or who is not intending to cause you harm. Whoever 

you so enslave in the astral domains wi l l  remain there unti l  you set them free or unti l you have 

passed over to Side. I f  when you pass to Side their physical body remains al ive on the 

physical plane their astral sou l  is set free to return to them. Here then ,  is how to imprison the 

astral soul of you r  enemy through your magic mi rror. 

At the hou r of 3 a .m . ,  on the night of a New Moon, take your  altar to wherever your 

magic mi rror is hanging.  Place the altar in front of the mirror, and prepare it with the fol lowing 

items. Two black candles, a bowl of black pepper, a photo of the person whose astral body 

you intend to enslave on the astral plane, your  ritual knife, a bel l ,  and a container with a l id .  

Now, at the hou r of 3 a.m. cast a circle of darkness. That is a circle ,  which you cast in a 

COUNTER -CLOCKWISE d i rection using black pepper. Whi le The Book of Spitzalod teaches 

that a circle of darkness creates a vortex of energy harmful to l iving beings a dark witch or 

sorcerer can stand with in such a ci rcle unaffected.  Do not place the traditional triangles 

outside the circle of darkness . 

When you have cast the circle, counter-clockwise l ight the two, black candles. Then 

using the procedu res g iven in The Book of Spitzalod , enter the magic mi rror. Your  vict im wil l 

no doubt be sleeping at 3 a .m.  jn the morning. And this is the most l ikely hour their astral soul 

wi l l  be on the astral plane. Keep in mind that many, if not a l l ,  people spontaneously project 

whether they real ize it or not. 

Now, ring the bel l  twelve times with your  physical body. For your  astral body is now on 

the astral realms.  You ,  the dark sorcerer or witch , may be on both the physical plane, and the 

astral plane at the same time,  consciously. As you ring the bel l  vibrations wil l  begin to ripple 

throughout the astral plane, and you will notice that vei ls of time and space flutter as if in a 

wind. These are d imensional doorways to the various astral planes. As you pass by these 

fluttering vei ls you wi l l  see the astral sou l of your  victim with in  one of them. When you see the 

astral body of the one you wish to enslave you must physically place the photo of the person 

in the container and cover it with black pepper. You wi l l  see the effect this has on the astral 

body by noticing a knot appear in the si lver cord of the person you are doing this to. This now 
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prevents the return of the astral sou l to the physical body. Unti l  you remove the photo from the 

pepper and burn it the knot wi l l  remain ,  and the astral soul wi l l  be enslaved on the astral plane . 

Once you have done this ,  bring back your  own astral body through the magic mirror and 

reun ite your  two bodies into one. I strongly recommend you rest a few moments to al low a 

complete and total balance to return .  If you do not rest a moment you may for several days or 

weeks feel out of s ink, as i t  were .  This feel ing is an indication that your  two bodies are not 

back in balance and so your  astral soul and physical bodies are not in harmony. Should you 

ever experienqe this sensation go back through the mi rror so you can repeat the un ion of you r 

two bod ies together, this t ime properly. 

As soon as you feel normal again ,  out a lid on the container holding the picture ,  covered 

with the pepper. Pronounce the fol lowing magical statement whi le holding the container to the 

North compass point: 'By the power of the black scorpion I , a witch (or a sorcerer) of the Order 

of Dakmonias, do hereby imprison your  astral body on the astral plane' .  

This ritual working is now completed. Sweep open the circle with your  foot and leave it ,  

with the b lack candles sti l l  burn ing and the altar as is. C lean it up only after the candles are 

consumed completely. And clean up the circle in a CLOCKWISE direction . I do not 

recommend that even a dark witch or sorcerer perform this ritual more than once every three 

months. So powerful  is the vortex of negative energy that is created in this ritual that even the 

most adept and powerfu l  practitioner of black magic risks negative psychic overload if the ritual 

is repeated to often .  This ritual may seem simple and brief, but is one of the most powerfu l  

workings a dark witch or sorcerer can perform.  And as such it should be saved for only the 

most deserving enemy. 

Another dark use for the magic mirror is the working of dark magical operations on the 

astral realms .  Ritual and spel l  work done on the astral plane, in the Cavern of Darkness, is 

much more powerfu l than magical workings done on the physical plane. Energy can be sent 

anywhere in  the physical world from the Cavern of Darkness . So there are no physical 

l im itations.  But there is sti l l  another advantage. The black practit ioner can go forward in t ime 

and space and work a spel l  or  ritual that wi l l  only take effect at some future time. In other 

words,  you astral ly do the magical operation in the Cavern of Darkness now, and i t  automati-
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cally activates itself at the t ime you have specified , astral ly, that it should .  When that time 

comes , the astral working tu rns on, as it were, and does whatever you intended it should do. 

To jou rney to the Cavern of Darkness enter your  magic mi rror as taught in The Book of 

Spitzalod . Tel l  the Being in the Void that you wish to go to the Cavern of Darkness. You wi l l  

see the Being point in  the d i rection you should go. Once he has g iven you the direction, 

proceed to jou rney to the mouth of a great Cavern . Enter the mouth and fol low a long tunnel 

unt i l  it opens up into a huge cavern . This cavern wi l l  have a d i rt f loor, and the cei l ing wi l l  tower 

h igh above you r head in a dome shape . And you wi l l  see formations of every type hanging 

from its cei l i ng .  

Now, announce out  loud that you have arrived . (Do not speak out loud physically, but  in  

your  astral body) . I n  very short order you wi l l  hear the sweep and rustle of  demon wings. And 

from a hole in the ce i l ing of the cavern you wi l l  see Mi l ianthros wing his way to where you are 

standing.  As he stands before you with his wings folded he wi l l  ask you who you are,  and by 

what authority you have entered this place. Tel l  h im you are a witch or a sorcerer, or 

apprentice of the Order of Dakmonias. And that you are there on the authority of Dakmonias.  

If you are sti l l  an apprentice you MUST give the name of your  teacher. I f  Mi l ianthros is 

satisfied with your answer, he wi l l  spread his arm pointing to the room and tel l  you that you 

may do, as you wi l l .  He wi l l  then leave . If Mi l ianth ros is not satisfied with your answer he wi l l  

begin to s lowly unfold his wings and reach out for you . A cold chi l l  wi l l  spread through your 

being , and you wi l l  f ind you rself enveloped in darkness. This wi l l  be the end of your  astral sou l .  

But,  do not fear, for he wi l l  only destroy the one who is not an  in itiated witch or sorcerer, or an 

apprentice too fool ish to give the name of his or her occu lt teacher. Do not jou rney to the Ca­

vern of Darkness un less you are prepared to meet this condition, however. You wou ld not be 

the f i rst, and you wou ld not be the last to perish with in the confines of this cavern . 

Now once Mi l ianthros has left you perform whatever magical operations you have come 

to do. No altar is needed no, nor are any magical tools. To cast your magic circle merely tu rn a 

fu l l  circle with you r  arm outstretched and your finger pointed downward . You wi l l  see a bri l l iant, 

almost b l ind ing ,  c ircle of yel low fi re leap from your astral fingertip and form a g lowing; l iving 

ci rcle of energy. Now, do your  working and di rect it to whatever person it is meant for, or 

whatever goal it is you wish to obtain .  When you have completed your  working gaze at the 
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g lowing magic circle unti l  it goes out. You may now leave the same way you came, and retu rn 

through the void of the mi rror to your  physical body. 

Whi le  there are l iteral ly dozens of other uses for the magic mi rror involving dark magic, 

the two given here are the most important. And you wil l  not f ind either of these two uses l isted 

in any other occult volume except this one. Not I ,  the dark witch or sorcerer or apprentice , 

should remember that the magic mi rror is a doorway to the astral realms. And , It is a doorway 

for the astral body to travel to other physical places in this world it stands to reason then that if 

you desire to yiew the goings on of a friend , or an enemy, the mi rror is an excel lent way to do 

SO. As was pointed out in The Book of Spitzalod , the authentic magic mirror is one of the 

most valuable possessions a witch or a sorcerer can possess. Therefore , take care of your  

magic mi rror, and remember that i t  i s  your  personal tool for occult magic. Do not let others use 

it .  

One other point that might be worth making is this. I f  you choose to make a magic 

mi rror, and you know when you make it that you intend to wear the mark of the black scorpion 

as a member of the Order of Dakmonias ,  place the black scorpion at the bottom of you r  magic 

mi rror . instead of the Triad Flame. But keep the All-Seeing Eye at the top center of the mirror  

frame. Al l  other  aspects of  the mi rror remain the same. 
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B LACK MAGIC ETHICS 

I t  is an enormous surprise to many witches and sorcerers who practice positive magic, 

that there is such a thing as eth ics in dark magic. But such eth ics do exist . In the Old Days 

these ethics were understood by even the common people . But, in  the intervening centu ries 

and mi l lennia they have been forgotten .  And , i ronically, black magic is now often referred to as 

Satan ism .  

Now, let u s  deal with a point that even the original Book of Mi l ianth ros had to deal with. 

And that is the dual ity of the astral force. Which means the fact that it can be used for either, 

positive or dark magic. Witches frequently denounce sorcerers ,  and vice versa. White l ighters 

frequently denounce witches.  Or one witch wi l l  claim to be a white witch , another wi l l  claim to 

be a dark witch and so with sorcerers and wizards. 

Consider the present day where Christians consider ANYTH I NG occult to be black 

magic. They make no d istinction between white magic or dark magic. Anything occu lt is evi l .  

Now back up  one step into the Christian world .  Some Christian groups consider other 

Christian g roups to be evi l .  In fact, outright satanic. An example of this would be how many 

Protestant denominations feel about say, Jehovah's Witnesses. I have known many Jehovah's 

Witnesses who were persecuted unmerciful ly by other Christian denominations. 

The point is this.  Witches and sorcerers are quick to label dark practitioners as evi l and 

unethical . Just as some Christian churches are wi l l ing to label other  Christian churches evil 

and uneth ical . Yet, that does not make it so. If you ,  the reader, are one of the fol lowers of the 

Old Ways who have looked on dark practitioners with scorn , th ink again .  You may find that 

there is more to their p ractices and ethics than you thought possib le .  

The main ethic that dark practitioners should adhere to is to N EVER take human or 

animal l ife. This ethic was lost when the last copy of this grimoire was burned by Ju l ius Caesar 

in 47 B.C .  And it is most unfortunate that in our day many people equate the sacrifi�e of 

animals, babies , or other l iving beings with black magic. Because in the Old Days it was not 

so. Sacrifice of both animals and people originated with a group of people depicted in the 

Christian bib le who wou ld later begin what we have come to know as the Christian church. 
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Anyone who doubts this need only read the Christian bible. beginning in Genesis where the 

ritual sacrifice of animals was begun.  And I believe that the story of Abraham being 

commanded by the Christian god to sacrifice his only son was the beginning of human 

sacrifice in ancient times. He was finally told he did not have to sacrifice his son . Yet, I am told 

by Mi l ianthros that it is this specific instance in the bible that caused the chi ldren of Abraham 

to begin the practice of sacrificing thei r fi rstborn sons. And because of the low place a woman 

held in those days , those who were to later become what we know today as , Christians 

substituted young vi rgins so that t hey could keep thei r fi rstborn alive .  

How we pagans ,  witches , sorcerers and other fol lowers of  the O ld  Ways ever fe l l  so  low 

as to adopt this ancient system of ki l l ing is a mystery to me. But it had no place in the practice 

of occu lt magic or paganism in the Old Days, and it has no place in the practice of our  re l igion 

and trad itions in this day and age.  

Again ,  the primary eth ic of  black magic is  that no l iving being , animal or human ,  wi l l  be 

ritual ly ki l led in the practice of  the dark arts . DO NOT CONFUSE TH IS ETH IC W ITH THE 

J USTI F IED USE OF BLACK MAG IC TO DESTROY AN ENEMY TH ROUGH THE USE OF 

BLACK MAG IC .  Causing the supernatu ral death of an  enemy by  use of the dark arts i s  not a 

vio lation of this ethic. 

Now, it is not my intention, or the intention of Mi l ianthros to beat the reader into 

insensibi l ity with this eth ic. But another point needs to be made here .  In stating that it is the 

people who later became Christians that instituted human and animal sacrifice it seems we 

are browbeating Christians. Not so. However, truth is truth. Whi le Christians did not officially 

exist unti l after the death of the man cal led Jesus the Old Testament of their bible made it 

clear that sacrifice was an essential symbol of a savior who would one day be born , and then 

himself ki l led as a human sacrifice to pu rify them. It is the contention of Mi l ianthros that this is 

the sou rce of any black magic practices that evolved through the mi l lennia requi ring sacrifice 

of either a human or animal host. And it is further his contention that the modern day practice 

of some, and I repeat 'some' , dark witches or sorcerers to eat b its of human flesh .  Is a d i rect 

resu lt of Christian bel ief that one must symbol ical iy consume bits of the flesh and blood of the 

man known as Jesus as a rel igious act. In fact, Christians bel ieve the symbolic bread and 

wine,  once blessed and consumed. IS THE REAL BLOOD AND FLESH OF JESUS,  and so, I 
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am not surprised to f ind that some very i l l - informed witches and sorcerers believe that they 

must do the same in the practice of black magic. However, they do not. And once we real ize 

the orig in of such teachings and traditions it is easy to see why our teachings and trad itions do 

not requ i re any ritual istic ki l l ing of animals or humans . 

Now, lest anyone accuse me of Christian bashing,  let me just point out that this 

material is being channeled to me by Mi l ianthros . And the reader, un less asleep, cannot 

escape the truth or the logic of what has just been presented.  

The next black magic ethic that is to be observed is to N EVER DRAW THE BLOOD OF 

A W ITCH OR W IZARD. This includes magical attack or causing emotional harm or distress to 

any in itiated , authentic witch or sorcerer. To violate this eth ic wi l l  resu lt in the most severe 

retribution being exacted upon the violator. Not by human hands but by the supernatu ral 

powers . If a Practitioner of the dark arts is magically or otherwise attacked by a witch or a 

sorcerer. Put the matter in the hands of Dakmonias. I can assure you , he is more than capable 

of stopping any attack on any of his fol lowers . I t  is no mistake that the black scorpion is the 

mark of his power. And any witch or sorcerer attacking a member of his Order, or an 

apprentice, wil l not have to wait long before they feel the horrible sting of the black scorpion, 

physically and astrally. 

Another eth ic that appears in The Book of Spitzalod , but also bears repeating here is: 

' Do no harm, where no harm's been done' . Now, this eth ic really blows the minds of many dark 

practit ioners .  And it also really blows the minds of white-l ight enthusiasts who promote the 

idea that dark witches and sorcerers do not have any redeeming values at al l .  And, it is true 

that a majority of modern day dark practit ioners do not. But this was not the case in the Old 

Days. 

The point of this ethic is that a dark practitioner is just as free to do harm to one 

attacking them as is a positive witch or sorcerer. And as was explained in The Book of 

Spitzalod, only a fool would s it by and allow someone to do harm to them, or  some loved one 

without making some attempt to protect them. The fau lt l ies with the fool who made dark 

magic, as a defensive measure ,  a necessary recourse to the one being attacked . 
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A classic example of this is the executioner who the general publ ic considers to be 

outcast because he brings death . In fact, in modern times , men and women regu larly stade 

demonstrations at prisons when a death sentence is being carried out. They do not 

necessarily sympathize with the person being executed , but apparently find the taking of a l ife 

inexcusable for any reason .  The i rony is that such demonstrations are always di rected against 

the system ,  the prison and the executioner. Why not d i rect the-outcry against the one being 

executed . After al l ,  was it not his act of crime that prompted the execution? He,  or she, has 

done harm , or d rawn 'fi rst blood' in a manner of speaking.  So why do pro-l ife advocates not 

d i rect their anger at the criminal who has usually taken l ife without one ounce of mercy being 

shown to his own victim .  The point is this. Once harm has been done to a witch, or a sorcerer, 

or an apprentice , or  a cl ient, harm may be returned without any blot on one's karmic record . 

And one reason the dark crafts have gained so bad a reputation is because it often fal ls to 

them to put a supernatu ral end to some individual ,  or to some situation that is causing grief 

and harm . Note that I said supernatural end . This means that the dark witch or sorcerer isn't 

the agent, in the real sense, of harm to anyone . They put in motion the supernatural powers , 

th rough magic ritual or spel l  that wil l  be the agent for resolving problems with enemies. 

Another minor magical ethic to be observed in the practice of b lack magic is in regard to 

the taking of blood . Where a few drops of blood are requ i red for a spel l  or ritual ,  and these few 

drops of blood must come from another person ,  it must be 'given'  wi l l ingly. It cannot be taken it 

must be g iven by the person in question . No one should bel ieve that they forcibly take drops of 

b lood , and then expect it to contain the powerful astral fi re the practitioner needs to make use 

of. When force or coercion is used the astral f ire is withdrawn from the blood and so it has no 

value .  Thus ,  offshoot groups that believe that they can absorb a person's l ife-force by ki l l ing 

them and d rinking their  b lood are in real ity, mistaken.  The fear that seizes a person about to 

be ki l led causes them to withdraw their astral body and thus their astral l ife force within 

themselves. Their  death does release the astral body into the astral realms. But al l  l ife force is 

concentrated in the astral body as a natural reaction to any danger to the physical body. Thus 

a murder victim or a ritual sacrifice has no l ife force in the i r  b lood at the t ime of their death . 

Any power thus gained is a placebo that is ,  it is al l  in the mind.  

By the same token ,  sexual energy must be obtained from someone who is wi l l ing to 

give it. It cannot be obtained th rough a ritual rape, or ritual sexual abuse. Again ,  when anyone 
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becomes seized with fear, their astral aura, their l ife force is withdrawn into their inner astra 

body. The bu rst of intense astral l ife-force that comes from the orgasm, or sexual cl imax of 1 

wi l l ing partner never occu rs in a victim of rape or sexual abuse. There are those, of cours� 

who wou ld choose to d isagree with these ethics . But they have existed since the Old DaySi 

they have come down to us unchanged . And any dark practitioner who violates ru:!Y._of thest 

ethics wi l l  face the Counci l  of the Guardians when they pass over to Side. 
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THE B LACK MAGIC FAMI LY & LIFESTYLE 

In g iving lectu res on the occu lt, and black mag ic, I often have people tel l  me they 

expected more spel ls and rituals and a lot less phi losophy. Wel l ,  the spel ls and rituals are an 

important part of occu lt magic. And this book has its share of occult magic spel ls and rituals . 

But we have missed the point if we bel ieve that is ALL there is to the practice of witchcraft and 

sorcery. I ndeed , the reason so many people have problems making the spel ls and rituals work 

is because they do not know the why and wherefore of what they are doing. One might say 

that a witch or
. 
sorcerer, cou ld not l ive by spel ls and rituals alone. I t  must be an ever-evolving 

l i festyle .  And since most witches and sorcerers , apprentices , and fol lowers of the Old Ways 

have a fami ly of one sort or another, how that witch or sorcerer relates to their immediate 

fami ly is critical to the i r  mastery of the occult arts . 

One of the greatest problems facing any witch or sorcerer in our  day is how to maintain 

occu lt traditions and bel iefs in a society that considers them to be dangerous taboo. 

Particu larly in  a family where chi ldren are growing up .  It is no smal l  th reat to a witch or 

sorcerer that they can , and have, lost their chi ldren to the State because they practiced rituals 

and spel ls with their chi ldren . Or because they taught them the trad itions and teachings of the 

Old Ways. Christians in particular have promoted and helped legislation to pass that outlaws 

the practice of sorcery and witchcraft in the Un ited States. Despite the fact that the Old Ways 

is as much , if not more of, a rel ig ion than is Christianity. The resu lt is that many witches and 

sorcerers , and particu larly those that practice black magic, are very secretive when it comes to 

their  bel iefs and practices . So much so that they even hide what they do and believe from thei r  

own spouses , the i r  own chi ld ren ,  and their  relatives. 

I t  is the contention of M i l ianthros that the dark witch or sorcerer ought to teach the i r  

ways and traditions to thei r  chi ldren and spouses. Then when the eth ics of black magic are 

adhered to no harm is done to anyon� in the fami ly. Indeed, in the state and city where I l ive , 

young people who have been misinformed in regard to black magic are practicing the dark arts 

in a destructive manner. Had they been taught the proper traditions and use of dark magic 

they would know that many of the destructive practices they engage in  are not really a part of 

black magic at al l .  And it is interesting that these young people were raised according to the 

Christian tradition.  My point in stating that fact is not to bash Christians, but to point out that 
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misinformation is a dangerous thing in  anyone's hands. The only way witches and sorcerers 

can protect their own young people and child ren , is to begin their occult education when very 

young .  Thus they wi l l  not fal l prey to destructive misinformation from any source. Now, I do 

not recommend that fol lowers of the Old Ways, or witches and sorcerers throw caution to the 

wind and tel l  everyone they meet that they are occu lt bel ievers . But I do believe that there are 

many friends we might tel l  that we do not. I know for a fact that many witches hide what they 

are from even their own husbands or wives, and from their chi ldren .  And, of course, the 

answer is why? If our  ancient bel iefs are beneficial to us then they are also beneficial for our 

spouses and <::h i ldren .  

Now, real ity demands that every fol lower of  the Old Ways understands that i t  is 

dangerous to be a witch ,  sorcerer, or pagan . There is a concerted effort on the part of 

Christians to destroy witchcraft in the United States. And to accompl ish this task the Christian 

community is wi l l ing to promote al l  kinds of misinformation about witchcraft and the Old Ways. 

This is why witches or sorcerers ought to set this misinformation straight where it is possible to 

do so. 

Now, most witches and sorcerers have the habit of pu l l ing out their altars and magical 

tools once in awhi le to do a spel l  or ritual working. Other than that you wou ld never know they 

are occult practit ioners .  The home should reflect one's bel iefs . A Christian should have a bible 

in the i r  home, where it can be seen by the family, or vis itors . A Buddhist shou ld have a statue 

of Budda at the fami ly altar. And a witch or a sorcerer should also be free to have a family altar 

where each member of the fami ly is free to l ight candles, say invocations to spi rits or 

supernatu ral beings,  or  do s imple spel ls .  I n  fact, the witch or sorcerer who is head of the fami ly 

unit should lead out in a daily, but simple and brief. Wiccan or pagan rel igious ceremony or 

observance. And these simple exercises should actually help teach our spouses and chi ldren 

the traditions and teachings of the Old Ways. We have a right to do this as much as any 

Christian or Buddhist. Yet, very few of us do include our fami l ies, and particu larly our chi ldren 

in our  trad itions and bel iefs . 

The reader might argue that such an open attitude in the pagan home might alienate 

friends, re latives,  or  others .  Wel l ,  we do have to use some common sense . Un l ike the 

Christians, who try to get to our  chi ldren and save them, with or without th� knowledge and 
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approval of the i r  parents ,  we should not try to convert others to our  way. If they want to know 

they wi l l  ask. And if, as practicing wiccans or sorcerers ,  we incu r the prejudice or the 

persecution of intolerant Christians, or others ,  we have to deal with it. Keep in mind that when 

Christian ity began , they met the same intense prejudice that we now do. They overcame it to 

the point where they are now able to practice intolerance to anyone who does not believe as 

they do. And , unfortunately, Christians have proven themselves far more intolerant than we 

ever were when they were just getting started . Perhaps it is t ime for us to begin to turn this t ide 

of intolerance against us, whatever may be its source. 

Now, as was brought out in The Book of Spitzalod , we should include our spouses and 

chi ldren in  our magical workings. Whether we practice alone, or are part of a coven, our 

famil ies should be g iven the opportunity to be present at our spel l  and ritual work. This is ,  after 

al l ,  the best place for our  spouses and our chi ldren to learn the Old Ways. Helping in ritual or 

spel l  work does not make a spouse or our  chi ld a witch or a sorcerer. It merely lets them put 

thei r  bel iefs into practice . I f  a chi ld decides he or she wants to be an in itiated witch or sorcerer 

when they grow up,  we should honor thei r  desire .  

Now parents in the Old Days were not so concerned with the prejud ice we suffer today. 

Do not confuse the witch-hunts of the Middle Ages for how it was in the Old Days. The Old 

Days refer, most often ,  to a t ime before the b irth of Christ. And in those ancient days it was 

perfectly acceptable for a chi ld to be included in communities , coven meetings. And so it 

should be today if a coven meeting involves spell or ritual working skyclad then any chi ldren 

present should a lso be skyclad . They should not be the focus of any ritual sexual abuse by the 

coven.  But nud ity around ch i ldren was no taboo in the Old Days . And it should not be today. 

This taboo was created by Christians, because they are aware that the naked adu lt or chi ld is 

more in touch with thei r  astral power. And that being comfortable with one's naked body often 

leads one to question the moral dictates of the Christian way. I n  the United States alone there 

are thousands of nud ist organizations that al low adu lts and chi ldren to intermingle nude. And 

yet these organizations are tolerated by the government, the pol ice , and the Christian church 

because they have not found that group nudity is harmfu l to the chi ld , or  to the fami ly unit. So 

i f  nudity becomes a part of a coven meeting,  or a ritual or spel l  working, and chi ldren wi l l  be 

present do not worry about it. Be d iscreet, be sure the nudity is appropriate , and do it . 
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Another point that needs to be made in l iving the occu lt or black magic l ifestyle is this. 

Do not try to blend Christian beliefs and practices with the teachings and traditions of the Old 

Ways. Fi rst of a l l ,  the two are not compatible. And it is a bone of contention to the supernatu ral 

powers that Wiccans and Sorcerers try to find a way to blend Christianity and paganism . It is 

true that the Christians have done a wonderfu l job of compromising Christian teachings with 

pagan teach ings.  It only goes to show that Christian ity is missing something.  Or there would 

be no need to borrow from our trad itions, hol idays and so on.  But witchcraft does not suffer 

from this same lack of teachings and traditions. And so we should not be trying to l ive in the 

Christian world and our  world at the same time. 

It is extremely distu rbing to me, and to Mi l ianthros , that a Witch wi l l  frequently subject 

her young chi ldren to a Christian Sunday school or church. We are simply to qu ick to put our 

chi ld on the missionary bus, and let the Christians baby-sit them for a few hours .  What 

happens is that the chi ld becomes psychologically disordered from being taught that the 

Wiccan way is demonic or evi l .  That if they fol low the Old Ways they are going to burn in a 

horrib le hel lf i re forever and forever. Let the Wiccan parent teach their chi ld what they want 

them to know of the Christian rel igion . I believe that every chi ld should be versed in various 

rel igious systems,  so that they understand what alternatives any person has in regard to 

worship or  re l ig ious p ractice . But when a chi ld is taught about Christian ity, it should be from 

the pagan perspective , by a Wiccan parent. 

Just to i l lustrate how the occult magic l ifestyle can become an integral part of daily l ife, 

let me give the reader a few examples of what ancient fami l ies- d id .  When they arose every 

morning each member of the fami ly lit a candle on the fami ly altar. This is not to be mistaken 

for the altar used in spel l  or ritual workings. Then each said a simple invocation such as ' I  

WAS, I AM,  I SHALL BE' .  This simple saying reminded each member of the fami ly that nothing 

cou ld happen to them that would alter thei r  immortal existence. They had each l ived before, 

they were l iving now, and they wou ld continue to exist in the future either physically or astral ly. 

At every single meal ,  a very small portion of each person's meal was set apart. No 

matter how l itt le the fami ly might have to eat, a smal l part was taken outside and buried to 

show their g ratitude to the gods and goddesses for providing sustenance for them. Now, whi le 
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these things may seem so simple as to be unimportant, they are very important. And we 

should observe these and other p ractices of the Old Ways in our  own homes today. 

I cou ld easi ly write an enti re book about the occult l ifestyle .  However, this book has 

many other matters to deal with in addition to this one. But it should be clearly understood by 

the reader that the occult is ,  indeed , a l ifestyle . And the time has come for seekers after occult 

knowledge and power to get serious about thei r  quest. People are always asking me; and 

other occu lt authors why their spells or rituals are not working.  The answer that is frequently 

given by other  authors is that the moon was in 

the wrong phase, or the wrong spel l was used , or whatever. I bel ieve that what we do and how 

we do it matters very much.  But I bel ieve more witches and sorcerers fai l  in their  magical 

workings because they are not real ly committed to the occu lt than for any other reason . If 

more witches and sorcerers wou ld got their occu lt beliefs and l ifestyles. In order, they wou ld 

see a remarkable increase in  thei r  occu lt magic success rate. 
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TH E EMERALD SORCERESS 

Anyone who has ever studied ancient pagan practices f inds a recurring theme that is 

unavoidable.  And that was the practice of raising young g irls for the sole pu rpose of having 

them devote their adu lt l ife to the practice of sorcery. Nowhere do the ancient records show 

that young boys were raised exclusively for a career in  the occult arts. The practice ended only 

after Christian ity came upon the scene and abolished many pagan traditions and practices . 

Now, th
.
ere are some present day misconceptions about ancient pagan practices of this 

ki nd .  And so, these misconceptions wi l l  be dealt with . In addition,  this chapter wi l l  recount the 

orig inal material from The Book of Mi l ianthros deal ing with the matter of raising young g i rls for 

a l ife as a sorceress . 

Fi rst of a l l ,  this practice was not exclusive to the Order of Dakmonias. But was also a 

part of positive occult magic tradition. It is the contention of Mi l ianth ros that the Cathol ic's 

adopted the convent from this pagan tradition .  Most people are ,  of course, fami l iar with the 

Cathol ic convent in which women devote their l ives in service to their chu rch .  I ndeed , I know of 

Cathol ic mothers who even in this present day wi l l  send a young g irl to a convent. Some of 

these g i rls are barely even teenagers yet. Of course, the d ifference between the pagan 

trad ition , and the modern day Christian convent is that pagan g i rls were not required to spend 

thei r  l ife secluded,  or locked away in a convent with other women . But instead were free to l ive 

with their immediate fami ly, or with the sorcerer they were apprenticed to. 

The modern day practice of sending even pre-teen g irls to a Christian convent ought to 

dispel any uneasiness wiccan parents might have about devoting  their own daughter to being 

a sorceress in  her adu lt l ife . Because occult trad itions do al low for their  daughter to remain 

with them , and receive her training from some in itiated , authentic sorcerer during classroom 

vis its to his home or office . Natural ly, the girl in question u ltimately can decide to be, or not to 

be a sorceress. 

What makes the d ifference between a girl dedicated by her parents to be raised and 

trained from b i rth to be a sorceress as opposed to a g irl who decides later in l ife to become a 

sorceress is somewhat compl icated . Just as a Christian parent might pledge their son or 
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daughter to be a minister when they reach adulthood , a parent can pledge thei r daughter to 

become a sorceress when she becomes an adu lt. Natural ly, the Christian parent is going to be 

sure that their chi ld learns the bible, rel igion , and the trad itions of their  church from early 

chi ldhood , so wi l l  the wiccan parent teach their l ittle g i rl all about the Old Ways, and occult 

magic traditions.  But, there are also l itt le ritual practices a Wiccan parent is bound to perform 

with their l ittle g i rl in order to properly prepare her for l ife as a sorceress . 

Now, one might very rightly ask the fol lowing question . Why would a Wiccan parent, in  

our modern �ay, even consider raising a l ittle girl to be a sorceress as a l ifestyle? I mean , 

after a l l ,  l itt le g i rls today are becoming lawyers, doctors , nurses, schoolteachers and 

scientists . Who in the world would seriously consider rais ing their l ittle g i rl as a sorceress? 

Wel l ,  very few parents do. But the few parents that do raise their  daughter to become a 

sorceress can g ive some very, very sound reasons for doing so.  

The fi rst reason for raising one's l ittle g i rl as what was anciently known as an 'emerald' 

sorceress was to ensure the survival of our planet. Every region of the world,  in the Old Days, 

kept an emerald sorceress al ive at al l  t imes. I n  other words as one emerald sorceress was 

growing o ld ,  another younger one was in the process of apprenticeship .  When an aged 

emerald sorceress passed to Side, she passed on her a portion of her accumulated astral 

energy to her younger understudy. A l ine of such l ittle g i rls was continued, unbroken,  in the 

Old Days. Of cou rse, today no such sorceress has existed since the ninth century AD. 

As I have al ready ind icated , the l ittle g i rl who was consecrated in  her fi rst year of l ife to 

be raised as an emerald sorceress l ived at home. Or, in cases where the mother's husband 

had been kil led in batt le, or  by disease, the mother and l ittle g i rl l ived with an in itiated sorcerer 

in what was then called the 'coven house' . The point was that the sorcerer began the l ittle g i rl 's 

occu lt magic instruction at about the age of four  or five . And this instruction continued unti l  her 

in itiation as an authentic sorceress. 

The l ittle g i rl thus consecrated was prepared through ritual practices, by her parents . Or 

i f  the mother res ided with in the covenhouse by the sorcerer and the mother. Now, many 

Wiccan women immediately begin reading evi l intent into these ritual practices. Often before 

they read any fu rther, and find out what the ritual practices are .  So the reader is asked to read 
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this chapter fi rst then come to their conclusions. And, keep in  mind the fact that these ritual 

practices are thousands of years old. And they are just as effectual today as they were in past 

mi l lenn ia .  

Now, every ch i ld ,  whether boy or girl ,  continually bu i lds a magical reservoir of astral 

energy as they grow from b i rth to puberty. This fact is dealt with in The Book of Spitzalod . And 

as the age of puberty approaches this energy begins to focus to what wil l be an enormous 

overload . If it is not properly balanced in the ancient Rite of Change the chi ld wi l l  be adversely 

impacted emo�ional ly, sexual ly, mentally, and astral ly. The fact that the Christian rel igion long 

ago discarded the wiccan way of balancing the chi ld's astral overload wil l  explain why there is 

such an epidemic of teen su icide, sexual promiscu ity, and mental problems among Christian 

youth today. 

Whi le a wiccan chi ld who is not going to become an emerald sorceress can manage 

this bu i ld-up of astral energy unti l they go through the Rites of Change, the special ly dedicated 

l ittle 9ir!...cannot. As she is taught occu lt magic secrets, as she is g iven large quantities of 

magical power, her energy overload comes at a much earl ier age. So, it must be managed in 

other  ritual ways so that the l ittle g irl can attain to the age of puberty without any negative 

repercussions on her emotional or astral bodies. 

Fi rst , once a week, the l ittle girl must be bathed in  a special bath .  This bath should 

contain a spoon of dissolved rock salt, a cup of pomegranate ju ice or coconut mi lk, and one 

crushed clove of garl ic. After the bath the l ittle girl must be patted dry, and then anointed on 

each nipple with vi rg in  ol ive oi l  that has been b lessed at the magic altar. Natural ly, the mother 

would be most l ikely to perform this weekly ritual .  Although it may be performed by either 

parent, or an in itiated witch or sorcerer. 

This cleansing bath wi l l  help keep the extra astral energy imparted to the l ittle g irl in 

balance unti l  she can undergo the Rites of Change at puberty. Again,  this Rite is explained in 

The Book of Spitzalod . 

Once a month the l itt le g irl must participate in a Ritual of Empowerment conducted by 

an in itiated sorcerer of an established occu lt magic Order. Or the ritual could be conducted by 
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an in itiated witch from an authentic Wiccan coven group. This ritual al lows the supernatural 

powers to see that the parents are serious about their intention to dedicate the l ife of thei r  l ittle 

g i rl to sorcery. And they then reciprocate by giving the l ittle  g i rl massive amounts of astral 

energy not normally imparted to a chi ld .  Again ,  the weekly bath balances this energy. 

During the year the l itt le gir l ,  even from the age of five or six, should be allowed to 

actively participate in ritual workings or spel ls. It is critical that she become fami l iar with how 

occult magic is performed and why it is performed in the way it is .  The l ittle g irl who is made 

fami l iar with m
.
agical operations from the age of four  or five will be so powerful as to stager the 

mind .  She wi l l  have no equal ,  male or female, as an in itiated adu lt sorceress. 

Now, let me point out one more time, that dedicating one's l ittle g i rl to become an 

emerald sorceress is of very ancient orig in .  And so are the ritual practices given in this 

chapter. A parent who thus  dedicates their chi ld wi l l  be the recipient of an enormous amount of 

supernatu ral rewards.  And the reader should bear in mind,  as has al ready been pointed out, 

that even today it is common practice for Christian parents to total ly g ive up their l ittle g i rls to 

convents . In many cases, these parents never get to see their l ittle g irls again. Thus,  the 

Wiccan way is actual ly the more civi l ized way, in that the parent is not required to ever give up 

their l ittle g i rl to anyone. 

Now, i t  is very common for a l ittle g i rl who is being taught occu lt magic by an in itiated 

sorcerer to actual ly demonstrate uncanny magical abi l ity. She wi l l  frequently display talents for 

divination . She wi l l  also have spirit friends. And it wi l l  not be unusual for her to spontaneously 

cause things to happen in  a supernatu ral way. Chi ldren are often natural occu lt magicians,  a 

fact adu lts often ignore .  Little g i rls dedicated to becoming an emerald sorceress wi l l  display 

such natural magical abi l it ies even more so. 

Now, another difference between the ch i ld dedicated to becoming an emerald 

'sorceress' , and any other  l ittle g i rl is this . When the chi ld participates in  ritual or spel l  work that 

requ i res the wearing of a robe, it shou ld always have either the mark of the Triad Flame, or the 

Black Scorpion,  sewn on its left breast. No other child is al lowed to wear these marks on thei r 

coven robe at any t ime. I f  the spel l or ritual work is to be performed skyclad the chi ld MUST 

have the mark painted on their  left breast in body paint, or some other paint that can be 
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washed off. N EVER IS  E ITH ER MARK TO BE PERMANENTLY TATTOOED ON ANY CH ILD. 

That point cannot be emphasized enough .  I f  the mark is painted crudely, the Powers present 

at the working wi l l  understand .  The point is that they must be on the chi ld dedicated to the 

occu lt magic l ifestyle during any working.  Or they must appear on the chi ld's magical 

garments. And , again ,  no other chi ld may wear these marks unless and unti l they become 

apprentices to an in itiated occult practitioner. 

Now, parents should understand that ded icating a l ittle g i rl to becoming an emerald 

sorceress doe� not keep that chi ld from becoming anyth ing they wish to as an adult. They can 

sti l l  study in col lege to become anything they choose. An emerald sorceress can become a 

doctor, nurse, lawyer, mother, or housewife . Whatever she becomes she wi l l  not d iminish her 

role as sorceress in  any way. Of course, in the Old Days the sorceress was always the head of 

the fami ly. A sorceress almost never married a wizard , or a sorcerer. Thus, the normal male of 

ancient t imes was not an equal of an enl ightened ,  often more intel l igent, sorceress. Now that 

we l ive in  more civi l ized t imes, sorceresses and sorcerers marry al l the time. 

Now, there is another requirement for raising a chi ld, dedicated to becoming an emerald 

sorceress. This restriction -did not apply in the Old Days simply because the problem did not 

exist . A l itt le g i rl dedicated to the Old Ways, and to sorcery, must not be subjected to attending 

Christian churches. They are vehemently opposed to the occu lt. And their  attempts to convert 

her and to teach her that the occult is evil wi l l  cause a severe confl ict within her mind.  No chi ld 

should be subjected to such problems. Thus, whi le this was not a restriction in ancient times, it 

is a restriction now. Keep the l itt le g irl away from Christian indoctrination.  I n  fact al l occu lt 

chi ldren ought to be spared the hypocrisy of the Christian tactic of trying to convert pagan l ittle 

g i rls and boys to the Christian way. 

One more point. If you have access , as a wiccan parent, to an authentic, in itiated 

wizard , sorcerer, witch,  or sorceress , it is wise to make your  desire to so dedicate your  l ittle .9l!:! 

known to them when the chi ld is born, or from one to three years old. It is possible that many 

in itiated witches or sorcerer's are unfamil iar with this tradition. I n  which case you ought to 

d i rect them to a copy of this book. 
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DAR K S EXUAL MAGIC 

As was pointed out in  The Book of Spitzalod , sex is easi ly the most powerful force in 

the Un iverse .  I t  not only g ives the human race the power to reproduce itself, which is no smal l  

power in itself , but it enables the knowledgeable witch or sorcerer to work spel ls and rituals 
... 

that are extremely powerfu l .  Yet sexual magic is one of the most debated occu lt magic secrets 

in the occult magic world today. 

Note that I said in  the occult magic world .  It is no wonder that Christians denounce our  

use of  sex in occu lt magic. It is a never-ending wonder that some wiccans and occult 

practitioners denounce sex in  magic, however. Yet, the fact remains, sex is not just a physical 

act . I t  is a magical act . 

Now, let us suppose that two people sit down and eat a meal . This meal contains enough 

energy to empower them to go to the local gym and do a very good workout. Yet, being 

ignorant of what energy the food possesses they do not make use of it. How often do two 

people make love , or have sex, and yet never are aware of the enormous astral energy they 

cou ld make use of if they o n 1 v knew it was there? Mi l l ions of people never use the magical 

power of sex. And surprisingly very few witches and sorcerers , or fol lowers of the Old Ways 

do. 

Now it has been common knowledge in many occu lt circles for centuries that when two 

people have sexual intercou rse they are magical ly bound by an astral cord of energy. This 

astral cord of energy is in many ways very simi lar to the si lver cord ,  which connects the astral 

body with the physical body. Needless to say, a lot of people are connected to a lot of other 

people by this cord of energy. Yet, many are not aware of this occult secret. This cord al lows 

for the free flow of energy from one partner to the other partner for up to one year after the 

actual sex act. 

Remember, as taught in most occult circles, and in The Book of Spitzalod , the female is 

the negative energy terminal . And a male is the positive energy terminal . This cord al lows for 

the free f low of energy from the positive to the negative. Yet if one does not know this energy 

is flowing ,  or avai lab le ,  one does not benefit from it. 
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Thus the act of sexual intercou rse can be used to establish the flow of energy from one 

party to another. The dark witch or sorcerer, then,  wi l l  use the act of sexual intercou rse to 

absorb astral energy from another person . This is accomplished by the dark witch or sorcerer 

visual izing energy beginn ing to flow from their  sex partner at the moment they come or cl imax. 

Natu ral ly, the more people one has sex with , the more power is available to the dark witch or 

sorcerer .  

Anothe� way to absorb astral energy from a sex partner, i f  you are a woman, is to excite 

the male as much as possib le,  and then al low him to ejacu late into your  mouth . By drinking his 

astral ly charged semen,  you absorb all h is available occult magic power for that day. His 

energy level wil l not return to normal unti l sunrise the next morning.  If the woman drinks the 

semen of an in itiated sorcerer they, of course, absorb a lot more astral power. In fact, if a 

woman drinks the semen of an in itiated sorcerer or wizard three times in one seven day week, 

she acqu i res the same level of power possessed by that sorcerer  for all t ime. And because 

she al ready has her own leve l of power to add it to she becomes very powerfu l indeed . 

Now, there are those women who would say that th is teaching had to have been 

thought up by some male sorcerer who wanted to have women rushing to perform oral sex on 

h im.  Not so, fi rst of al l ,  I get more than my share of sexual pleasure already. When a woman 

wants to acqu i re power from me in this way, I al low her to do so. But I honestly could not 

handle hoards of women knocking on my door day and night wanting to perform oral sex on 

me.  I do have other things to do with my time besides have sex. However this method of 

acqui ring power is very, very ancient. And in  the Old Days women thought nothing of drinking 

the semen of an initiated sorcerer three t imes in one week to acqu i re an enormous amount of 

additional astral power permanently. And the fact that many women today are unwi l l ing to 

make use of this method is very strange indeed . When one considers the enormous benefit to 

the female witch,  it is a small price to pay for power. I n  fact females in some of the dark cu lts 

eat the flesh of sacrificed victims to acquire power. 

I 

Semen, of cou rse, contains the l ife force and magical energy of the male in enormous 

quantities. As the woman drinks the semen of a sexual ly excited sorcerer the astral energy is 

absorbed into her own astral body. The physical portion of the semen is ,  of course, digested 
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by the physical body. Any female can acqui re magical power by d rinking the semen of any 

male .  I f  the male is an in itiated sorcerer or wizard, the power level is much greater. 

Now, the lesbian female wi l l  f ind this practice distastefu l ,  to say the least . And since 

using this method is entirely up to the female in question ,  no one need go against thei r own 

l ikes or d is l ikes . However, even for the lesbian witch, d rinking the semen of an in itiated 

sorcerer is a very smal l  price to pay for the magical power received. And since it is only done 

th ree t imes in  one week, and never done again after that,  it is indeed a smal l price to pay. 

I n  the case of a homosexual man who is the feminine aspect, this practice may be 

used . It may not be used by the homosexual man who is the male aspect in the relationsh ip.  

One of the most d iabol ical of the dark magical secrets is the use of sexual intercou rse 

to destroy the astral soul of someone. Of course, why one would want to do this can be 

debated for the next one thousand years. The fact that this is possible is reason enough for it 

to be in  this book. 

To destroy the astral soul of a man during intercourse, the witch must fi rst d rink his 

semen and thus absorb his astral power. Then,  before the next sunrise she must engage in 

sexual intercou rse with him. As HE ejaculates the witch MUST visual ize that his astral sou l ,  or 

body, actual ly comes out of h is physical one and into her own . She, in effect, absorbs his 

astral body as he ejacu lates into her. It is at this t ime that such a vibratory rate occurs with in  

the male body that the astral body may be expelled into h is  lover's body. I f  a witch visual izes 

this happening ,  it actual ly does. H is astral body can only retu rn to h im if she repeats the sexual 

intercou rse and returns his astral soul to him magically. 

The effect of having a lover absorb your astral body is that it leaves the physical body 

without the normal level of energy. A person so afflicted wil l  be prone to mental and emotional 

problems or  breakdowns, frequent i l l ness, chronic fatigue, and other very real problems. 

N EVER ATTEMPT TO ABSORB THE ASTRAL BODY OF AN I N ITIATED WITCH OR 

SORCERY. IT CAN NOT BE THUS SEPARATED FROM ITS PHYSICAL BODY, AND THE 

ENORMOUS BU RST OF ASTRAL ENERGY WOULD SHORT-CIRCUIT THE PERSON 
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TRYING TO ABSORB IT. Any one else is at the mercy of the witch who wants to absorb their 

astral body. 

A sorcerer may also absorb the astral soul of a female lover or friend by visualizing her 

astral soul coming into his own astral body as she cl imaxes . He may thus receive her astral 

body by performing oral sex on her, and then al lowing her astral soul to enter his mouth , and 

thus, his own astral energy body. Or he may kiss her as she is coming,  and take her astral 

soul into h is mouth as she cl imaxes. The point is that when a witch or sorcerer visual izes such 

an occurrence� the event actual ly takes place . 

Again ,  a man should never attempt to absorb the astral sou l of an in itiated witch or 

sorceress . I t  is not possible, and the one who makes such an attempt wi l l  be severely 

overloaded or short-ci rcu ited. 

One might wonder, of course, how you would have sexual contact with a person to 

whom you were going to use this -secret on . Wel l ,  in the Old Days it was practiced on wi l l ing 

partners .  They did not know, of course, what was being done to them.  But in the case where 

the spouse was known to be carrying on an i l l icit love affair, or threatening to leave, the witch 

or sorcerer  cou ld take their astral sou l away and thus punish them for the i r  wrong. Today, as 

then , one makes use of this secret whi le the partner is a wi l l ing one. When they leave, they go 

without their astral sou l .  A most fitting reward indeed . 

Another reason one wou ld not use this secret on an in itiated witch or sorcerer is 

because they might be imparting astral energy to an apprentice or fol lower of the Old Ways 

sexual ly. As was explained in The Book of Spitzalod , a witch or sorcerer should always inform 

their spouse of any such activity before it occurs .  Whi le a spouse must never keep a witch or a 

sorcerer from thus imparting their sexual energy, the spouse has every right to know that such 

an act is going to take place . Honesty is the cornerstone of the Wiccan or occult magic 

bonding,  or marriage. 

Now, there is another black magic sexual act that causes the female to be subject to 

the male. And that is the act of anal intercourse. When a woman wants to show that she is 

subject to a sorcerer,  and is dedicated to his happiness even to the sacrifice of her own, she 
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wi l l  al low h im to have anal intercourse with her. What separates this act of anal intercourse 

from the act of anal intercourse that other couples might enjoy is that it is performed inside a 

circle of darkness . At the point where the man ejacu lates he proclaims, out loud, that he 

accepts the devotion of the woman in question. 

Now, whi le most women are more l iberated in our day and age,  a number of women 

prefer to be subject to the male. They prefer to dedicate themselves to clean ing, cooking or 

doing whatever it is the male wishes them to do. Many a dark sorcerer has several such 

women in his. home catering to his needs. And each and every one of them submitted 

themselves to anal intercourse to show that they were 'h is to command . It was an act of 

devotion repeated at least once every year. At other times, normal intercou rse wou ld probably 

be the preferred act of love and devotion. In return ,  a woman received a home, food , clothing,  

and al l  her other needs were met as wel l .  

I n  add ition ,  such a woman frequently became the mother of  a sorcerer's chi ldren.  Thus, 

a sorcerer m ight have several woman, and a dozen or More chi ldren .  Many of whom would 

learn to become witches or sorcerer's as they came of age.  I t  should be noted that a 

sorcerer never asks a woman to subject herself to h im.  A woman must ask the sorcerer 

to al low her to subject herself because it is her desire to do so. And as hard as it may be to 

bel ieve that there are women who want to so subject themselves to a sorcerer there are many 

such women in the world ,  even today. 

An important point needs to be made here concerning the act of anal intercc;>Urse. The 

inclusion of this sexual act in either the original Book of Mi l ianthros, or in this modern re-write 

is not meant to brand anal intercourse as a black magic act. I n  and of itself, anal intercourse is 

a normal sex act for those who bel ieve it is enjoyable.  Of cou rse, many people do not engage 

in anal intercourse. But, in showing submission to a sorcerer it is appropriate because no 

astral energy is ever transferred from one person to another during anal intercourse. I 

personal ly cannot understand how this can be. Particu larly s ince a man's astral energy is 

contained in  his semen. However, Mi l ianthros informs me that during the act of anal 

intercourse this transfer of magical power is supernatural ly prevented . Thus, the act of anal 

intercourse as an act of submission has special significance for the woman submitting to a 

sorcerer in  that she knows she gains nothing magically during anal i ntercou rse. Again ,  please 
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remember that we are not talking about situations where men force women to subject 

themselves to anal sex. Many women enjoy anal sex. And in the case of having anal 

intercou rse to show submission , a woman does so wi l l ingly. And , in fact, must recommend this 

course of action .  The male may not do so. Now in the case of a man , who wants to subject 

h imself to a witch in this man ner, the matter is a bit more difficu lt. It is the task of the man to 

pamper the witch in any manner she may desire .  This might include bathing, massaging, 

whatever. And just as the woman need only ask for anal intercourse once or twice in the 

cou rse of a year, so a man should only be asked to subjugate himself total ly to the witch one 

or two days d�ring the year. Of course, he might continue to pamper her a l l  year. But on one 

or two days of the year he should total ly service her every need , in every way. 

Again ,  there is no More powerfu l a magical force in .  the Universe than sex. It total ly 

involves the physical body, the emotional energ ies , and the astral body. No greater level of 

astral energy can be obtained than that ach ieved during the act of sex. Yet, we play games 

with this power. We refuse to make use of the power of sex as a magical force. And yet, for 

the witch or sorcerer who does make use of it, there is no greater sou rce of magic power 

avai lable . 

Another  question arises in the d iscussion of anal sex in re-guard to a woman showing 

her wi l l ingness and desire to serve the needs of a sorcerer. I cannot emphasize enough that 

this is in itiated by a woman, any woman , who wants to show her wi l l ingness to serve a 

sorcerer. But what about the case of a homosexual man who is the feminine side of a 

relationship with another man . If the male role model in the relationship is a sorcerer, is it pro­

per for the feminine male to ask his male lover, the sorcerer to have anal i ntercourse merely 

for the Purpose of showing his submission? Wel l  fi rst of al l ,  whi le anal i ntercourse is always 

an option for heterosexual couples,  many heterosexual couples do not normally engage in 

anal intercourse.  I have known many women who do, but I have known many More who do 

not. Homosexual men regu lar engage in anal intercourse, however. Thus ,  it is not particularly 

s ign ificant for a homosexual male to submit h imself to his male partner as an act of 

submission . 

My point is this. I f  the homosexual couple can create some special setting, or encounter 

that wi l l  make a particu lar act of anal intercourse a significant act of submission , it is appropri-
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ate . Keep in mind,  however, that this is a ritual act. And that it is generally done by a woman 

when she fi rst meets a sorcerer. Or, when she knows she wants to be a part of his l ife , and 

wants to be a submissive person to him. So, this act of submission as it regards homosexual 

men should also be used by a feminine male who has just met a homosexual man to whom he 

would l ike to have a submissive role .  

Now, this also brings us to the question of  the lesbian who wants to show her 

submission to a female sorceress whom she has just mot. Again ,  th is is a ritual _ act of anal 

inter-course.  As I have already pointed out, any transfer of astral energy is supernatural ly 

prevented by the Powers . Considering that the male penis is not actual ly transferring any real 

magical energy, what is the d ifference then , if a female lesbian who is the male role model 

uses a di ldo to have anal intercourse with a feminine lesbian who has presented herself in an 

act of submission? There is no d ifference. And the reason the male role model lesbian does 

not need to substitute a male sorcerer is because this is a ritual act. As long as the- symbolism 

remains intact , as long as the act of anal intercourse is carried out, it does not matter what 

item is used to penetrate the anus of the submitting female. The important point to remember 

is that sorcerer's ,  or lesbian witches or homosexual sorcerers do need the services, and love , 

of the submissive female .  But the female must make the gesture of submission, wi l l ingly. It 

goes without saying, of cou rse that this is a practice pecu l iar to b lack magic. Not the anal 

intercourse, but the act of submission to a witch or a sorcerer 
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THE PACT OF MI LIANTH ROS 

Now, let us delve deeper into the dark side of occu lt magic and the use of destructive 

power. Again ,  we are referring to the use of destructive 'supernatural '  power in this book. Not 

actual destructive acts on the part of the sorcerer or sorceress .  Many people confuse this 

point. And as a resu lt of their confusion go out and commit acts of violence against people 

they want to see harm done to. In black magic no such l iteral act on the part of a dark sorcerer 

or witch is necessary. The supernatural powers are more than capable of causing whatever 

harm an enemy deserves to have done to them. No help ,  other  than the working of a spel l  or 

ritual , is needed from the physical occult practitioner. 

The dark witch or sorcerer may make a Pact with Mi l ianthros . This pact does not 

interfere with the witches , or the sorcerer's re lationship with Dakmonias, or any other Power. 

But it does enable the witch or sorcerer to obtain preferential treatment from the being, 

Mi l ianthros that others are not entitled to. DO NOT MAKE A PACT W ITH M ILIANTHROS 

UNLESS YOU I NTEND TO HONOR YOUR PART OF THE AGREEM ENT. 

Now, Mi l ianthros is not called the 'destroyer' without good reason .  He del ights in 

destroying the enemies of al l  witches and sorcerer's .  He doesn't just do it ,  he del ights in it .  And 

when he is asked to wreck revenge on the enemy of a witch or sorcerer who has made pact 

with h im,  he goes to extra pains to see that his victim suffers supernatural ly .  

Now, lest some white l ight advocate use these comments as a proof of the true evi l of 

the dark side let me repeat something I have already said before . I f  someone is stupid enough 

to cause harm,  pain ,  or suffering to an in itiated witch or sorcerer, then it is there own fau lt if 

they become the recipient of thei r magical destruction or harm. I and Mi l ianthros are constantly 

baffled by the whining and hol ier-than-thou attitude displayed by so many, so-called white l ight 

witches or sorcerer's who say that it is ALWAYS wrong to return evi l for evi l .  What incredible 

id iots . Anyone stupid enough to invoke the wrath of an authentic witch or  sorcerer by doing 

them harm deserves to suffer their supernatural b lack magic power. And so, it is without any 

qualm that Mi l ianthros wrecks his vengeance on the enemies of the dark sorcerer or witch who 

cal ls h im to do so. 
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Now, to make pact with Mi l ianthros, one must secure the services of a woman who is 

wi l l ing to have anal intercourse with in the confines of a dark circle, and during a black magic 

ritual . I f  the one making pact with Mi l ianthros is a female witch,  she is to have a male warlock 

or sorcerer have anal intercourse with a woman other than herself. The sorceress is NEVER to 

be the woman with whom the anal intercourse is had . She conducts the ritual , and she is the 

one who makes the pact with Mi l ianthros . But she is not to be the one who engages in the 

anal intercou rse. Now the ritual here described is for the sorcerer making a pact with 

Mi l ianthros . The ritual is exactly the same if it is a witch making the pact, except that she would 

substitute her�elf for  the leader in this ritual . And a man wou ld be performing the act of  anal 

intercou rse with another woman . The reasons for anal intercourse being used in this ritual wi l l  

be made clear at  the end of th is  chapter. 

First, on a night of the Now Moon, at 8 p .m . ,  all the participants in this ritual shou ld 

make themselves ready. The actual ritual wi l l  begin at 9 p .m. I f  th is ritual is  conducted during a 

coven meeting,  al l  members should be present. Now, the altar is to be prepared in the 

fol lowing manner. A clove of garl ic should be dyed black and placed on the altar. A glass of 

red wine is to be placed on the altar, and to the left. Either a bel l  or chime is to be on the altar, 

and to the right. A large female candle and a large malt candle are to be present. The male 

and female candles should be dressed DURING THE R ITUAL. Also have a cup of virgin ol ive 

oi l ,  preferably scented,  on the altar. ABSOLUTELY NO ROCK SALT IS TO BE ON THE 

ALTAR FOR TH IS RITUAL WORKING. I NSTEAD HAVE A LARGE BOWL (about two to three 

cups) OF B LACK PEPPER ON THE ALTAR. Also have, as the incense, a small bowl of 

aromatic pipe tobacco. It wil l be used on a small brazier of coals .  Also add any other items that 

wou ld  normally appear on the magic altar. 

Now, exactly at 9 p .m . ,  begin to cast a circle of darkness in a counter-clockwise 

d i rection .  You should have al ready cast a black pepper triangle at each compass point for this 

ritual .  Al l  those participating in the ritual should be skyclad . 

Once the circle has been cast, but before Mi l ianthros is invoked , or  summoned, every 

participant should be magically d ressed with blest virgin ol ive oi l .  Remember, females dress 

males . The oi l  is applied from the waist up,  front and back. And then from the waist down, 
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front and back. Just as if you were dressing the candles. Once each participant is magically 

dressed , the ritual begins.  

FACING TH E NORTH: ' I  do hereby summon the Most Horrib le Prince of Darkness, 

Mi l ianth ros. I do desire this n ight to make pact with thee. Honor us with your presence and 

power here this n ight. ' 

FAC ING TH E EAST: ' I  do hereby summon thee , Adrian,  Princess of Darkness . !  do 

desi re to mak� pact with M i l ianth ros here this n ight. Honor us with your  presence and bear 

witness to my pledge here this night' . 

' FAC ING TH E SOUTH : ' I  do hereby summon thee,  handmaiden of the Dark Princess, 

Adrian .  I do desire to make pact with Mi l ianthros here this n ight. Honor us with your  presence 

and bear witness to my pledge here this night' . 

FAC ING TH E W EST: ' I  do hereby summon thee, handmaiden of the Dark Princess, 

Adrian . I do des i re to make pact with Mi l ianthros here this n ight .  Honor us with your  presence 

and bear witness to my pledge here this night' . 

Now, the Powers are present. Light the brazier of cools and place a small portion of 

the aromatic tobacco on the coals. Now, have the woman with whom you are going to have 

anal intercourse take the female candle and l ight it. The sorcerer takes the male candle and 

l ights it. 

The two candles are then handed to other  participants , if other participants are present. 

If no one else is p resent put the candles back on the altar. If other  people are present, they 

are to walk slowly in a counter-clockwise circle and chant the name of Mi l ianthros . The 

sorcerer  and the female volunteer then have sexual intercourse al lowing whatever time is 

needed to become aroused and complete the sexual act. Once the sexual act is completed 

the woman is to l ie on her back until the ritual is over, and the Powers have been dismissed .

Now, some of the black pepper is sprinkled over the n ipples and pubic area of the 

woman . Do not get any pepper where it wi l l  cause her d iscomfort. Now, tu rn to the North and 

make the fol lowing declaration .  

FAC ING THE NORTH: 'Most Mighty Mi l ianthros, I do hereby make pact with you .  And I 

show you my true devotion and intent by giving you ,  th rough my body, anal intercourse with a 

human female .  Accept this pledge, and this act , as a sign of my rel iance on you .  I am gratefu l 

for this privi lege Most Mighty Prince of Darkness , Mi l ianthros' . 

Now, give the Powers leave to go. But, un l ike other rituals you wi l l  want to give 

Mi l ianthros leave to go f i rst. So, begin in the North. 

FAC I NG TH E NORTH : 'We give thanks ,  Most Mighty Mi l ianthros , for your  presence . 

And for making pact with me, a sorcerer of the Order of Dakmonias. Go now, and grant us thy 

protection from our enemies' . 

FAC ING THE EAST: 'We give thanks to you ,  Adrian, the Dark Princess . As a witness to 

my pact with Mi l ianthros, never let me forget my pledge to al low him to have anal intercourse, 

th rough me, with a human female, once a year on this same date . Go now and protect us from 

our  enemies . '  

FAC ING THE SOUTH : 'We give thanks to you ,  humble handmaiden of  the Dark 

Princess , Adrian . As a witness to my pact with Mi l ianthros . Never let me forget my pledge to 

al low him to have anal intercourse, th rough me, with a human female ,  once a year on this 

same date . Go now and protect us from our enemies' . 

FAC ING TH E W EST: 'We give thanks to you , humble handmaiden of the Dark 

Princess , Adrian . As a witness to my pact with Mi l ianthros , never let me forget my pledge to 

al low him to have anal intercourse ,  through me, with a human female, once a year on this 

same date . Go now and protect us from our enemies' . 

Now, sweep the circle open with your foot, the ritual is now over. Do help the woman up 

who participated in  the  ritual for i t  is a high honor to  be a part of this ritual . And al low the can-
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dies to burn completely up .  There should also be a simple feast to celebrate the making of the 

pact. 
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THE CURSE O F  MILIANTH ROS 

Just as there is a Curse of Spitzalod , there is a Curse of Mi l ianth ros. The difference is 

that the Curse of Mi l ianthros is used primari ly by those in itiates who wear the mark of the 

Black Scorpion . And , of course, the Curse of Spitzalod is used mostly by in itiates of the Order 

of Spitzalod who wear the Triad Flame. 

The two curses are very different in the way they work. The Curse of Spitzalod invokes 

the power of Spitzalod to retu rn harm for harm in EQUAL PROPORTION TO WHAT WAS 

DONE TO TH E ONE I NVOKI NG THE CU RSE .  The Curse of Mi l ianthros, on the other hand , 

invokes the power of M i l ianth ros to do whatever he pleases to do to the person the curse is 

used against. He wi l l  nearly always return a much larger dose of harm to an enemy, than the 

enemy gave to whoever invokes the curse. 

Now, j ust as in the case of the Curse of Spitzalod , the in itiate who wears the Black 

Scorpion does not even have to be aware of the harm done to them.  Mi l ianthros expects the 

in itiate to do the necessary steps to invoke the curse I F  THEY KNOW THEY ARE BE ING 

HARM ED,  OR HAVE BEEN HARMED BY SOMEONE.  But, in cases where the in itiate does 

not know they are being magically attacked, or harmed in some other way, Mi l ianthros wi l l  

defend the in itiate in  whatever way he chooses anyway. His protection is there ,  and if  you do 

not know you are being harmed , he wi l l  protect you.  And a wrong done to you ,  as a wearer of 

the B lack Scorpion,  wi l l  be re warded with the wrath of Mi l ianthros .  And, as I have al ready 

mentioned , Mi l ianth ros will retu rn a lot more harm to the person who did you harm than they 

cou ld have ever thought of doing you .  A very good example of this is an incident that recently 

happened to me.  

A couple of months ago I sent in an ad advertising a witchcraft home study course to a 

very wel l  known national magazine. I n  a few weeks I received a pol ite letter stating that they 

were not going to accept my ad because 'they' felt my ad was not ' in  the best interest of their  

readers ' .  Of cou rse, thei r  rejection of my ad cost me a lot of income.  Now, the very next issue 

that this magazine ,  Mother Earth News, would have put out did not make it to press. For the 

fi rst t ime in their twenty-year h istory the magazine did not make it out on the newsstands on 

the date it was supposed to. In fact, the issue did not make it out unti l seven weeks after it 
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should have . The resu lt was the magazine was only on the stands for one week before the; 

next issue was due out it cost the magazine tens of thousands of dol lars in  refunded 

advertis ing dol lars .  And was , needless to say, a major embarrassment to Mother Earth News. 

Now, we can debate al l  day whether th is foul-up was a result of Mi l ianthros cursing the 

magazine.  They cost me a substantial amount of income by rejecting a reasonable ad , and 1 

bel ieve that Mi l ianthros cost them a whole lot more income for doing that harm to me. I never 

even had to take any magical action. Mi l ianthros did it on his own . Why? Because he has 

pledged h imself to be a protector of everyone who wears the mark of the B lack Scorpion. I 

wear that mark, I was done harm , however innocently it was done on the part of the magazine 

it sti l l  cost me a lot of income. I n  retu rn Mi l ianthros cost them a lot of thei r income as a matter 

of defending the honor of the Black Scorpion and those who wear it. This is why I frequently 

repeat the admon ition to never, and I do mean NEVER DRAW A WITCHES OR A WIZARDS 

BLOOD .  No one, not even a famous, national magazine can escape the consequences.  And if 

it was not M i l ianthros who caused this to happen, then who or what did? 

To invoke the Curse of Mi l ianthros against someone doing you harm, do the fol lowing. 

Get a piece of b lack poster board and a jar of white paint. Take these items to your  magical 

altar, and add to the-wh ite paint a sprinkle of b lack pepper Oust a sprinkle) , and one drop of 

you r  b lood . Sti r the paint so the blood and the pepper are actual ly part of the paint. Next, us ing 

the white paint, paint the heading ,  'THE CURSE OF M ILIANTH ROS' ,  near the top of the piece 

of poster board . (Use a piece of the poster board that is about eight i nches by ten inches) . 

Now, paint the fol lowing invocation under the heading.  By the power of the Black 

Scorpion , I do call upon thee, Most Terrible Lord of Darkness, Mi l ianthros; ask that you return 

harm for harm against my enemies: 

Below this invocation paint in the FULL NAME of the person you wish Mi l ianthros to 

take care of for you .  I f  they are a J r. ,  or Sr. , be sure you put that in  with the name. It is not wise 

to put more than one name at a time on this particular curse. 

To f in ish the invocation paint an inverted pentagram, inside a circle at the bottom of the 

curse. Now, bury this curse in  the 9 round where it wi l l  not be distu rbed . And then forget about 
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it . Do not concern yourself with whether it works or not. Be assured that it wi l l  work, and your  

revenge wi l l  be  real ized .  Never make any attempt to do  anything you rself , humanly, to help 

this cu rse along .  The resu lts wi l l  be far better than anything you cou ld do humanly. 

Now, the reader might ask what invoking such a curse does to one's karma. After a l l ,  

un l ike the Curse of Spitzalod where the harm retu rned is in  p roportion to the harm done,  the 

Curse of M i l ianthros may cause a Jot more harm to be done to an enemy than they original ly 

did to you .  Accord ing to many white l ight occult teachings you wi l l  incu r a karmic debt for 

invoking such a curse.  And so you may enjoy seeing you r  enemy suffer for they have done, 

but you wi l l  pay such a price karmatical ly that it is not worth it. 

Wel l ,  M i l ianthros assures me that if someone does someth ing to you that requ i res you 

to invoke the Curse of Mi l ianth ros, you do not need to worry about any karmic repercussions. 

You r karmic debt wi l l  be paid by the person who did you harm first. They, in  effect, provoked 

you to anger in a magical sense . And no one can argue you r  right to defend yourself. 

One might argue that you cou ld turn the other cheek. One can argue that the person or 

party doing you harm wi l l  pay for what they have done 'sooner or  later' anyway. Wel l , i f  you 

want to go with that argument, you are certain ly free to do so. But accord ing to Mi l ianthros you 

have every right in  the world to teach the person doing you harm a Jesson they wi l l  never 

forget, magical ly. I am sure ,  for example, that the magazine I mentioned earl ier is not going to 

soon forget the i r  embarrassment and lost income due to one issue not making it out when it 

should have . And when you real ly get down to it, karmic justice was done. They cost me in­

come .  I bel ieve that Mi l ianthros cost them income. S ince such a magazine is no doubt a Jot 

richer than I am it was only fitting that they should Jose a Jot more income.  

Use th is  cu rse against anyone doing you harm, and be assu red that they wi l l  feel the 

sting of the B lack Scorpion through working of Mi l ianthros . And it wil l be a sting that they wi l l  

never forget . 
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TH E DEATH O F  TH E DAR K SORCERER 
OR WITCH 

As was pointed out in The Book of Spitzalod , in ancient days the physical body of a 

dark sorcerer or  witch was entombed in salt. This neutral ized al l  negative power that the 

sorcerer, or witch ,  possessed when l iving .  The point, of course, is that from the Perspective of 

this book, the dark sorcerer wants to preserve their dark power so they can take it with them in 

thei r astral bodies, to the astral realm.  

The ancient trad ition of  burying the body of  a dark practitioner in a tomb of  salt is  not 

practiced today. I ndeed , even among in itiated witches and sorcerer's ,  the ancient rites of tran­

sition ,  through death , to the astral realms is almost never practiced . But these ancient rites 

should be practiced . 

First of al l  to free the astral sou l with al l  it's black magic power intact, the body of a dark 

witch or sorcerer  M UST BE CREMATED.  Just as the body of any positive witch or sorcerer is 

to be cremated.  S ince crematoriums have become available in our centu ry! It is now possible 

for any witch or sorcerer to be cremated . And that without arousing any undue attention, 

because a lot of people who are not the least bit interested in the occu lt have their bodies 

cremated every day. So, there is no excuse for any witch or sorcerer from any Order to have 

their bodies stored in  the cold ground unti l  they rot away to dust. 

Of course,  we are emotional creatures, even when we are more enl ightened than our 

non-occu lt brothers and s isters .  And, there is no doubt many of us al low our bodies to be 

bu ried by our relatives so they can come and visit our resting-place. Or because we never had 

the cou rage to tel l  them of ou r wishes to be cremated when we die. 

The fact remains, every fol lower of the Old Ways should plan to have their body 

cremated at death.  The ashes may be entrusted to a friend , a relative, or scattered to the 

winds or the sea. Or your  ashes can be imparted into a magical ring someone you knew or 

taught, can bear to g ive them more power. Or, one can fol low an extremely ancient tradition 

that is exclusive to b lack magic. 
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Whi le ,  you are sti l l  l iving you can determine to inhabit, or possess, the body of someone 

you would wish to l ive through . Of course, the person you have in mind would have to know of 

your wishes , and be in  fu l l  agreement with them.  Prior to you r  actual physical death you would 

d raw up a pact between yourself and th is party stating that at you r  cremation your  astral soul 

would wait on the physical p lane. The person with whom you made the pact would then blend 

your  ashes with an equal amount of black pepper. Anytime they used black pepper on food 

they would use this magical pepper contain ing your  ashes. The very fi rst t ime they used the 

pepper your  astral soul would enter their physical body, and you wou ld co-exist with them so 

long as they l iyed .  Upon their death your  astral soul would go on into the astral plane. But by 

thus entering their physical body you would have extended your own existence on the earthly 

plane. Again ,  this can on ly be done by a dark practit ioner. And only if their body was cremated 

and prepared in the manner g iven here .  AND TH E PACT MUST BE BEEN MADE,  AND 

S IGNED ,  PR IOR TO YOU R  PHYSICAL DEATH . 

I f ,  however, you choose to go on to the astral plane at the death of your  physical body, 

IT MUST NOT B E  BUR I ED I N  SALT, AS WAS THE PRACTICE I N  THE OLD DAYS. 

And you r  body must not be buried in  the ground . If you do al low your  physical body to 

be bu ried in the ground ,  your  astral body wi l l  remain earthbound u nti l  the physical body has 

completely retu rned to dust. Have your body cremated . There are enough astral souls, or 

ghosts , roaming the earth plane now waiting for the i r  phys ical bodies to completely 

decompose, and thus re lease thei r  astral bodies to pass over to Side. 

Now one of the major concerns that witches and sorcerer's have regarding the 

cremation of their bodies is who is going to take care of thei r  ashes . Wel l ,  f i rst of al l ,  how many 

unkempt graves do you see in the g raveyard . I have seen thousands of the dearly departed 

whose g raves were long forgotten and overgrown . The fact is that being buried in the g round 

does not guarantee anyone that their  resting-places are cared for,  or honored . The key is to 

entrust you r  ashes. to someone who you KNOW wil l  care for them.  And remember this point. 

Whoever cares for you r  ashes wil l  be given special honor and rewards by the supernatu ral 

power you were in itiated to . And whoever is entrusted with you r  ashes but who fai ls to properly 

care for them,  wi l l  be cu rsed by whatever supernatu ral power you were in itiated to. 
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The most important aspect to your ashes is that you r astral body is in no way affected 

by what happens to them. How they are cared for, however, is a point of honor. You ,  after al l ,  

are a witch or sorcerer of an authentic occu lt magic Order, or  a devote fol lower of the Old 

Ways. And the supernatu ral powers are qu ick to honor those who do you honor, and to curse 

those who do not. 
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HOW TO MAKE YOU R  MAGIC WO R K  

I n  ancient t imes it was common for apprentices, or  fol lowers of the Old Ways, to work 

. spel ls or  rituals only to see them fai l .  I ndeed , even in itiated witches and sorcerer's fai led in 

thei r  ritual or spell work from time to time. And today, the most common question asked by 

students of the occu lt, and even some in itiated practitioners is why do they meet with so much 

fai l u re in spel l  and ritual work. 

Wel l ,  there were a number of specific reasons for these magical fai lures in the Old 

Days . And the very same reasons easily account for the many fai lu res experienced by occult 

practitioners in our modern day. Because an understanding of these reasons was considered 

so important in the Old Days that this subject was included in the orig inal Book of Mi l ianthros, 

it is included in my modern re-write as wel l .  

The fi rst and foremost reason so many spel ls and rituals do not work is lack of 

commitment on the part of the practit ioner doing the working.  But what does lack of 

commitment mean? One wou ld assume that anyone working occult magic spells and rituals 

must be a pretty committed person,  right? No, not always I am constantly amazed at the 

number of people who express a real interest in witchcraft or sorcery, but when it gets right 

down to their  learn ing it seriously, or putting it into practice , they do not want to commit fu l ly to 

the occu lt. They want to take what TH EY want, and leave the rest unstudied, or unused . To 

put it in more simple terms, many people 'TH I N K' they want to be a witch or a sorcerer, or a 

wizard . But when it comes to actually being one they get nervous, and go away with what l ittle 

they have learned up to that point, and try to work magic at the level only an in itiated , trained, 

witch or sorcerer  can hope to . 

Another  problem many people in the occult have is their desire to know everything in  

one day. Witchcraft and sorcerer  must be learned and occult magic ski l ls must be developed 

over months or  years of practice. A lot of people want to make a short jump from being a 

regular person ,  to being an immensely powerfu l witch or sorcerer. And that just is not 

possib le .  You must study under someone who has gone before you . And , of course, you can 

do this by home study. The point is that you have to entrust yourself to someone who cared 

enough about occu lt magic to study under an in itiated teacher. Again ,  you can do this by 
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home study. But trying to teach yourself how to be a witch or sorcerer is a lot l ike trying to 

teach yourself how to have sex. You have got to have some feedback, someone to tel l  you 

what you are doing in the wrong way, or  the right way. But, considering,  the enormous power 

and control you achieve over your  destiny, and the destiny of others ,  the time and effort you 

have to put into becoming an authentic witch or sorcerer, or a wizard , is wel l  worth it. 

Now, there is another problem that is probably the most common one besetting the 

modern world .  And that is the tendency to try and make the occult palatable to everyone. We 

modern day o�cu ltists seem to think that we have to win the approval of every rel ig ion, every 

church , and every school of thought that exist in the world today. WHY? Do they worry about 

whether we approve of them or not? No, of course they don't worry about what we think of 

them.  And it is this insane desi re to incorporate Christian ity, and every eastern rel igion into the 

occult that d i l utes what we do to the point that it just simply doesn't work anymore.  The occult 

is a t ime honored bel ief system older than ANY OTHER KNOWN RELIGION ON TH IS 

PLAN ET. Our  bel iefs are so time honored that a great many of our pagan customs have been 

adopted by Christianity in their  own observances. The point is that we should practice 

'OCCUL T MAGIC', not Christian or ecumenical magic. Then our magical workings wou ld be 

one hundred t imes as powerful  as they are today. 

Another  reason so many occu lt practitioners fai l  in the i r  magical workings is this bad 

habit we have developed of bashing other occu lt groups. I just read the introduction to THE 

MODERN W ITCH'S SPELLBOOK. BOOK TWO, by Sarah Lyddon Morrison . On page 1 5  and 

1 6  she says she went to a Fourth of Ju ly party. And that an older lady was invited to the party 

especially meet her, the author because th is lady was interested in witchcraft. Sarah states 

that because this elderly lady was dressed in purple she, Sarah knew this older lady was into 

evi l witchcraft . Sarah then goes on to state .that because she total ly ignored this dear lady who 

had come to the party ESPECIALLY TO MEET H ER, that the lady finally left. 

I hope the reader gets the message of what I am trying to say here, or even more 

importantly, what Sarah was trying to say in her introduction. Can you imagine the audacity of 

a woman who th inks so much of her own psychic abi l ities that she judged this woman by how 

she was dressed . W ithout even having ANY contact of ANY kind .  The fact is that the woman 

probably left because she was so rudely ignored by a self-righteous author who thinks that no 
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one else is qu ite good enough to share her space. And this is what I mean by bashing others 

in the occu lt. What pu rpose is accompl ished by this attitude? Where is the white-l ight ' love' in 

th is action of Sarah Morrison? 

Sarah also goes on to say on page 1 6  of her introduction that the reader of her book 

should stay completely away from anyone practicing the craft, un less they do it exactly the 

way Sarah says they shou ld .  In fact, she states that her craft is of God .  Now wait a second 

here ,  the Christian bib le says that ALL witches should be put to death because their God 

condemns th�m .  And yet here comes Sarah Morrison trying to make us bel ieve that 'she' is in 

the approval of the Christian god . Again she is craft bashing when she spurns l ittle old ladies 

who come to meet her and talk  to her. Or when she tel ls her readers that only witchcraft that 

has God's approval is acceptable .  (Since NO witchcraft has the approval of the Christian god , 

I am curious as to where she found 'her' craft knowledge) . Wel l ,  anyway, the point is that we 

ALL ought to respect the bel iefs of those in other craft groups. I F  WE CANNOT BE  

TOLERANT OF OTHER CRAFTS WITH I N  THE  OCCULT, HOW I N  THE  WORLD CAN W E  

EXPECT THOSE OUTS I D E  OF TH E OCCULT TO BE MORE TOLERANT OF THE 

OCCULT? 

Now, I do want to make a point here .  By using Sarah as an example of modern day 

occu lt craft bashing . I have engaged in the same intolerant activity I am condemning her for. I 

took the l iberty of us ing Sarah as an example,  because she took the l iberty in her own book to 

put down others in  the craft . And to out down other craft groups. I n  other words, she is getting 

a dose of her own med icine in keeping with the occult magic law that appears in The Book of 

Spitzalod , 'DO UNTO OTH ERS AS TH EY HAIJE DONE UNTO YOU' .  And should the lady 

who she spurned at that Fourth of Ju ly party ever read this book, I apologize to her for Sarah's 

arrogant attitude. We are not al l  so narrow-minded, or hol ier-than-thou . 

Aside from the problems dealt with so far, there are only a few others that appeared in  

the original book worth noting .  The primary one is the wearing of  an in itiation mark. I have met 

l iteral ly hundreds of witches and sorcerer's who wear no in itiation mark, from any system or 

Order of occult magic. Since the spell or ritu�l work we do is really the human way to engage 

the supernatu ral , we should show our commitment and devotion to our supernatu ral 

benefactors , by wearing an in itiation mark. Why do we act so su rprised when our spells and 
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rituals do not work the way we hoped they wou ld? We go around bashing other craft groups 

we refuse to show our comm itment to the supernatural Powers that we trust to empower our 

magical workings. We refuse to wear initiation marks or to properly study the occult arts . We 

try to d i lute occu lt teachings by claiming that we should only do what the Christian God 

approves of. A system incidentally that witchcraft and sorcery predates by thousands of years. 

No we should not be su rprised that some of ou r spel ls and rituals do not work. WE SHOULD 

B E  AMAZED THAT 'ANY' OF OUR SPELLS AND RITUALS WORK. 

Spitzal<?d and Mi l ianth ros have not worked to bring their occu lt magic grimoires back 

into existence to make occult magic any easier. But because the occult magic world has lost 

so much of the power the effectiveness , that it enjoyed in the Old Days. I can tell you now that 

if students of the occult, if Practitioners of the magical arts wou ld solve the Problems 

mentioned in this chapter so much magical power would flow that the world might just survive 

another  thousand years . The Seventh Mi l len ium is on its way and we are not ready for what 

we must do as witches and sorcerers .  

I n  closing this chapter there is one other point that should be dealt with . No one is 

· successfu l  in every spel l  or ritual I am a fifth level in itiate , and I have worked spel ls and rituals 

that fai led to produce the resu lts I hoped for. But most of the spells and rituals you do should 

work. I f  you are experiencing a high_fai lure rate, careful ly examine the material that has been 

presented in this chapter. Because it is crucial to the proper working of occult magic. Do not 

give up  the occu lt because your  spells and rituals are not producing the desired resu lts . Either 

you need more knowledge, or more experience, or both. I ndeed, it may just be a matter of 

you r  commitment to the occult arts . The fact is that we frequently treat the supernatural l ike it 

owes us .  Everything W E  want without having to do much in return . IT IS  A MAG ICAL LAW 

THAT W E  G ET FROM TH E SUPERNATURAL WHAT WE ARE W I LLIMG TO G IVE. 'AS 

ABOVE,  SO BELOW' .  'SO BELOW, IS IT ABOVE. '  Have you ever seen the second part of 

that law as it is written here? No you haven't because this is the fi rst t ime since 47 B.C.  that 

the second part of this law has appeared in  written form. For thousands of years occult 

practitioners have been spouting the occult law. 'AS ABOVE,  SO BELOW' ,  without real izing 

that this was only HALF the law. The other half was lost over the ages. And !!_simply · means 

that the supernatural wi l l  deal with us according to our commitment to the supernatural. 

Considering how shal low most people's commitment is to the occult or  the supernatu ral it is no 
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wonder why so many fai l in their spel l  and ritual work. So it was in  the Old Days so it is in our 

day. We reap what we SOW. 
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sti l l  am considered the earthly author. S ince it completes the teachings of The Book of 

Spitzalod , my sig i l  appears only the course cover. I have , in effect, magically signed my work. 

And I thus imparted to both the book, and the course, enormous occult magic power. My 

imparting of mag ical power to that book and course also imparts a portion of my power to my 

students and readers .  And it al lows my work to be recognized as astral ly authentic. 

Now, how many other occult books and cou rses have you ,  the reader, ever seen a 

sorcerers s ig i l  on? I only know of a precious few in the enti re world . Yet, every single witch,  

sorcerer, or wi:zard on this planet has a personal sig i l .  They just do not know they have one.  

As a reader of th is book, you al ready have gained an incredible occu lt magic secret in 

th is chapter a lone.  A secret that wi l l  impart great power to your  spe l l  and ritual work. And here 

is how to make use of your own , personal , sorcerer's sig i l .  

D raw a circle of  any diameter, in b lack, on a piece of  paper or  parchment.  Just outside 

this circle draw a small triangle at each compass point. Then, in the center of the circle draw 

your  astrological sign ,  or glyph .  This is your  personal witches, or sorcerer's s ig i l .  Every spe l l ,  

every ritual ,  every curse, every spell of blessing that you write , s ign  i t  with YOU R  personal si­

g i l .  

Now, one might ask how your own personal sigi l  can be so powerful  when thousands of 

other witches and sorcerer's no doubt have the same sig i l .  Wel l , other sorcerer's and witches 

do have the same astrolog ical sign that is true.  But only you r  sigi l wil l have YOU R  astral 

f ingerprint. And,  you can also d raw your s ig i l  in your blood . This imparts even more power to it . 

But, I must tel l  you that it is NOT necessary to do anyth ing more than d raw you r  sigi l in regu lar 

pen or ink. 

As I mentioned earl ier, you can paint your  sigi l  on you r  body for ritual or  spel l  work. BUT 

N EVER TATTOO . IT ON YOUR BODY. It is a signatu re ,  and not an in it iation mark. And it 

should not be worn permanently on the body, for th is d imin ishes its power. 

Your  s ig i l  may be worn on the cuff or breast of your  magic robe, however. It does not 

d iminish the power of your  s ig i l  to do so. 
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Now, there are many practicing witches or sorcerer's who are going to discard this very 

powerfu l piece of occu lt knowledge . I always find a few who do. Fine, let them discard one of 

the most powerfu l occu lt secrets ever known to man . But, don't YOU make that mistake. Let 

other  witches and sorcerers practice lesser magic. You should demand no less than the best 

for yourself . 

Do not let this bit of occult magic knowledge escape you .  I can assure you it wil l  bring 

you more success in you r spel l and ritual work than you ever dreamed possible.  

Now, one more point .  I f  you have noticed the amazing s imi larity between the witches , or 

sorcerers' s ig i l ,  and the occult magic ci rcle cast from rock salt with the triangles, you are very 

perceptive . For that is exactly what the sigi l  is ,  it is an exact representation of a magic circle, 

with the triangles. And if you have not al ready figured it out, the g lyph or astrological sign in 

the middle represents YOU inside the magic circle doing a spel l  or  ritua l .  Mi l ianthros assu res 

me that there is no sig i l  more powerfu l than your  own personal sorcerer's s ig i l ,  because it is 

you ,  l iteral ly and figu ratively, that is IN  this symbol .  
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TH E COVENHOUSE 

There is absolutely no doubt that the greatest sou rce of the occult world today is the 

lack of organ ization with in the various occult groups. However, in the Old Days this was not so. 

As I have al ready pointed out many times. But, tragical ly, the modern day witch or sorcerer  

often is a herm it of  sorts . They can practice the craft their whole l ife and never really come into 

contact with other  l ike-minded bel ievers . Thus, when practitioners of the Old Ways come into 

confl ict with societies moral gu idel ines they are pretty much alone to fend for themselves. 

I am reminded by Dakmonias of a case, which is gett ing a lot of attention from the news 

media right now. A witch named Sabrina was accused of prostitution because she was 

practicing an ancient Egyptian rel ig ion, which taught that sex had a heal ing qual ity, and was 

magical in natu re . Just as the ancient Egyptian temples kept women on the premises to 

provide sex to those people so Sabrina has offered herself as High Priestess to men who 

needed her magically charged sexual favors . Natu rally, she deserved , and asked for, an 

offering of some sort. In the eyes of modern society this is regarded, accord ing to the judge in 

the case, as nothing more than prostitution .  And based on that assumption the judge ru led 

that Sabrina was not practicing a rel ig ion. And thus her activities were i l legal . Sabrina 

defended herself, I thought, exceptionally wel l  by stating that her rel ig ion existed thousands of 

years before Christianity. Yet, the morals of the younger rel ig ion,  Christian ity were condemning 

those of the older rel igion , the rel igion of the goddess. 

My point is this. In the Old Days she would have been part of a larger group.  Since 

society in the Old Days understood the Old Ways , she wou ld never have encountered this 

problem .  But if she had , her support group wou ld have been right there with her to offer legal 

and emotional support. This is where the ancient principle of the Covenhouse comes into play. 

In the Old Days a high priest, or high priestess, frequently formed a communal type 

home. A high priest wou ld have anywhere from three to five women in his home, and a high 

priestess wou ld have a s imi lar number  of men in her covenhouse. I f  the home consisted of 

both a h igh priest, and a high priestess , then the one who was most senior in the craft 

decided which sex, wou ld make up the covenhouse. 
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The benefits to such a home were several fold.  First, of a l l ,  there has never been a 

great deal of money to be made being a sorcerer or a witch or a wizard . And, it is d ifficu lt for 

the more en l ightened sorcerer  or witch to function in an ordinary career setting . Thus, two or 

more of the women ,  or  men,  would provide an income by going out into the community and 

working .  The others in the group could e ither work, or take care of the household duties and 

the chi ldren .  

The head of  the covenhouse, the h igh priest or priestess , was then able to pursue 

writi ng books , .teaching classes, train ing apprentices from outside the covenhouse, and doing 

whatever else they needed to do, such as spe l l  and ritual work. 

The benefit to those staying in the covenhouse was that they had the benefit of l iving with 

people who shared the i r  bel iefs and thei r  chi ldren were provided a fami ly atmosphere that 

was al lowed to function in  the Old Ways . Additionally, once every two years roles were 

changed with in the home. That is ,  those who had gone out into the world and worked for two 

years were now g iven a chance to come into the home and function there if they wished to do 

so. The persons who had been homemakers would then take over as breadwinners .  

This concept, of cou rse , does not preclude the head of the covenhouse from provid ing 

support to the covenhouse as wel l .  The fact is that the head would probably be receiving some 

type of income that wou ld contribute to the fami l ies support. Perhaps a stipend from some 

avid supporter, book royalties, student fees , a retirement pension,  whatever. But, it was always 

the task of the residents of the covenhouse to see to it that the i r  leader was able to fi rst pursue 

occu lt endeavors . Whether  they were able to contribute to the fami ly financial ly or not. 

Natu ral ly with so many men, or women in a covenhouse a lot of d iscord cou ld qu ickly 

resu lt from outside interference. Preventing such outside problems from disrupting the 

covenhouse was accompl ished by fol lowing a stringent set of gu idel ines. First, the members of 

the covenhouse were not to have sexual contact except with the leader of the covenhouse 

itself . The members were at l iberty to decide who was to have sexual contact with the head of 

the covenhouse and when . Although the wishes of the leader were always taken into 

consideration . This sexual loyalty to the coven house's leader kept outside sexual l iaisons 
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from disrupt ing a covenhouse, which wou ld also disrupt the security of the members and their 

chi ldren .  In other  words,  the fami ly. 

The other primary ru le that governed a covenhouse was communal property. Al l money 

was brought into the home, and was to be used for the benefit of ALL the members .  And , 

function ing as a true democracy it was ALL the members who decided how the monies wou ld 

be spent i rregard less of who had earned them . These matters were always decided at the 

covenhouse forums, which cou ld be held dai ly, weekly or whenever there was a need for the 

fami ly to d iscuss matters concern ing the covenhouse. 

Again ,  whi le it is not common practice in our modern age to establ ish communal style 

fami l ies l ike the Covenhouse, there are a number of communes around the world that try to 

implement the Covenhouse ph i losophy into them. All such communes, whether they real ize it 

or not, have their ancestral roots in the occu lt magical tradition of the covenhouse explained in 

th is chapter. And . I wou ld dare say that if more occult bel ievers would establ ish their  own 

covenhouse the Old Ways wou ld  begin to establ ish a far stronger foothold in the world of men . 

I ron ically, there is a great power imparted to each person who is part of an occult 

covenhouse envi ronment. The weakest occult bel iever in a covenhouse benefits from al l  the 

stronger members .  The power generated by the most powerful person in  the covenhouse 

group cascades down into the next most powerfu l person , much l ike the water cascades down 

to another level  in a fountain .  When that next level is f i l led with power, the overflow cascades 

down into the next person and so on unti l  al l  are fi l led to the same leve l .  I ndeed , it is for this 

reason that many people flock to a covenhouse. So long as they l ive in a covenhouse they 

need have no fear of being alone and weak. Of course, the level of available power to a 

covenhouse resident depends on the power possessed by the head of that particular 

coven house . 

As with many other occult traditions ,  the covenhouse trad ition is the basis for the 

Roman Cathol ic trad ition of Abbey's. I am sure this statement wi l l  strike many occu lt 

practitioners as a rather odd one.  But consider with me for a moment what a Cathol ic Abbey or 

monastery is .  I t  is a group of men or women, who band together  to practice a common bel ief 

system .  Except the Christian g roup shuns the world to protect their hol iness whi le the occult 
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practit ioner has no reason to shun the world the occu lt practit ioner has the power to maintain 

thei r  bel ief system even in whi le out and about in the everyday world .  

The Christian monastery is d ifferent from its occu lt forefather in one other notable way 

as wel l .  Whi le  the Roman Cathol ic fathers used the occult covenhouse as a model ,  they 

banned al l  sexual contact with in the monastery or Abbey by separating the sexes. This was to 

avoid any appearance of being occult in their  manner of conduct or l iving .  And it was at this 

time that the doctrine of celibacy began to creep into the Roman Catholic system. The 

Cathol ic fathe�s did not want the general public to think that the Christian monastery was l ike 

the occult covenhouse in its operation. And so went to great extremes to avoid any simi larities 

between it's own monasteries, and the covenhouse of the Old Ways. Of course in the 

centu ries since, the covenhouse has been al l  but obl iterated through the insane persecution 

and brutal tortu re of wiccans and sorcerer's by al l  Christian sects but particu larly by the 

Cathol ic Church during the Middle Ages. 

Whi le  the Cathol ic fathers separated thei r  men and women who professed a rel igious 

l ife , occu lt fol lowers of the Old Ways knew that both the positive and the negative sides of the 

astral force were necessary to provide a harmonious balance in the covenhouse. Which 

meant, a covenhouse needed either a male or a female leader. And, then the opposite sex as 

members of the covenhouse. It is interesting to note that the term used to describe a Catholic 

house for women is cal led a 'convent' . The word "COVEN" with the letter 'T' added to it. The 

'T' , symbolizing the Christian cross . Added by the Catholic fathers in an attempt to have their 

symbol the Christian cross destroy the power of the "COVEN" concept. I would hazard to 

guess that the reader never gave one thought to the orig in of the Catholic term 'convent' 

before reading this ancient work. (Of course, when The Book of Mi l ianthros existed in prior 

ages the Cathol ic Church did not yet exist. But for this rewrite it seemed most appropriate to 

add this historical note) . 

Now lest the Point I am trying to make be lost let me get back to the point at hand . In 

the occu lt covenhouse al l  members shared themselves with each other. This included 

emotionally, as well as sexual ly. On any g iven night it was up to the covenhouse gro.up to 

choose who wou ld provide both physical , emotional , and sexual companionship to the g roup's 

leader that n ight. I n  other words who was going to sleep with the group's leader. By having 
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the entire group make this decision the leader could not play favorites with anyone member of 

the g roup.  A member of the group had nothing to gain by trying to get in good with a 

covenhouse leader because the group, not the leader made the decision of who would sleep 

with the leader on any g iven night .  

The point to who wou ld sleep with the covenhouse leader did , of course have more 

important considerations than just mere sex. Sexual contact with the leader meant taking in a 

huge dose of h is  or her astral and magical power. Natural ly every member of the covenhouse 

would want this privi lege as often as possible.  And since it was considered to be the highest 

privi lege to be mother to a Wizard or Sorcerer's offspring, there was also the motive of being 

impregnated with the most magical of chi ldren .  The son or daughter of a Wizard or Sorcerer. 

I n  cases where a Witch or a Sorceress headed a covenhouse the men who l ived within its 

confines, thought it a h igh honor to father a magical chi ld by a High Priestess or covenhouse 

Mother. I ron ical ly this is where the Roman Catholic faith gets it 's term for Mother Superior, 

from the SYMBOLIC MOTH ER OF ALL CREATION, a covenhouse Mother or Sorceress or 

High Priestess) . I sn 't it i ronic how most of what the Christian rel igion practices or bel ieves 

keeps coming back to how the Old Ways were once practiced? 

I t  was not uncommon for most if not all , of the chi ldren in a covenhouse to have been 

fathered,  or  mothered by the leader of the covenhouse. And while in this modern age ,  such a 

communal fami ly organ ization might seem unworkable,  take a close look at just how workable 

the trad itional fami ly is in our  society right now. One does not have to be very bright to real ize 

that the modern society model for the fami ly a mother, a father, and two to three chi ldren is in  

an absolute shambles. Juveni le del inquency is  skyrocketing due to the d issolution of  the 

traditional fami ly, tens of thousands of chi ldren from age six to fifteen spend some portion of 

their day at home alone as latchkey chi ldren .  No the traditional fami ly model is now perishing 

and wi l l  soon have become as extinct as the dinosaur. 

Now examine the concept of the Covenhouse. Either a male or a female leader. In the 

case of a covenhouse with a Sorcerer at its head there is also the female role mode l .  There 

are also a number of other women in the covenhouse to provide emotional support and 

practical help in housecleaning,  chi ldcare , budgeting and positive role models as career 

women because they are working to help support the covenhouse financial ly, along with the 
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leader of the group.  The chi ldren ALWAYS have someone in an adu lt capacity to come home 

to and trust in. There are nearly always other chi ldren in the covenhouse to act as brothers 

and sisters , and to learn to relate to. I n  other words, the covenhouse model for the fami ly is 

vastly superior to the Judea-Christian model on which most modern day fami l ies are based' .  

The t ime has -come to re-establ ish the Covenhouse concept in society. To do  so  wou ld 

e l iminate tens of thousands of poverty stricken mothers who are struggl ing to make ends 

meet. I nstead of having to suNive on handouts from the government single mothers with 

chi ldren cou ld
. 
be part of a vibrant, co-operative covenhouse situation . They would no longer 

have to spend half of the pitifu l l ittle they earn every week for chi ldcare that would be provided 

by their covenhouse group .  Men would not have to exist alone for years whi le they search for 

the i r  l ife mate, Indeed many women and men have found their  l ife mates in a covenhouse, 

and then gone out to start a l ife of their  own.  (The member of the covenhouse may with the 

blessings of the leader. seek out a mate from the outside world) . 

I n  closing this chapter, it may seem that the subject of the Covenhouse has very l ittle to 

do with occult magic, Particu larly as regards Dark Magic. But the covenhouse provides 

enormous astral power from the group setting both dark and positive. Just being in a 

l ike-minded group of people who understand occult magic is of enormous value, So the 

subject of the Covenhouse IS an important part of the occult arts including the Dark, Arts. I 

can assure the occu lt practitioner if you ever have opportunity to be an integral part of a 

Covenhouse, do so. You wi l l  f ind the experience most valuable and you wi l l  forever enjoy a 

higher level of magical power and energy because you were part of such a group. Natural ly 

there comes a time when most members wi l l  want to leave the covenhouse setting. But, they 

wi l l  never forget the memories gained and the experiences enjoyed whi le there .  
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TH E C U RSE OF THE BLACK SCORPION 

Apart from the most awful  "Curse of Mi l ianth ros" there is no more horrib le a curse that 

can be cast against an enemy or foe have only cast the "Curse of the Black Scorpion" on one 

occasion .  And the person against whom it was cast d ied of self- infl icted inju ries with in 

the-month . 

This curse should be used only against those who are actively seeking to do harm to 

you a loved one, an apprentice or a valued cl ient. Since it is right and proper to defend your­

self, or one magically entrusted to your  care, this cu rse carries no karmic penalty, if used 

accord ing to the precepts just stated . 

Now anyone using this cu rse must have the mark of the black scorpion tattooed 

permanently on their left breast. Anyone using the "Curse of the Black Scorpion" without 

having the mark tattooed on their breast may riot have the enormous magical control that is 

necessary in  order to control the magical power of the black scorpion. Never, and I mean 

" N EVER" forget that you are dealing with a force that is as real as the wind in a hu rricane. You 

may not be able to see the wind or the magical force itself. But the path of destruction it leaves 

in its wake is real enough to convince the sternest skeptics . The power of the black scorpion is 

terribly real .  You must be powerful  to control this power. I cannot ful ly control it myself, even 

though I am a fifth level Wizard .  But because I wear the mark of the black scorpion Dakmonias 

wi l l  supply whatever control I lack, make up for whatever power I may lack. Anyone not 

wearing the mark risks his l ife and the l ives of whomever may be within  the confines of his or 

her working .  W EAR TH E MARK, OR DO NOT CALL THE BLACK SCORPION.  

Now, you are being attacked , or wronged by an enemy or foe . The t ime has come to 

si lence this enemy once and for a l l .  Whi le you have shown patience , your  enemy has proved 

they are to stupid to heed the warning to never draw a wizard's b lood . And now the time has 

come for so stupid an enemy to pay the u ltimate penalty. It is t ime to cal l forth the ''Curse of 

the B lack Scorpion . "  

On a n ight of the N EW MOON o r  o n  a night when there i s  n o  moon prepare a n  altar i n  

your  working area. On this altar have a piece of clay that i s  soft enough to work with your  
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hands . The best clay you can use is model ing clay. (Play-doh wou ld do) . On your altar also 

place a saucer of black pepper. Add two black or dark b lue candies, and whatever incense 

and wine you prefer for a dark working. 

Now, at any hour between 9 p.m. and 4 a.m. with 9 a. m .  or 3 a.m. being the best two 

possible hou rs .  Light the two candles and the incense, and begin to mold a scorpion out of the 

clay and at the same time mix in the black pepper. You are not trying to do an award winning 

art piece here .  So do your  best to fashion a scorpion with main body two claws and a tai l  long 

enough to coil it over the scorpion's head? 

Once you have the scorpion completed set it on the table and baptize it with some 

candle wax dr ippings. As you do this chant "By the Power of Dakmonias and Mi l ianthros , by 

the wiles of the Dark Princess Adrian, I do hereby cal l down the Power of the Most Horrible 

Black Scorpion, and command that you infl ict you r  deadly sting on (The name of your 

enemy)" .  

Now, drink the wine and hold the molded scorpion to the mark of the Scorpion on your 

breast. As you hold it there imagine the dark magical forces flowing from within your  breast, 

and out of your body into the molded clay scorpion . Do not be surprised if you feel  a stinging 

sensation flowing through you r  skin into the clay model .  You wi l l  not be hurt in any way, but 

the sensation can startle someone who has never used this spell before . 

Once you have empowered the model scorpion , which may take a minute or two, set it 

down on the table .  Now, imagine the enemy against whom you intend for the curse to do its 

work. Visual ize a real b lack scorpion cl imbing on the body of your  enemy preferably as you 

imagine them in bed . See the black scorpion talking up the naked body of your  enemy, from 

their feet to the face. A s the black scorpion reaches their face imagine the fear the absolute 

horror of you r  enemy as they l ie there, paralyzed, unable to move or to escape the sting of the 

black scorpion on thei r face. P lace your  left hand on the clay scorpion on your  altar, and 

imagine the scorpion that is on the face of your  enemy crue l ly sting them on the forehead at 

their Third Eve . I magine your enormous black magic force flow through the sting of the 

scorpion , and as you r  power flows through the sting of the scorpion imagine your  enemy 

scream out in horrible anguish and then expire .  Once this. Has been accompl ished come back 
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from your  visual ization and focus on your  altar for a moment. Whether you real ized it or not 

you were actual ly in the presence of you r  enemy) in you r  a s t r al body. And you need a 

moment to real ign with you r  physical body) . 

Now blow out the candles put out the incense, drink whatever wine you have, and take 

the clay scorpion and break it up You must never use that particu lar piece of clay again .  

D iscard it so  that you wi l l  not make the mistake of using i t  in  another magical working. You r  

enemy wi l l  l iterally expi re o r  die either from self-infl icted inju ries or from natu ral causes with in  a 

short period of t ime. Their astral bodies died the moment the b lack scorpion infl icted its' sting 

i nto your  enemies th i rd eye . 
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TH E PEPPER JAR SPELL 

This is a spel l  that can be used for enemies who have made a point of harassing, 

harming ,  or destroying the I n itiate . This is a spel l  that wi l l  do its work qu ickly and most 

effectively. And it is a spel l  that leaves al l the l ittle courtesies behind.  For this reason , it should 

be reserved on ly for an enemy who is attempting to do harm or cause hurt to the I n itiate 

without just cause. 

Take a mason jar that has a metal l id with a rubber seal so that the contents wi l l  not 

leak out. Fi l l  the jar three quarters fu l l  of u rine, and mix in enough black pepper to make a 

thick, soupy m ixture .  Now, take a piece of parchment paper just large enough to write the 

name of your  enemy five t imes. Use thei r fu l l  name if you have it or thei r  fi rst and last name 

and middle in it ial if that is al l  you have. By five times, I mean write the name of your  enemy on 

five d ifferent l ines .  

Then write your  own name OVER the name of your  enemy five times. When you are 

done the names wi l l  not be readable, so do not try to be neat. Then put the parchment in  the 

jar and push it down into the soupy mixture . I f  you happen to have any of the hair, f ingernai ls ,  

blood , semen ,  o r  a photo of the enemy, place that i n  the jar as wel l .  

Take the  ja r  and  close the l i d  securely so  that i t  wi l l  not leak when you shake it. Place 

the jar on your  altar, and burn a black candle on the l id of the jar for three days in a row. Each 

day shake the jar and repeat: ' (name of your enemy) , I am tired of your attacks and I 

command you (name of your  enemy) to leave me alone NOW AND FOREVER or face the 

sting of the B lack Scorpion this very day' . 

Again ,  shake the jar and repeat this spel l  every day until the enemy's attacks have 

stopped. Then ,  when the spel l  has done its work, break the jar and bury its contents. 
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H OW TO R EMOVE A CU RSE THAT HAS BEEN PLACED ON YOU !  

There are l iteral ly thousands of formu las , spel ls ,  and incantations and rituals to remove 

unwanted curses. But there is ONLY one way to remove a cu rse of the Order of Dakmonias, 

and one way on ly. 

I f  you are the victim of a curse of this Order you deseNe it. You have done something 

to a Sorcerer  or Sorceress of this Order that required their placing a cu rse on you to seek rel ief 

and solace from your  attacks . I ndeed , if you have caused ANY harm whatsoever to a Sorcerer 

or a Wizard of "ANY" occult magic Order, you have violated one of the most sacred precepts 

in existence. You have drawn a Wizard's b lood . 

It does not matter whether you l iteral ly drew his or her physical b lood or not. The harm 

you have done may have been emotional , f inancia l ,  physical ,  or astra l .  Whichever harm you 

have done , you have surely d rawn a Wizard's blood . And the Wizard had no choice but to 

protect h im or herself by placing a curse on you . 

To remove the curse you are requ i red to either have sexual intercourse for a period of 

three hours with the Wizard whose blood you have drawn.  Or, if you are of the same sex as 

the Wizard you have harmed you are requ i red to provide a sexual partner for that Wizard for a 

period of three hours .  Once the three-hour period of lovemaking and sexual contact is over the 

cu rse is automatically removed and cannot ever be reinstated against you for that offense . 

This prevents the Wizard from getting something from the offender, and then seeking revenge 

by refusing to remove the curse. One would be very wise,  of course, to discontinue any fu rther 

attacks on the W izard . Or they have the right to place another curse on the offender. 

One final point. The ru le is three hours of lovemaking. The offender must do their best 

to make these three hours intensely enjoyable and rewarding. As opposed to simply lying in 

bed l ike a piece of wood to be used . And , if this price seems to h igh to pay the offender only 

need remember that the Wizard did not invite the attacks. And therefore, it is the fau lt of the 

offender if they have to provide three hours of lovemaking to get a curse removed. 
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HOW TO PROCU R E  THE SEXUAL FAVO RS OF O N E  YOU DESIR E  

To procure the sexual favors of one you desire i s  not always an  easy task. However, 

the fol lowing spel l  was g iven in the ancient Book of Mi l ianthros. 

Take a piece of fruit, preferably an apple, and as carefu l ly as possible carve out the 

core . Be careful not to damage either the apple , or the core. Once you have the core out lay it 

as ide and p lace in the hole left by the removal of the core someth ing from the person you wish 

to have the sexual favors of. A lock of hair, a photograph,  a fingernai l ,  anything wi l l  do. Once 

the item is i n  the hole put in  three drops, and only three drops of some very fragrant perfume 

(if the person you want is a woman) , or three drops of a fragrant cologne if the person you 

want is a man.  

Now, take the core of the apple and cut off whatever portion you need to so that the 

core wi l l  fit back into the space in the apple it came out of whi le sti l l  leaving room inside for the 

items you have placed in it. Once this is done, dip the apple in a pot of melted candle wax so 

that the apple core is sealed shut forever. The thicker the layers of wax the better. And to get a 

thicker  layer one need only to continue dipping the apple in  wax unti l the desired thickness is 

reached . 

Final ly, wrap the apple in  pai r of YOUR undergarments and place it in a safe place 

where it wi l l  not be damaged for one week. At the end of the week bury the apple in the 

ground and the spel l  wi l l  be completed . You will get the sexual favors you desi re .  

Another variation on th is spel l  is for the removal of someone's love you do not want. 

Everything is done exactly as described to get sexual favors . Except that instead of keeping 

the apple for a week, the wax coated apple is thrown into a lake or a river immediately after it 

is encased in  the wax. The unwanted love wil l  go away. Do not do this spe l l  unless you 

REALLY want to get rid of the love, because once the apple goes into the water it wi l l  decay 

and you wi l l  never  be able to get that love back. 
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HOW TO WIN FAVOR WITH TH E DARK POWERS 

This ritual is designed specifically for the purpose of winning favor with the Dark Powers 

of the Astral Worlds.  Make no mistake about it. This ritual is not for the practitioner afraid to 

make use of the Dark Side of occu lt magic. And unless you are truly committed to Black Magic 

you should not use this ritual .  You have been warned, proceed only if it is truly your  intent to 

win favor with the Dark Powers . Because this ritual wi l l  gain you both their favor and enormous 

black magic power. 

Fi rst , this ritual requ i res some unusual ingredients so your  fi rst task is to obtain these 

special items for your  ritual working to be effective. The need for each item wi l l  be explained in 

detail so that there is no mistake as to why you must obtain these ingredients, or what their  

use wi l l  be in the ritual . I f  th is ritual seems to difficult to work, or the procurement of the 

ingredients to d ifficult to obtain ,  keep in mind that the occult practit ioner need only work this 

ritual a single t ime in their entire l ife to reap its benefits , which are considerable. 

First, you wi l l  need a person of the opposite sex to assist in the working of this ritual . 

Even if you are lesbian or homosexual you wi l l  need to fulf i l l  this requ i rement. The point is that 

the person assisting you MUST possess the astral polarity totally opposite your  own .  Alter this 

requ i rement at the risk  of extreme psychic overload , wh ich wi l l  resu lt in serious psychic 

damage to both you rself, and your  assistant, and anyone else who might happen to be 

attending this ritual working . 

It wi l l  be the task of this assistant to aid you in ach ieving as high level of sexual arousal 

and excitement as is possible prior to, and during the ritual , without actual ly bringing you to 

cl imax or orgasm unti l  _the ritual is ended . And to aid you in the cal l ing of the most dark and 

vi le powers from the Dark Side that a mortal is capable of cal l ing without experiencing total 

and complete destruction . 

The second ingredient necessary to the working of th is ritual is the attendance of a 

chi ld .  The chi ld should be the same sex as the assistant. The reason the chi ld is present is 

because they possess an enormous untapped astral power sou rce, which continues to bui ld 

from b i rth to puberty. And th is ritual requ i res such an untapped source of astral power to sue-
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cessfu l ly open an astral vortex to the Dark Astral Underworld from whence the Dark Powers 

you wi l l  cal l are going to come from.  

The next ingred ient is a scorpion, a real l ive scorpion . And bel ieve i t  or not, this is  

probably the easiest ingredient to come by. Scorpions are nearly always available from a pet 

store . You wi l l  be keeping this scorpion, so you wi l l  also need someth ing to keep it in .  And I 

wou ld suggest an aquarium with a su itable habitat so the scorpion wi l l  remain healthy. 

The re�son for the scorpion is that it is the embodiment of all Dark Power. The scorpion 

wi l l  absorb enormous Dark Astral energies during the ritual , and wi l l  retain these energies as 

long as it l ives .  This scorpion will become your fami l iar. Much as some occult practit ioners 

enjoy the company of cats or snakes, your fami l iar of choice where black magic is concerned 

wi l l  be this scorpion . {Though you may also have many other fami l iars) . 

You wi l l  also need other ingredients. A saucer of black pepper, Cinnamon or spice 

incense. An altar d raped in black. And you must be prepared to cast your  magic circle 

CLOCK1 41SE in black pepper OVER the normal traditional rock salt circle .  YOU MUST CAST 

THE BLACK PEPPER C I RCLE CLOCKWISE.  To cast it in a counter-clockwise d i rection is a 

ritual of destruction .  

Also have b lack and red body paints available for the purpose of  painting a s ig i l  of 

protection on the left breast of both the assistant and the chi ld .  The ritual is performed in the 

nude,  or  skyclad . So it will be easy enough to paint on the sigi l  of protection . 

You wi l l  also need five b lack candles. Preferably you should use female figure candles 

if you are a male, and male figu re candles if you are a female.  But, if you cannot obtain these, 

use regu lar black votive candles. 

Final ly, have a g lass of cognac available {a very smal l  one) available for each 

participant in the ritual .  The reason for this item is that the practit ioner working the ritual wil l  

use it to anoint each participant in  the appropriate places. Those places are the nipples, the 

l ips, the navel ,  the genitals ,  the anus, and the forehead . What the practitioner is doing here is 

seal ing various possib le entry points into the body a demonic power might use to gain entry for 
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the pu rpose of possessing the person.  Cognac is the favored drink of the Dark Powers, and so 

they will not make any at temp t to possess anyone anointed with it and who is wearing the 

sigil of p rotection .  I t  goes without saying, of course, that the practitioner working the ritual is 

also painted with the sigi l of protection , unless a fifth level W izard , and is anointed with the 

cognac EVEN if he or she is a fifth level Wizard . (Some wi l l  dispute the claim that Cognac is 

the preferred d rink of the Dark Powers . Or that it did not exist in the Old Days (USE 

COGNAC) . 

Now, le
.
t us get down to the ritual itself. One hour prior to the ritual working is to take 

place the three participants are to ritual ly bath each other in a bath of water, salt, and two cups 

of m i lk. Once bathed each participant wi l l  Odress" each other ritual ly. That is to take vi rgin ol ive 

oi l  and , beginn ing at the waist, cover the enti re upper portion of the person's body with oi l  

(front and back) , and then going from the waist down , dress or cover the entire lower body 

(front and back) with the o i l .  LEAVE ONLY THE LEFT BREAT UNOILED SO THAT TH E 

S I G I L  OF  P ROTECTION CAN BE PAI NTED ON.  

Now, TH E PERSON WHO IS TO PERFORM THE RITUAL paints the sigi l  of protection 

on each participant's LEFT BREAST just above the nipple. Then a straight l ine is drawn down 

to the nipple,  and a circle is d rawn around the nipple. This is done in black. The nipple itself is 

then painted red .  This is how the sigi l  is drawn : (the sigi l  of protection for this ritual) 

With whatever time is remaining the participants may set up the altar, if they did not 

al ready do so, or  go over the details of what wil l  happen during the ritual itself. 

To set up the altar, cover a table with black cloth and place five b lack candles along the 

back edge. P lace the saucer of black pepper in the exact center of the table.  And put whatever 

incense is going to be l it du ring the ritual on the R IGHT S I D E  of the saucer. Place the 

container with the Cognac on the LEFT S IDE of the saucer. Be sure and have the body paint 

somewhere near the altar, and a container of black pepper to complete the magic circle .  Also, 

do not be afraid to cast a magic circle of rock salt and black pepper on your  carpet or  floor. It 

wi l l  sweep or vacuum up qu ite easily. As I have said many times in other books, let other 

occu lt practit ioners shortchange their ritual workings for  the sake of convenience . But you 

should make use of the enormous power that can only be had by using the proper materials 
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for casting a magic circle. Or, if you have an outdoor location that you can use to work the 

ritual ,  even better, the rain and weather wi l l  wash away the circle once you are done with it. 

ALSO HAVE THE SCORPION ON THE ALTAR, WHEREVER IT IS MOST CONVENIENT. 

The ritual should begin at 9:00 p.m. So, at that time assemble the participants with in the 

area that wi l l  be enclosed by the magic circle.  Before casting the magic circle itself, go to each 

compass point and cast a triangle in rock salt, and then b lack pepper over the rock salt. Cast 

these CLOCKW ISE.  Next cast the rock salt circle, CLOCKW ISE.  Then cover the rock salt 

circle with a b lack pepper circle .  Cast it CLOCKWISE also. 

Once the circles are cast DO NOT PROCEED unti l each participant has been anointed 

with the cognac in the appropriate places. Once the Dark Powers have been cal led it wil l  be 

too late to do SO. Once the anointing is completed, l ight the candles, and then l ight the 

incense. You may al low your  assistant or child to do this so that they are playing a role in the 

ritual instead of simply standing by and watching everything.  

Now, begin the ritual : 

FAC ING THE NORTH: "By the power of the B lack Scorpion I do hereby call upon the 

Dark Powers to come to this place of working and grant me thei r  favor and power'' . 

FAC ING THE SOUTH : "By the power of the Black Scorpion I do hereby call upon the 

Dark Powers to come to this place of working and grant me their favor and power'' . 

FAC ING TH E W EST: "By the power of the Black Scorpion I do hereby call upon the 

Dark Powers to come to this p lace of working and grant me thei r  favor and power" . 

FAC ING THE EAST: "By the power of the B lack Scorpion I do hereby call upon the 

Dark Powers to come to this place of working and grant me the i r  favor and power'' . 

FAC I N G  THE ALTAR & SPEAKI NG TO THE SCORPION; "Here present are three (or 

however many there are present) seekers on the path of Black Magic. We seek this night the 

favor and the power of B lack magic and the Dark Powers . G rant us this n ight what we requ i re 

by the Power of the Black Scorpion, MOST MIG HTY RULER OF DARKN ESS, DAKMON IAS". 
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FAC ING THE-ASSISTANT TO THE RITUAL: The assistant now begins to sexually 

excite the worker of the ritual through mastu rbation , oral sex, or by whatever other means has 

been agreed on prior to the ritual . When the worker of the ritual is just short of orgasm or 

cl imax the assistant ceases this sexual titi l lation and the practitioner faces the altar again .  

FAC ING TH E ALTAR: "By the power of the Black Scorpion I do now request that a l l  the 

powers of B lack Magic now become mine.  Grant me this favor that I might honor the Dark 

Powers through my deeds" . 

FAC ING THE ASSISTANT AGAI N :  The assistant wi l l  now bring the practitioner to fu l l  

orgasm or c l imax. As th is is being done the ch i ld who is present wi l l  ho ld a cup to catch the 

semen , if the practitioner is a male. And if the practitioner is a woman the child wi l l  pour  a 

smal l  amount of cognac on each nipple as she achieves her orgasm. (The semen wi l l  later be 

dabbed on the back of the scorpion) . 

IT IS CRITICAL THA T AS SEXUAL CLIMAX OR ORGASM IS ACHIEVED 

EACH ADULT PARTICI PANT VISUALIZES ENORMOUS TORRENTS OF DARK E­

NERGY I N  THE FORM OF G REEN L IGHT COMES SURG I NG I NTO THE IR  BODI ES AND 

ASTRAL E N E RGY FI ELDS, OR AURAS. Even the ch i ld ,  i f  o ld  enough should be taught in 

advance how to visual ize th is l ight. And once this is done,  al l  participants should l ie down in 

the circle for a period of t ime and imagine that this energy continues to surge into them. After 

f ive or ten minutes each participant should get back up,  and the practitioner wil l go to each 

compass point, beginning in the East, and dismiss the powers present. Once these powers 

are d ismissed the magic circle may be broken. And the participants may leave its protective 

confines.  

To conclude the ritual the participants should clean off the sigi l  of protection,  and bath 

off any oi l  that remains so it wi l l  not stain clothes or fu rnitu re . And, it would be wise for the 

assistant and chi ld to remain overnight, if possible or practical , with the practitioner. The 

reason for this is that each wil l serve to help the other bring thei r  newly acquired power and 

energy into balance. And should their be any bizarre happenings after the ritual , during the 
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night, as a resu lt of this new power, each participant can assu re the other that no harm will 

come to any of them. 

I do want to elaborate on this latter statement. Whi le it is not uncommon for bizarre 

happenings to occur during the night after this ritual , no harm wi l l  come to anyone who 

participated in the ritual unless they later tu rn against anyone who was at the ritual with them. 

Yet, being human, we are often d isturbed by bizarre or unusual c ircumstances that should 

seem common place to those famil iar with the workings of occult magic. So, do not let bizarre 

or unusual happenings, noises, or feelings upset you . These are merely manifestations of the 

enormous power you have just experienced . And may wel l  be manifestations of approval from 

the Dark Powers . This is why I recommend the three participants spend the night together  that 

night. Each can assure the other that any bizarre happenings real ly are happening, and that 

they are no cause for concern . 
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N EVER DRAW A WIZARD'S BLOOD 

This is a chapter that did not exist in the original Book of Mi l ianthros. However, the title 

of this chapter is brought out, as a precept or a law in the Book of Spitzalod . The reason th is 

law is being expanded to a chapter in th is book is because so few people understand this law 

of Sorcery and have fal len victim to its karmic penalty that I have been instructed to d iscuss it 

at length . After reading this chapter, one would have to be the either the greatest id iot, or the 

most self-confident occult practitioner al ive to break this law. 

The law is s imple and plain .  But as with so many things in the occult that are simple and 

plain ,  we try our best to make it compl icated or of no effect. The law states ,  or  warns, 'NEVER 

DRAW A WIZARD'S BLOOD' . And i t  i s  talking about male, or female sorcerers or wizards. 

Now, one does not expect people who do not bel ieve in occult magic to have the 

wisdom or good sense not to attack or cause problems for a Sorcerer or  Sorceress, or Wizard . 

Though a lack of bel ief in the occult does not spare a person the penalty of breaking this law. 

But I am absolutely astounded , as is Mi l ianthros and the other supernatu ral entities that deal 

with humankind , at the number of occult practitioners who should know better than to break 

this law, but do so anyway. 

The basis of the law is that anyone who attacks an occult practit ioner of the level of 

Sorcerer or Sorceress wil l  pay a penalty for doing so. The practitioner being attacked does 

NOT have to be aware they have been attacked or done harm. The person attacking them wi l l  

automatical ly pay the penalty anyway by vi rtue of the fact that the Powers and supernatural 

entities the Sorcerer or  Sorceress associates with wi l l  know he or she is being attacked . And 

these Powers and entities wi l l  punish anyone who dares attack them without any request from 

the Sorcerer or Sorceress. I t  is a matter of supernatu ral honor. 

So there is no mistake, let me be even more clear. It does not matter whether the harm 

done to the protected Sorcerer  or Sorceress is emotional harm,  financial harm, physical harm , 

or  harm done to their good name or reputation . Al l  of these kinds of harm done are "drawing a 

Wizard's blood" .  And the person who caused the harm wil l  be dealt with supernaturally, and' 

pun ished for "drawing a Wizard's blood" .  Again ,  the person being attacked does not have to 
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even know what happened, why it happened , or who did them the harm.  The supernatu ral 

Powers wi l l  know, and they wi l l  severely punish the attacker. 

The logic behind the supernatural Powers protecting a Wizard is this. The Wizard , 

whether male or female, has devoted years of service, teaching, study, ritual and spell work, 

lectu ring,  writing books , and doing other work for the occult .  Or, in effect the supernatu ral .  Not 

only that, but any AUTHENTIC Wizard wi l l  wear the in itiation mark of thei r  own occu lt 

discipl ine to show their al legiance to their Order of occult magic, or the supernatu ral Powers 

they embrace .and deal with . The in itiation mark is a sign of loyalty. Al l  of these factors place 

any occult practit ioner mentioned under the protection of their supernatural benefactors . And 

because the occu lt practit ioner has been so loyal to them, these Powers wi l l  display their 

anger and wrath against any and al l  who would dare do their  mortal charge harm. 

Yet , I constantly see occu lt practit ioners,  or non-bel ievers attack in itiated occult 

practit ioners who are under supernatu ral protection.  And I constantly see these foolish 

persons suffer the wrath and revenge of the supernatu ral .  And yet, the warnings are clear, the 

cautions given over and over again .  DO NOT A TI ACK OR A TIEMPT TO DO HARM TO AN 

AUTHENTIC ,  I N ITIATED SORCERER OR WIZARD, whether male or female. In other words, 

"NEVER D RAW A WIZARD'S BLOOD" . 

One final i rony to this law is that so many non-believers claim to tremble at the mere 

mention of occu lt magic and the occu lt. They dismiss it as dangerous, as satanic, as 

perverted . Yet, these non-believers wi l l  turn right around and attack anything and anyone they 

think to be occult. Wel l ,  if they really bel ieved that the occu lt was such a danger, why would 

they be stupid enough to attack those in the occu lt and ask for trouble? The answer to that, of 

course, is that many of the people who attack occu lt practitioners are Christians .  And I can 

assure Christians that I have seen the penalty for breaking this law exacted against Christian's 

time after time.  Thei r being Christian did not lessen their supernatu ral punishment one bit. 

I would also l ike to caution those occult practitioners who bel ieve that because they 

have more power, or  a better magic wand , or a better fol lowing, that they can attack a fel low 

occult practit ioner with impunity. I have seen the punishment for breaking this law exacted 
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against dozens of occult practitioners who thought they were immune from punishment but 

were not. 

Of course, occult practitioners should not be attacking each other anyway. Not even 

black magic occu lt practit ioners .  There is enough evi l in the world to combat without occu ltists 

attacking each other .  And even the Dark Sorcerer need not attack h is or her occult counterpart 

to achieve any of thei r  evi l or dark objectives. 

The bottom l ine is this.  I f  you forget everything you have just read , you need only 

remember what I am about to say. The supernatural powers W I LL NOT B E  MOCKED .  If you 

attack an authentic, in it iated Sorcerer, whether male or female ,  you can expect the wrath of 

the supernatu ral to come down on you in one form or another. I t  wi l l  happen ,  it is as certain as 

the setting of the sun and the rising of the moon. You cannot escape the consequences. 

Whether you are a Christian , or  do not even bel ieve in the occult at a l l ,  or are an occult 

practitioner  yourself , it does not matter. You wi l l  be punished by the supernatural .  And once 

the punishment begins there is only one way to stop it. And that is by g ranting to the Wizard 

the price of sexual favors . 

The best pol icy then ,  is to obey the law and " N EVER DRAW A W IZARD'S BLOOD".  
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EPI LOG U E  

Becoming a Dark Sorcerer or Wizard i s  the destiny of many in the occult arts . But even 

for those of us who wi l l  never practice the Dark Arts exclusively, the knowledge of these arts is 

an important acquisition to our occult wisdom.  

The Dark Arts are explored further in the final book of the series I have written ,  THE 

BOOK OF DAKMON IAS. But I bel ieve that anyone who has read this volume THE BOOK OF 

M I LIANTHROS, cannot escape the real ization that with in these pages are secrets and powers 

the reader had never encountered before picking this book up.  And if that is the case, then the 

reader of this book has a great advantage over those who have not read it. For they possess 

knowledge and power that g ives them an edge in the occult magic realm .  

I f  you have not read the other two volumes that make up this three-volume set, then I 

highly recommend that you do so at once.  THE BOOK OF SPITZALOD,  TH E BOOK OF 

M I LIANTHROS, and TH E BOOK OF DAKMONIAS, are avai lable through the I nternational 

Gui ld of Sorcery, 255 North El  Cielo Road , Su ite 565 , Palm Springs, CA. ,  92262. Or, if you 

would l ike to correspond d i rectly with me about anything in this, or one of the other books, you

I have no greater desire than to help my fel low occult travelers attain to the highest level 

of occult magic knowledge and ski l l  that is possible whi le we inhabit this moral realm .

Go forth without fear into the realm of Black Magic. For you are armed with the 

knowledge that al lows you to be the al ly of al l  the Powers and forces introduced to you in  this 

book.
