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[image: ]here are already many books on the Tarot, so why read 
this one? Primarily because this text presents the Tarot in 
language that is plain and simple, with basic, easily 
understandable definitions of the cards. The goal has been to 
remain close to the source and to let the Tarot speak for itself. 
The content of this book is based on existing literature about 
the Tarot and on many years of recording my own experiences 
with the cards.
I asked several friends to examine this text for user-friendliness. They found the descriptions to be clear and easy to follow, 
even for a complete newcomer to the Tarot. Most importantly, 
those who have previewed this book have found the definitions 
of the cards to serve as a rapid and reliable guide to Tarot interpretation, both for novices and for those with prior experience 
using the cards.
Why learn about the Tarot? Mainly because the Tarot is an 
excellent method for turning experience into wisdom. At its 
essence, the Tarot deals with archetypal symbols of the human 
situation, symbols we can relate to our own lives that help us 
better understand ourselves. In studying the Tarot we connect ourselves to the mythical basis of our lives, contacting the gods 
within us. Consulting the Tarot about a troubling situation usually gives us a fresh perspective. In every Tarot reading we ask 
how the cards relate to our lives and what we have learned from 
the consultation.


A study of the Tarot awakens our intuitive abilities. We should 
select a deck that appeals to our imagination and then learn to 
associate the various symbols on the cards with meanings that 
will form the basis of our understanding of the Tarot. As we learn 
more, our experience will add to this basic definition to further 
expand our grasp of what the Tarot can teach us. This process 
requires a certain amount of work and memorization but, with 
practice, the significance of the cards becomes second nature. At 
some point we have the experience that the symbols on the cards 
and their positions in a spread suggest a meaning that does not 
occur in the textbooks. We must pay close attention to such 
experiences because they indicate that our intuition has been 
stimulated and is offering a solution to the problem at hand.
After studying the textbooks, we come to realize that, in a 
particular reading for a particular person and circumstance, the 
cards mean what our intuition and experience tell us they mean. 
There are no immutable or absolute meanings for any of the 
cards; the basic definitions here should only serve as a general 
basis for your own definitions. In a good reading our inner voice 
suggests nuances of meaning that we may never have considered 
before. Such a state of intuitive awareness of the archetypal significance of the cards comes only after a period of disciplined 
learning and practice.
If we are reading for someone else, we must keep our explanations as clear and simple as possible. We should avoid jargon 
and metaphysical mumbo-jumbo. If our clients have never 
heard of the Golden Dawn, the Cabala, Jungian archetypes, or 
whatever, we do not need to confuse the issue with unnecessarily technical ideas. If we comprehend the meaning of the 
spread, we will be able to convey our understanding in plain 
English. If we don't understand what we see in the cards, we 
should say so. A Tarot reader has no obligation to be all-knowing, and the reader must always be respectful and honest with the 
client. The value of what we and the cards have to say to a particular client depends on whether the client finds our comments 
useful in gaining perspective on his or her situation. Some readings are extremely helpful and others are simply off-target.


Keeping these words of advice in mind, the reader is now 
encouraged to proceed with the text and to enjoy learning the 
secrets of the Tarot. Best of luck on your journey!
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[image: ]or those who believe that science can explain all natural 
occurrences through cause and effect, the idea of a spiritual 
dimension to the universe may seem inconceivable. 
Limited to rigorous mathematical laws and a deterministic 
view of reality, science typically views intuitive ability, a higher 
self, or a spiritual world as superstition and false belief. 
Nonetheless, simply because spirituality is outside the scope of 
science does not exclude it from playing an important role in 
people's lives.
The Tarot is a tool for awakening our intuitive faculties, for 
putting us in touch with our inner world. It is a metaphorical 
system that leads us on the path of the mythical hero, a path of 
adventure and self-discovery. By tapping into the archetypal 
symbols on the Tarot cards as they relate to our everyday 
concerns, we can explore our personal mythologies and more 
clearly see the realities of our lives.
In essence, the Tarot is a device for meditation, reflection, 
contemplation, problem analysis, brainstorming, decision clarification, stimulation of intuition, self-understanding, spiritual 
growth, and divination. The cards of the Tarot allow us to tap into a dimension of the universe that may otherwise be inaccessible. They are not necessarily predictive but often turn out to be 
so. They always offer an alternative view and a new perspective 
on the problems in our lives.


The Tarot deck consists of seventy-eight cards that are similar 
to modern playing cards. The Tarot contains three types of 
cards: the twenty-two Trumps, the forty Pips, and the sixteen 
Court cards. There are twenty-two Major Arcana (Greater 
Secrets) or Trumps and fifty-six Minor Arcana (Lesser Secrets) 
made up of forty Pip cards and sixteen Court or People cards.
The twenty-two Major Arcana Trumps depict in allegorical 
images the steps on the Fool's journey to enlightenment. The 
Major Arcana represents situations and inner states of profound 
personal, spiritual, and archetypal significance.
The forty Pip cards include four suits (Wands, Pentacles, 
Swords, Cups) of ten cards each. In the symbolism of the Tarot, 
the Pip cards represent typical situations and emotional states, 
all the stuff of daily life: our everyday events and struggles, our 
attitudes, our beliefs, and our typical behaviors.
The sixteen Court or People cards consist of Kings, Queens, 
Knights, and Pages of each of the four suits. The Court cards 
represent our web of relationships, often representing actual 
people in our lives. In addition, they signify aspects of ourselves, 
our traits, our talents, our faults, and how we relate to others. 
Kings and Queens suggest people of stature and authority, our 
elders, our parents, et cetera. Knights suggest activity, courage, 
energy, and the drive to take action. Pages represent children 
and young people, often bearing news and information.
In summary, there are a total of seventy-eight cards in the 
Tarot deck consisting of:
A. The twenty-two Major Arcana or Trump cards depicting 
the Fool's journey toward enlightenment, and
B. The fifty-six Minor Arcana cards consisting of:
(1) The forty Pip cards (Ace through ten of each suit), and
(2) The sixteen Court cards (Page, Knight, Queen, and 
King of each suit).


Early History
Historical records of Tarot decks date from the fourteenth century; according to Tarot expert Arthur E. Waite, there is no history of the Tarot prior to that date. Some Tarot enthusiasts 
claim that the Tarot dates back thousands of years, but there is 
no scholarly evidence to support this view.
People used the early Tarot decks for card games and gambling. The earliest existing mention of Tarot cards occurs in the 
year 1332, when King Alfonse XI of Leon and Castile issued a 
proclamation against their use. The Roman Catholic Church also 
condemned the Tarot as a device of the devil and referred to the 
cards as "the Devil's Bible" or "the Devil's Picture Book."
The name Tarot may derive from the fourteenth-century 
Italian decks called tarocchi, meaning "triumphs" or "trumps." 
These decks, consisting of seventy-eight cards divided into four 
suits plus twenty-two trump cards, were used to play a game 
called tarok. The French absorbed the Italian word tarocchi into 
their language as the French tarot, and the sixteenth-century 
Parisian card makers called themselves tarotiers. In Germany 
there also existed a card game called tarock.
Part of the popularity of the Tarot springs from the intriguing 
pictures of the twenty-two Major Arcana cards. One theory suggests that the Major Arcana were originally a form of ars memo- 
rativa, a Renaissance pictorial memory system used to teach initiates of occult disciplines.
Widespread written material was unavailable until Gutenberg's 
invention of the printing press in 1436. The masses did not 
learn to read or write until well after the Reformation, and literacy was not a societal norm until the twentieth century. In the 
absence of general literacy, the symbols and pictures of the 
Tarot, with their allegorical references to archetypal myths and 
images, captured the popular imagination. Like the apple in the 
Garden of Eden, the forbidden nature of the Tarot further 
enhanced its appeal.
At some point people began to use the cards for fortune 
telling. Playing cards readily lent themselves for divination in 
Western culture, with its long history of using anything that can be randomized and interpreted symbolically to predict the 
future. From the fourteenth century onward, the Gypsies used 
the Tarot for fortune telling and spread this practice in their 
nomadic wanderings throughout Europe.


With the modern shift in popular thought to a scientific 
worldview, divination fell into ill repute. Modern Tarot writers 
tend to focus on the use of the cards for self-understanding and 
self-actualization. Yet, most people who work with the Tarot 
eventually realize that the cards have an uncanny tendency to 
indicate future events. Whether you use the cards for divination, 
to awaken your imagination, or to foster spiritual growth, studying the Tarot is an exciting journey.
The Golden Dawn
The nineteenth and early twentieth centuries saw a resurgence of 
interest in occult disciplines, including astrology, the Tarot, ritual 
magic, the Hebrew Cabala, Gnosticism, geomancy, et cetera. The 
magical order of the Golden Dawn was the most influential group 
to spearhead this movement. The writings of the members of the 
Golden Dawn continue to influence occultism to the present day.
Arthur Edward Waite, a member of the Golden Dawn, published his famous book, The Pictorial Key to the Tarot, in 1910. 
Waite commissioned artist and dramatist Pamela Coleman Smith 
to create a Tarot deck under his direction. Waite used symbols 
from a variety of occult philosophies to design his cards. The 
Waite deck has become the most popular and influential Tarot 
deck of the twentieth century.
Jung and the Tarot
The correspondence between the random distribution of Tarot 
cards in a layout and the events in a human life is a matter of 
mystery. Modern science, lacking explanatory concepts for such 
phenomena, prefers to believe they are products of superstition. 
In contrast, psychoanalyst Carl Jung (1875-1961) offers an 
explanation based on the principle of synchronicity, or meaningful coincidence.


In his practice of psychoanalysis, Jung noticed that events in 
the outside world often corresponded symbolically with the psychological states of his patients. He noted that sometimes these 
meaningful coincidences gave the "impression that there is a sort 
of foreknowledge of the coming series of events." Jung argued 
that the synchronistic coincidences were improbable chance 
happenings whose "only recognizable and demonstrable link 
between them is a common meaning, or equivalence." He 
likened his idea of synchronicity to Leibniz's concept of preestablished harmony (the belief that the universe follows a 
divine plan) and to the ancient Greek idea of cosmic sympathy 
or correspondence (the belief that the same laws that apply to 
the greater universe also apply to human affairs).
A Picture of the Moment
In developing his theories, Jung researched ancient systems of 
divination, including the I Ching, the Tarot, and astrology. 
Writing about the Chinese divinatory system the I Ching, or Book 
of Changes, Jung said that modern science "is based upon the 
principle of causality, and causality is considered to be axiomatic 
truth. . . . While the Western mind carefully sifts, weighs, 
selects, classifies, isolates, the Chinese picture of the moment 
encompasses everything down to the minutest nonsensical 
detail, because all of the ingredients make up the observed 
moment." Like the I Ching or the astrological chart, the Tarot 
spread is also a "picture of the moment" encompassing a crosssection of the space-time continuum that is an integral part of 
the entire fabric of space-time.
The idea of a space-time continuum comes from Albert 
Einstein's theory of relativity. Einstein rejected the idea that 
space (length, width, and height) and time are unrelated and 
separate concepts. Instead, he reasoned that space and time are 
really different dimensions of the same universe. In other words, 
time is an essential aspect of being and we cannot describe anything that exists without referring to the time when it exists. The 
time that something comes into being is an essential part of its 
make-up and identity. If you had the same physical body but were born into a different time period, you would be a different 
person than you are today. Divinatory arts like the Tarot and 
astrology help us to gain access to the quality or nature of the 
time under consideration.


Jung wrote of the Tarot that "the set of pictures on the Tarot 
cards [are] distantly descended from the archetypes of transformation." He described the Tarot as part of a symbolic process 
that is "an experience in images and of images." According to 
Jung, the symbolic process begins when we encounter a blind 
alley or impossible situation. Jung regarded the goal of the study 
of the Tarot (or of any symbolic process) to be "illumination or 
higher consciousness, by means of which the initial situation is 
overcome on a higher level." Many modern Tarot experts regard 
the use of the cards as a means to get in touch with the archetypal wisdom of the collective unconscious, from which we may 
access fundamental images depicting the human condition.
The Need for a Mood of Faith and Optimism
Jung also took note of parapsychology researcher J. B. Rhine's 
finding that the mood of the subject plays a determining role in 
success at ESP experiments. Rhine noticed that subjects who initially did well at guessing hidden patterns did worse the longer 
they persisted at the task.
Based on his research, Rhine correlated the subject's worsening mood with the subject's poorer performance at the ESP 
experiment. As Jung put it, "an initial mood of faith and optimism makes for good results." The less interested the subject 
becomes, the more skeptical or resistant to the experiment, and 
the worse the results become. According to Jung, "the affective 
factor has the significance simply of a condition which makes it 
possible for the phenomenon to occur, though it need not." 
Rhine's and Jung's observation that a mood of positive expectation improves psychic awareness has important implications for 
the optimal use of the Tarot.
Psychological Projection and the Tarot
If Jung's concept of synchronicity helps us understand the divinatory potential of the Tarot, the theory of modern psychological projective testing helps us understand the Tarot's use for selfunderstanding. Most of us are familiar with the Rorschach ink 
blot test or the Thematic Apperception Test, where a series of 
ambiguous pictures are presented to the subject, who is then 
asked to state what he or she sees in the cards. The trained 
psychologist interprets the subject's responses and provides a 
psychological profile based on the content and pattern of those 
responses. The Tarot cards function like the Rorschach ink blots 
or the TAT pictures in providing ambiguous stimuli onto which 
we can project the contents of our psyches. If we contemplate 
our projections, we can learn much about the inner workings of 
our minds.


Writing in New Realities magazine (May/June 1990), biochemist L. J. Shepherd explained how the Tarot furthers her 
process of self-understanding:
Readings help me confront myself in a spirit of optimism. 
They bring up points of view I had not considered and 
often surprise me with a profound response to a superficial question. They remove me from the echo chamber of 
my own circular thoughts and give me a way to focus on 
a particular issue, a way to dialogue with myself. Just as 
the progress and direction of science is determined by 
the question we ask, so is our personal growth. Our 
questions express our vision, lead us into the future, 
focus a light in the realm of the unknown. Zen masters 
do not teach by lecturing. They wait until the student 
asks a question; only then is the student ready to hear 
the answer and mature enough to use the knowledge.
The Barnum Effect
Not all scientists are as open-minded or spiritually attuned as 
biochemist L. J. Shepherd. Writing in New Scientist magazine 
(December 3, 1988), Christopher Joyce forecast dire consequences to the entire fabric of society because of interest in the 
New Age disciplines. Mr. Joyce warned of "harm to be done 
when a large portion of the public rejects rational, empirical 
thinking, the basis of everything from paper clips to computers." Perhaps Mr. Joyce condemns what he does not understand, and may benefit from a paraphrase the words of Jesus: What profiteth a man if he gains all the paper clips and computers of the world and loses his soul?


Mr. Joyce cites P T. Barnum, who said, "There's a sucker born 
every minute." The Barnum effect is the name given to our tendency to believe personality profiles when they are ambiguous 
and flattering and appear to be generated specifically for us (e.g., 
the horoscope in the newspaper). While I agree that vast numbers of gullible people (suckers) populate the world, I maintain 
that an earnest study of the Tarot will convince the open-minded 
reader of its value.
Some Personal Research
This book grew out of my own efforts to learn the Tarot. As I 
read various books on the Tarot, I noticed that different authors 
had contradictory opinions about the meanings of many of the 
cards. Could Christopher Joyce be correct? Is the Tarot simply 
based on the Barnum effect? After struggling to resolve such 
contradictory information, I decided to let the cards speak for 
themselves. To this end, I set up a method to discover their 
meaning in the circumstances of daily life.
Each morning I laid out five cards and recorded the spread in 
a notebook. I placed the first four cards consecutively in the four 
corners of a square and then placed the fifth and final card in 
the center of the square to represent the central theme of the 
day. I called this the "theme and variations" spread. Every 
evening I reviewed the day's happenings. I considered events in 
my personal life, my feelings, and happenings in the world at 
large to see what connections the daily events and emotional climate had with the five cards drawn in the morning. Here is a 
schematic diagram of how I spread the cards:

It was uncanny how each evening I could relate an event or 
an interaction of the day with each one of the cards. From the 
various books on the Tarot, I made an outline of the standard 
meanings of the seventy-eight Tarot cards. Each evening I added 
to this outline, modifying or changing what the textbooks had to 
say to conform with the actual daily feelings and occurrences. 
For example, on the day basketball star Magic Johnson 
announced he was HIV positive, my morning spread had produced the Tower Trump, the Three of Swords reversed, the Ten 
of Swords reversed, the Six of Cups reversed, and the Eight of 
Pentacles reversed. Because of the predominance of Swords with 
the Tower Trump, I had been expecting some jolting news about 
illness, death, or conflict. The absence of Wands, which symbolize budding life, from the spread was also significant.
After laying the five card spread daily for several weeks, I 
eventually consulted the spread less often. I got into a rhythm 
with the cards and learned to rely on my intuition to decide 
when to lay a new five card spread. Sometimes I would draw 
only one or two cards from the deck. If the time did not feel 
right to do another spread, I would draw some clarification 
cards to further expand the meaning of the original spread. The 
next case study illustrates this practice.
On Thursday, March 19, 1992, the following cards appeared 
in the five card spread:
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Several aspects of the spread immediately struck me. The 
appearance of the Fool, a Major Arcana card, in position one 
suggested that a matter of importance was about to unfold. The 
Fool is an archetype for the beginning of a significant personal 
journey, and the Major Arcana cards herald important events in our lives. The remaining four cards were all of the suit of 
Swords. As with the above Magic Johnson spread, the predominance of Swords suggests themes of hostile forces, stress, tension, conflict, illness, endings, death, or strife. The central card 
is the Three of Swords upright in position five. The Three of 
Swords is called the "stormy weather for the emotions" card. It 
can herald a difficult emotional period, often involving a loss. 
Concretely it symbolizes necessary cutting or severance. In 
health readings, the Three of Swords suggests a need for surgery.


The Four of Swords in position two depicts the need for rest, 
meditation, respite, or recuperation. It can refer to time spent in 
the hospital. The Eight of Swords reversed in position three suggests the removal of a blockage, limitation, or obstruction. The 
Ten of Swords reversed in position four is sometimes called the 
"disaster averted" card. Frequently the Ten of Swords reversed 
advises a need for prayer and warns of a message about death.
Given the serious nature of the spread, I decided not to do a 
new spread until this one had played itself out. On Monday 
morning, March 23, 1992, I learned that the wife of an esteemed 
colleague had died over the weekend. Then, on Monday evening, 
my eight-year-old son's best friend developed unexpected neurological symptoms. He needed emergency neurosurgery to relieve 
a sudden life-threatening buildup of cerebrospinal fluid pressure 
from a blockage in his brain. My wife and I are good friends 
with the boy's parents, and all of us were emotionally devastated 
(indicated by the Three of Swords).
On Tuesday, March 24, 1992, 1 decided to pull a clarification 
card from the deck. As I was shuffling, the Lovers card fell out 
upright. I have found that when cards seem to pop out of the 
deck during shuffling as if of their own accord, the message of 
the card is always significant. I happened to be using the Waite 
deck at the time, which depicts the Archangel Raphael, patron 
saint of healing, overlooking two lovers. I took this to be a sign 
of powerful healing forces being available. I set the Lovers card 
down and drew another card for clarification, as I had originally 
intended. The clarification card was the King of Cups upright. 
The King of Cups is a card of the compassion and advice of a 
kindly, dedicated physician.


On Wednesday, March 25, 1992, the MRI scan revealed that a 
brain tumor was causing the blockage. Because I am a physician, 
I became very active in helping the boy's family get the best 
medical care (in Tarot terminology, I tapped into the King of 
Cups part of my personality during the coming weeks). On 
Sunday, March 29, 1992, 1 accompanied the boy's parents to 
visit a neurosurgeon for a second opinion. The consulting neurosurgeon met with us at his home on a Sunday afternoon. 
Another King of Cups, he did not charge for the consultation, 
saying, "You do this work because you love children." Surgery 
was set for Thursday, April 2, 1992.
To allay my anxiety, I decided to draw three more clarification 
cards on Monday, March 30, 1992. The cards that appeared 
were the Magician upright, the Ace of Pentacles upright, and the 
Judgment card upright. Two Major Arcana cards accorded with 
the gravity of the situation. The Magician symbolized the neurosurgeon, who could do modern magic using his technical skill to 
remove the brain tumor. The Ace of Pentacles represented a 
hopeful new beginning in the material realm, a card of good 
health. The Judgment card signifies rebirth or the resurrection 
from the dead, the phoenix rising from its ashes. I took this to 
be another favorable health card. Just a few years ago, before the 
invention of the MRI scan, this boy's tumor would have gone 
undetected until it was too late for adequate treatment.
On Tuesday, March 31, 1992, 1 drew a final clarification card 
to alleviate my anxiety before the surgery. This time the Ten of 
Swords reversed appeared. Recall that the Ten of Swords 
reversed had come up in the original spread. I took this to mean 
an escape from death and the need to rely on a higher power. 
On Wednesday, April 1, 1992, the night before the surgery, the 
parents' church conducted a special prayer service. More than a 
hundred friends of the family attended to pray for the boy, 
reflecting the need to rely on a higher power. The surgery went 
well and the boy had a nice recovery. On Saturday, April 4, 
1992, four days after I drew the Ten of Swords reversed, I 
received news of the death of a colleague. The Ten of Swords can 
represent an escape from death as well as the news of a death.


The boy had surgery for his brain tumor and did well for 
about a year when a recurrence was detected. He then had a second surgery and a course of chemotherapy. On Wednesday, 
January 18, 1995, the boy was due for an MRI scan to check the 
state of his tumor. That morning I again drew the Three of 
Swords and felt quite upset. The next day I learned the results of 
the scan: the tumor, which was now inoperable, had begun to 
grow again. The image of a heart being pierced by three swords 
clearly depicts the emotional state of all who are close to this 
boy. At the time of this writing, however, the tumor is in remission and the boy is doing well.
My personal research has convinced me of the truth of the 
cliche that a picture is worth a thousand words. No book can 
adequately describe the meanings of the Tarot symbols. Each 
student will gradually develop a set of meanings and associations for the Tarot cards that is uniquely his or her own. A book 
like this can only show the student some of the paths others 
have traveled.
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[image: ]here is no right or wrong way to spread the cards. Many 
Tarot readers design their own spreads for particular situations. A handful of methods for laying the cards have 
become popular because of their widespread practice or their 
ties to other occult disciplines. Two of the most popular spreads 
are the Celtic Cross spread and the Horoscope spread.
Each card position in a spread carries a particular meaning 
that helps you interpret the significance of the card falling in 
that position. The meaning of an individual card in a reading 
will depend on many factors: its position in the spread, the surrounding cards, the nature of the question, and the reader's 
intuitive awareness. The art of reading a spread is that of weaving together a story that links and synthesizes the meanings of 
the cards with the meanings of their positions in the spread. 
Tarot interpretation is an imaginative, intuitive, and creative 
process, not unlike appreciating a work of art. In fact, Tarot 
experts Mueller and Echols view Tarot spreads as "the artful 
expression of your life, your living canvas."
The Tarot allows you to tap into your own imaginative powers. As a Tarot practitioner, you should feel free to design your 
own spreads as the need arises. Eventually you will settle on a few spreads that meet your needs in varying situations. The 
beginner would do well to start with simpler layouts before proceeding to more complex ones. I will describe several spreads in 
order of increasing complexity, but first let me comment on 
choosing a deck and preparing to lay out the cards.


Choosing Your Deck
There are dozens of Tarot decks on the market. How do you 
decide which to use? Choosing a deck is a personal and subjective decision. Fortunately, most New Age stores will have both 
picture books on the Tarot and several different Tarot decks on 
display. Browse through some books and look at the cards. 
Select a deck that appeals to you for its images, colors, textures, 
and whatever strikes your fancy. As you progress in your study 
of the Tarot, you will come to view your deck as a work of art 
and a valued advisor. If you become a Tarot enthusiast, you will 
eventually own several Tarot decks to use on different occasions.
The major producer of Tarot decks in the United States is U.S. 
Games Systems, Inc., 170 Ludlow Street, Stamford, CT 06902. My 
two favorite decks are the Universal Waite deck from U.S. Games 
Systems and the Robin Wood deck from Llewellyn Publications. I 
like these decks for their colorful images and the fact that all the 
cards have pictorial representations. Some decks have only markings but no pictures on the Pip cards. I recommend that beginners 
start with a deck that has pictures on all the cards. The drawings on 
the cards help stimulate the imagination and awaken the intuition.
Getting to Know Your Cards
Once you have chosen a deck, you need to get to know your 
cards. Take them out. Look at them. Describe them out loud. 
Meditate on them. Write descriptions of the cards in a notebook. 
Note your reactions. Which cards do you like and which do you 
dislike? What emotions does each card stir up in you? What is 
the predominant mood of the card? How do the various colors 
in the card affect you? Which aspects of the card jump out and 
grab your attention?
Make up stories about the people, animals, objects, and events 
on the cards. Draw two cards and make up stories combining the meaning and symbolism of both cards. Free-associate to each 
image on a card and keep a record of your associations. Your ability to read a Tarot spread will depend on your developing a gut 
feeling for each of the seventy-eight cards. Rachel Pollack refers 
to Tarot cards as "seventy-eight degrees of wisdom."


In getting acquainted with the cards, it helps to reflect on the 
meanings of the discrete elements that comprise the overall picture 
on each card. For example, mountains can represent major challenges, and rocks or hills, minor ones. Animals often signify our 
instincts and animal nature or desires. Water is a universal symbol 
of feelings and emotions. Birds can represent thoughts and spiritual 
aspirations. Several authors (e.g., Guiley, Mann, Mueller, and 
Echols) provide lists of symbols and their suggested meanings.
In addition to the discrete symbols, the colors used in the 
Tarot pictures also have significance. The following list provides 
some common symbolic meanings of various colors.

Caring for Your Cards
Most people take care of valued objects; tarot cards are no exception. Tarot enthusiasts traditionally wrap their cards in silk and 
store them in a small box, usually of pine. Such a symbolic treasuring of the cards creates an optimal atmosphere for their use.
There are, unfortunately, many superstitions about the proper 
care of the cards. Some authors warn of the terrible danger of 
cards absorbing bad vibrations if they are not carefully shielded 
from contamination by other people. Because I view the cards as 
simply a tool that enables us to tap into archetypal images, I 
regard such superstitions as nonsense. If bad vibrations exist, 
they come from deep inside our psyches and warrant self-reflection and understanding.
Hopeful Expectation
Jung noted the importance of an attitude of hopeful expectation 
as a necessary condition for the success of Rhine's ESP experiments. The Tarot reader should cultivate a sense of optimism and 
trust that the Tarot cards appearing in the spread will provide 
important clues to the matter at hand. As the Tarot practitioner 
gains experience, such an attitude will become second nature.


Meditative Shuffling and Stilling the Mind
In addition to reading the cards with hopeful expectation, the 
Tarot practitioner should create a quiet, almost sacred, atmosphere in which to lay out a spread. Some devise their own rituals, like the ones used by the great religions, to create such an 
atmosphere; for example, a common method is to pray for 
divine guidance before conducting a reading. Objects like candles, silk cloths, and incense can help establish a contemplative 
atmosphere.
A Tarot reading optimally begins with the reader and the 
querent (person asking the question) stilling their minds to 
allow the shuffling of the cards to occur in a calm, reflective, 
meditative state. The querent shuffles the deck while contemplating the question of the moment. At some point during the 
act of meditative shuffling, it will feel right to stop mixing the 
cards. Most Tarot readers then have the querent cut the deck 
(often in three piles from left to right, reassembling them in the 
reverse order). The reader then lays out the cards in a previously 
chosen symbolic pattern or spread for interpretation.
Cards That Jump Out While Shuffling
During the process of meditative shuffling, it often happens that a 
single card or a small group of cards seem to jump out of the 
deck and turn themselves upright. Cards that make themselves 
visible in this manner are always significant, and the reader 
should study them carefully before proceeding with the originally 
intended spread.
For example, a man requested a reading about a family matter, and while he was shuffling the deck, out popped the Nine of 
Pentacles followed by the Eight of Swords. The Nine of Pentacles 
depicts a financially secure woman sitting in solitary enjoyment 
of her lavish garden. The Eight of Swords portrays a solitary 
woman who is trapped and restricted by a ring of swords thrust 
into the ground around her.
The client then described how restricted his wife felt by her 
employment and child care arrangements. She had the chance to retire with a special bonus, but the client insisted that she keep 
working because he was worried about finances. Now he and his 
wife were financially secure, but rarely saw each other because 
they had to work different shifts to share in the care of their 
infant daughter. Both he and his wife felt solitary and hemmed 
in by circumstances. The client regretted placing his worries 
about finances ahead of his concern for family and marital happiness. The two cards that jumped out of the deck exactly portrayed the most pressing issue on the client's mind.


Keeping a Tarot Notebook
While you are learning the Tarot, it is important to review the 
cards and their meanings frequently. An excellent way of doing 
this is to keep a Tarot notebook of the images and feelings that 
you associate with each card. Adding to the definitions as you 
progress, and reviewing your early impressions along with your 
current ones, gives you a more comprehensive view of the nature 
of the cards. Another option is to write your ideas and impressions directly in this book, adding to the definitions given here.
The One Card Spread
This is probably the simplest way for beginners to start using the 
Tarot on a daily basis. Nothing could be easier. In a reflective state 
of mind, you shuffle the cards and, when it feels right, you either 
cut the deck, lifting off the top card, or you draw a card at random 
from the pack. Note the current date and the name of the card in 
your Tarot notebook. This step is important if you want to learn 
the Tarot. Review your notebook from time to time. You will be 
amazed how your knowledge of the symbols continues to grow.
Before looking up in a textbook anything about the meaning of 
the card, simply study its images on your own. What do you see 
when you look at the card? What thoughts and feelings does it stir 
up in you? How would you describe the card to another person? 
What action is taking place? Who are the characters on the card? 
What situation are they grappling with? What might they be feeling? Does the card remind you of any event, feeling, or person in 
your own life? Let your imagination roam. Pretend to have a discussion with the characters or images on the card. What questions 
do you ask? How would they respond? Even if your thoughts about the cards seem silly or embarrassing at the moment, record 
them anyway; later they may take on profound significance.


Note your reflections about the card in your notebook. You 
may wish to carry the card with you and examine it periodically 
during the day. What events and images occur in the course of 
your day that relate to the images on the card? Note them in 
your notebook also. Study the card again before retiring. You 
may have a dream or fantasy that further elaborates the meaning 
of the card. Record such dreams and ideas in your notebook.
After recording your own dreams, reflections, and fantasies 
about the card, look up the delineation of the same card in this 
or any other book on the Tarot. How does your personal experience of the card clarify, elaborate, or differ from the descriptions 
in the text? Again record your comments in your Tarot notebook. Remember that your personal experience with the cards is 
your primary source of learning. The words in this or any other 
book are secondary sources designed to stimulate your own 
intuitive faculties. Eventually your Tarot notebook will become 
your most meaningful textbook on the Tarot.
The Clarification Card
Often you will want more information than a single card provides. If a nagging question arises from your one card spread, 
you can meditatively draw another card to clarify the situation. 
This clarification card will add a further dimension of meaning 
to the significance of the original card. In fact, in any Tarot 
spread you can always draw another card or series of cards to 
clarify the meaning of any of the original cards in the spread.
The Three Card Spread
As the name implies, this layout consists of three cards spread 
side by side as follows:
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The first card drawn will show some significant aspect of the 
events or feelings leading up to the present situation. The second card will clarify your present state, and the final card represents the future possibilities of the matter under investigation.
The Five Card Spread
After shuffling and cutting the deck, spread five cards in order as 
follows:
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The first or past card represents influences leading up to the 
present situation. The second or present card reflects your current thoughts, feelings, and actions in the matter. The third or 
hidden influences card points to aspects of the question you 
may have overlooked or which are operating out of your awareness. The fourth or advice card often offers a practical suggestion 
about how to proceed. The final or likely outcome card suggests 
the probable outcome of following the advice of the spread.
The outcome card should not be interpreted as a deterministic 
or fated turn of events. In Tarot readings, an outcome is simply a 
likely course of events suggested by the forces in effect at the time 
of the spread. The querent is free to make his or her own decisions, 
which may alter the future course of events. If the outcome card is 
positive, the querent will still need to lay the requisite groundwork 
to bring it about. If the outcome card is negative, the reader should 
help the querent analyze why a negative outcome is likely from the 
other cards in the spread. The querent is then able to alter choices 
or actions to bring about a more favorable outcome.


The Horoscope Spread
The horoscope spread is a favorite among astrologers. Because 
the horoscope is a mandala symbolizing the entire life of the individual, the horoscope spread is excellent for a general reading. 
Starting with the first house of the horoscope, lay the cards in a 
circle, placing one card in each of the twelve houses. Many readers place a final thirteenth card in the center of the wheel as an 
overall indicator or summation of the entire spread. On the other 
hand, some readers prefer to start with a central card signifying 
the core question and then lay out twelve cards in the twelve 
houses of the horoscope surrounding the central card.
Here is a schematic diagram of the horoscope spread:
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Each card symbolizes matters specific to the house in which it 
lies. The following list briefly describes the matters each house 
signifies:

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The Twelve Month Spread
The layout for the twelve month spread is identical to that of the 
horoscope spread. The difference is that the card in the first position represents the influences in effect during the current month, 
the card in the second position represents the influences during 
the next month, and so on around the wheel. The card in the 
thirteenth position signifies the general theme of the coming year.
The Celtic Cross Spread
The Celtic Cross is a favorite among Tarot readers and one which 
you ought to master. Arthur Edward Waite recommended this 
spread as the "most suitable for obtaining an answer to a definite 
question." The Celtic Cross spread carries the Christian symbolism of making the sign of the cross as you lay out the cards.
The spread often begins by consciously picking a significator 
card to represent the querent or the question itself. Some practitioners omit a significator card and simply lay out the other cards 
of the spread. I prefer to omit the significator card, thus allowing 
all seventy-eight cards of the deck to be able to appear in any of 
the ten Celtic Cross positions.
Choosing A Significator Card. If you use a significator card, it 
can be any of the seventy-eight cards in the deck. When the card 
comes from the Court cards, it generally signifies a person. Any 
of the Major Arcana or Pip cards might signify a situation. For 
example, the justice card can represent a legal matter, and the 
Ten of Pentacles can symbolize a family gathering.
Kings and Knights represent men, the King being the older 
and more mature of the two. Queens and Pages represent 
women, the Queen being the older and more mature of the two. 
If you know the querent's astrological sign, you can use the following correspondences to select a significator.
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An alternative is to select a significator that physically 
describes the querent. The following table offers some guidelines, and you should feel free to make exceptions as the situation warrants. For example, a dreamy, imaginative, dark-eyed, 
black-haired young man may best be signified by the Knight of 
Cups rather than Pentacles. Some Tarot readers simply let the 
querent pick a card from the deck that they feel most resembles 
them. The basic idea is that the significator should describe the 
person or matter under scrutiny.
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Having selected the significator, lay it facing you on the table 
and proceed to shuffle the rest of the cards. If there is a figure of 
a person on the card, note which direction that figure is facing. 
This will be important for laying the fourth card of the spread.
Cut the deck into three piles and reassemble the piles in reverse 
order so that the last pile to be cut goes on top. Here is a schematic for the Celtic Cross Spread:
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(1) Take the top card from the deck and turn it face up on the 
significator as you say, "This covers you." The cover card 
often reveals the substance of the question, the problem at 
hand, the present influences, the current state of the querent, and the general atmosphere now surrounding the matter. Consider this card as representing where the querent is 
at with regard to the question.
(2) Take the second card and lay it face up and sideways across 
the first card, and say, "This crosses you for good or for ill." 
The crossing card shows the nature of obstacles and opposition or the lack of them, what forces may help or hinder 
the querent, and what problems or difficulties are in the 
way. This card will show conflicts, hang-ups, challenges, 
difficulties, and issues you need to confront, but will also 
show opportunities and resources.
The crossing card is traditionally read in its upright, 
rather than reversed, position. A positive card here means 
few obstacles to overcome and can point to areas of support, growth, and opportunity. A negative card will reveal 
factors that challenge, block, or modify the situation. To 
interpret this card, ask yourself what is the nature of the 
challenge or asset represented by the card. What is helping 
or hindering the querent?
Rachel Pollack regards the first two cards of the Celtic 
Cross spread as a "micro-cross" that captures the essence of the entire spread, and I have found this to be true. For 
example, a young man once asked about a relationship. 
His covering card was the Major Arcana Temperance card 
and his crossing card was the Two of Swords. The querent's 
dilemma was that he was involved in a steady relationship 
but had met someone new and was considering whether to 
have an affair. The first two cards of his Celtic Cross 
depicted his dilemma perfectly. The Temperance card 
reflected his ideal of a steady commitment-his current situation-and the Two of Swords reflected his conflict about 
cheating on his girlfriend.


(3) Take the third card and place it face up below the other 
cards, and say, "This is beneath you." The beneath card 
shows past influences affecting the matter, past experiences, repetitive behavior, motivations, where the question 
comes from, internal factors, and the roots or foundation of 
the current situation. This card shows from where the 
querent is coming from.
(4) Take the fourth card and place it face up to the left of the 
significator and say, "This is behind you." (Some readers 
place this card on the side of the significator that the significator is looking away from. If the significator card is not 
looking either right or left, they place the fourth card to the 
left of the significator.) The behind or recent past card 
shows influences that are just passing out of existence. This 
card can refer to events, feelings, communications, situations, or even dreams during the past few weeks. Such 
happenings usually have a connection with the question 
under consideration.
An alternative method for placing card four is to decide 
in advance that the position either to the right or left of the 
significator will represent the recent past position. Then 
the sixth card will be placed on the other side of the significator, representing the near future position.
(5) Take the fifth card and lay it face up above the other cards, 
and say, "This crowns you." The crown card is one of 
potentiality. It shows the querent's ideals, goals, options, 
intentions, avenues of development, possibilities, and opportunities. It reveals alternative future results, potential 
new directions, and often the best possible outcome. Given 
the challenges and assets of card two, the crowning card 
helps us see how the querent might resolve the situation, 
where the question might lead, and what options are open 
for growth and resolution. Regard card three as advising 
you where you might be headed and how you might take 
advantage of the matter at hand.


(6) Take the sixth card and lay it face up to the right of the significator and say, "This is before you." The before or immediate future card reveals forthcoming circumstances and 
influences coming into being in the near future. These may 
be new people, fresh ideas, or future situations. This card 
shows what will happen within the next few weeks in the 
matter. The happenings referred to by card six will require 
attention or action to resolve the matter inquired after. The 
way you attend to such near-future events will affect the 
potential outcome shown by the crowning card.
The cards you have laid out now form the shape of a cross. 
To the right of the cross you will lay four more cards, one 
above the other, in the shape of a pillar or staff.
(7) At the base of the pillar place the seventh card face up and 
say, "This is your Self." (Waite used the term "yourself" but 
I prefer the Jungian connotation of calling this the "your 
Self" card.) The Self card symbolizes where you stand on 
the issue. It reveals your state of mind, your self-view, your 
feelings, attitudes, secret wishes, and how you see the current situation.
(8) Above the Self card, place the eighth card face up, and say, 
"This is your environment and those around you." (Waite 
called this the "house" card.) The environment card shows 
how those around you view the matter as well as your interactions with these people in your life. Card eight represents 
the opinions of family, friends, coworkers, and others 
involved in the matter. It also reveals how outside influences 
and environmental factors, including your residence, might 
affect the outcome.


(9) Above the environment card, lay the ninth card face up 
and say, "This is your hopes, fears, and expectations." This 
card can help you clarify what you fear as well as what you 
expect or want from the current situation. Positive cards 
show your hopes and wishes, and negative cards show 
your fears and doubts. Sometimes the card in this position 
reveals unexpected factors that will influence the outcome.
(10) Now place the final, tenth card face up at the top of the 
column as you say, "This is what will come." This summation or final outcome card symbolizes the most likely 
future result-where the spread has been leading, the final 
resolution of the matter. It is the culmination of all the 
other cards in the spread and cannot be read in isolation. 
In particular, you should compare the final outcome card 
with both the crown card (card five) and the immediate 
future card (card six).
A Court card in position ten often indicates that the outcome depends on another person who will bring the matter to its conclusion. If so, you can take the Court card in 
the tenth position and use it as a significator for a new 
Celtic Cross spread. Alternatively, and more simply, if a 
Court card appears in the final outcome (tenth) position, 
you can draw a clarification card (or cards) to see what the 
person signified by the Court card in position ten will do. 
The court cards also have abstract meanings that can represent the final outcome.
In summary, the Celtic Cross spread answers a logical 
sequence of questions that help you to clarify your feelings and 
motivations about a matter. Card one shows where you are at 
when you ask the question, and card two reveals the obstacles 
you face or resources at your disposal. The third card highlights 
the potentials of the situation and the various options open to 
you. The fourth card shows where you are coming from regarding your question. Cards five and six point to recent past and 
near future events or feelings related to your inquiry. Card seven 
suggests your self-view, whereas card eight reveals how others 
view the matter. Card nine shows what you hope for and expect, 
and card ten summarizes the previous nine cards to show where 
matters are headed.


Reversed Cards
Reversed cards have multiple connotations and are sometimes 
difficult to interpret. Some authors suggest using only upright 
cards and will turn cards over if they appear reversed in a spread. 
The practice of using only upright cards limits the number of distinct delineations to seventy-eight, whereas the use of reversed 
cards doubles the number of possible card interpretations.
I feel that a reversed card must have some significance even 
though its meaning may at times be elusive. If nothing else, 
reversed cards call attention to themselves and require extra effort 
to view in a spread. The only card that is naturally reversed in the 
Tarot is the Hanged Man, which may provide a clue to the meaning of the other Tarot cards appearing in their reversed position. 
The Hanged Man advises us to view matters from a different, and 
often more spiritual or internal, perspective. Perhaps cards falling 
reversed also challenge us to change our outlook or approach to 
the upright meaning of the card.
Some authors believe that, like the cards of the suit of Swords, 
reversed cards may carry a negative association. A predominance 
of reversed cards in a reading can sometimes suggest problems, 
obstacles, delays, hindrances, difficult decisions, the need for 
mental effort, anxieties, worries, illnesses, stress, bad news, and 
broken relationships-but only if the actual content of the cards is 
consistent with this interpretation. Remember that each card, 
whether upright or reversed, must be interpreted in the context of 
the entire spread.
Reversed cards are not necessarily negative. The archetypal 
meaning of a card remains the same regardless of its orientation, 
but the subject's experience of the meaning of the card may 
change. A reversed card in a Tarot spread is similar to a retrograde planet in a natal horoscope, and the energy symbolized 
may be more inner than outer directed.
Sometimes a reversed card simply means that the upright 
meaning is difficult to grasp or express. For example, the King of 
Cups is a card of compassion. When reversed, the King of Cups 
may refer to a man who lacks compassion (the negative meaning) or to a man who has difficulty expressing his tender emotions. It can also refer to our inability to appreciate the man's affectionate nature. The upright card may express itself in an 
overt, conscious manner whereas the same card reversed may 
express itself secretly or behind the scenes.


If the upright card carries a positive connotation, the same 
card reversed may indicate that the usually positive qualities are 
being taken to excess. If the upright card carries a negative connotation, the reversed position may mean the ending of a difficult situation.
Tarot cards speak to us only in pictures. With the traditional 
rectangular decks, the cards in a spread may fall either upright or 
reversed in orientation. With some newer square or round Tarot 
decks, the cards in a spread may be oriented in even greater 
numbers of directions. Most, but not all, Tarot readers believe 
that the orientation of a card in a spread, whether upright or 
reversed or having some other bearing, signifies an aspect of the 
querent's situation.
To grasp the nuances of meaning in reversed cards, the reader 
should reflect on the possible significance of a picture turned upside 
down. If the upright card carries a stressful meaning, the same card 
reversed may either emphasize or diminish the intensity of the 
upright message. A reversed card may express the opposite meaning 
of its upright position in that a card that is overturned may reverse 
the meaning of the upright card. The reversed card may represent 
the upright situation being over and therefore done with.
Flipped cards require more effort to view and suggest that the 
querent is having a hard time understanding the significance of 
his or her situation. The difficulty the viewer experiences trying 
to appreciate a reversed card may reflect a prolonged or chronic 
condition. Often the upright card suggests an overt, objective 
meaning while the same card reversed signifies a hidden, more 
personal, subjective meaning. A reversed court card can signify a 
person who is not as trustworthy or reliable as the figure in the 
upright card would be. A reversed court card could also symbolize someone who is working behind the scenes or who is 
expressing the shadow side of his or her personality.


Here is a listing of some possible meanings of reversed and 
upright positions:
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As an example of interpreting a reversed card in a spread, the 
Ten of Swords reversed in the spread about the boy with the 
brain tumor (in Chapter 1) indicated an escape from death and 
the need to rely on a higher power. In the same spread, the Eight 
of Swords reversed suggested the removal of some type of blockage or hindrance.
As another example, the justice card reversed appeared in my 
morning meditation on the day of the announcement of the 
Rodney King police brutality verdict that led to the 1992 riots in 
Los Angeles. In its reversed meaning, the card indicates injustice 
is being done; many felt that the verdict of innocence for the 
policemen was unjust and that the accused police had acted 
unjustly toward Rodney King. The Eight of Pentacles reversed 
(indicating fraudulence) accompanied justice reversed, suggesting the unemployment and lack of opportunity that helped fuel 
the riots in the black communities of Los Angeles.
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[image: ]n Greek mythology, Ariadne, daughter of King Minos of Crete, 
gave Theseus a clew (ball) of thread to guide him through the 
Minotaur's labyrinth. Grateful for the thread that saved his life, 
Theseus married Ariadne when he escaped from the labyrinth.
Like Theseus, the Tarot reader must follow Ariadne's thread 
when interpreting any of the more complex spreads. The best 
way to learn is by doing. The remainder of this chapter will present three actual Celtic Cross spreads from my notebook. I hope 
the reader will find these useful and instructive examples of the 
Tarot in practice.
Sample Celtic Cross Spread 1
The querent is an assistant dean at one of the New York state 
universities. She is a single woman in her late thirties who values 
her work as an educator. Because of the state budget crisis, New 
York decided to lay off several assistant deans and to redistribute 
their duties among other employees of the university. There was 
to be an immediate cut in positions at the beginning of May 
1992, and a second round of cuts several months to a year later. 
On April 21, 1992, the querent asked, "Will I lose my job this year (1992)?" She was worried that she might lose her job within 
a few weeks of asking the question.


We did a Celtic Cross spread. Because of the querent's position as an assistant dean, we chose the Queen of Wands (looking 
to the right) as her significator. The Queen of Wands represents 
a career woman. Her looking to the right is significant in the 
Celtic Cross spread because many readers place the card representing future trends to the right and past trends to the left. In 
other words, her future is in front of her and her past is behind 
her. This is how the reading went:
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Before examining the individual cards, the reader should get 
an overall feel for the spread. One way to do so is to group 
together the various factors reflected in the ten cards of the 
spread. We made the following lists based on this spread:
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Given the querent's obvious state of stress and worry, the 
absence of Swords is a striking feature of the spread. Could this 
mean her worry is not supported by the cards? The theme of the 
absent swords is repeated in the small number of reversed cards 
in the spread.
The abundance of Cups suggests an emotional or relationship 
matter is foremost on her mind. The three Major Arcana cards 
reflect the significance of this issue for the querent. After all, her 
livelihood is at stake. The Major Arcana cards suggest issues of 
great importance to the querent and often imply that the forces of 
destiny play a role in the matter. The presence of a single court 
card, the King of Pentacles, suggests that a practical, money-conscious, older man is involved in the question (possibly Governor 
Mario Cuomo or the government official who hatched the plan to 
rid the assistant deans from the university).
Another useful tool is to add up the numerical values of all 
the numbered cards in the reading and then reduce the sum to 
its numerological digit (1-10) or master number (11 or 22) [see 
Appendix B for further numerology information]. Court cards 
are not numbered so we can skip them when doing the addition. 
In this reading, 3+2+3+7+ 17 + 7 + 4 + 0 + 20 equals 63, 
which reduces numerologically to 6 + 3, or 9. In numerology, 
nine is a number of endings and completions. Nine suggests the 
end of one cycle, clearing the decks, and preparation for another 
cycle to begin. Certainly the significance of nine is apt for this 
reading about ending a phase of one's career.
Now for the individual cards in the Celtic Cross. The Three of 
Cups covering the querent is a card of celebration and happiness, an odd card to draw when one is facing unemployment. 
The Three of Cups is a suggestion that she will not be in the first 
round of layoffs and therefore will have cause for celebration. 
The crossing by the Two of Cups, a card of mutual sharing, is 
another hopeful sign. This crossing is less an obstacle than a 
partnership or helping hand. Perhaps the job crisis is precipitating thoughts of marriage or settling down, or maybe a colleague 
will come to her assistance.
The querent is crowned by the Three of Pentacles. This is a 
card of skilled craftsmanship and recognition for competence at 
one's profession. As the crown card, the Three of Pentacles shows a possible positive outcome or the best the querent can 
hope for. There is a suggestion that the querent's competence at 
her job will be recognized and will work to her advantage. If she 
is laid off, she should be able to secure a new job that uses her 
skills and talents.


The Seven of Wands lies beneath her and shows the foundation of the situation and past influences. The Seven of Wands 
shows a young man taking a stand and defending his position.
The King of Pentacles behind the querent refers to a recent 
past event. Here the King most likely signifies a miserly older 
man of temporal power who set the process of layoffs in motion. 
Abstractly, the King of Pentacles can refer to the state budget.
The Star, a hopeful Major Arcana card, lies before the querent and denotes an event in the near future. The Star is such a 
positive card that the querent can soon expect good news and 
helpful assistance. The Star often advises the client to begin 
developing a special talent.
The Self card is the Seven of Cups reversed. This card reflects 
the querent's troubled fantasies and worries about the impending 
layoffs. It suggests that her worries about losing her job soon 
may be unfounded.
The environment card is the Fool reversed. The state of New 
York is acting foolishly in laying off its assistant deans. The 
people around her feel she is in a precarious situation.
The hopes and expectations card is the Four of Wands 
upright. This is a card of security, prosperity, and laying down 
roots. Clearly the querent has security on her mind. The Four of 
Wands, along with the many Cup cards in the spread, raises the 
possibility that marriage is on her mind.
The outcome card is Judgement (Twenty), a Major Arcana 
card. The outcome will be a significant event in her life. The 
Judgement card depicts a rebirth or a resurrection, the entering 
of a new phase of existence. The Judgement card in the outcome 
position is a positive indicator. She is unlikely to lose her job in 
1992. Even if she does lose her current job as assistant dean, this 
will be a welcome change that will open doors and lead to an 
important new phase in her career. An eventual positive career 
change (rebirth) is the likely outcome.


The actual outcome: Although many other New York state 
employees were laid off, this querent did not lose her job in 
1992. She was finally laid off in 1994, much to her relief as the 
job had become unbearable. A lifelong animal lover, at the time 
of this writing she is happily pursuing a new career working 
with pets, a special talent she had long done as a hobby.
Sample Celtic Cross Spread 2
During the 1992 United States presidential election campaign, 
my friend Rachel, a staunch Democrat, became worried that 
Ross Perot might be elected President. Based on what she had 
read about his background and personality, she believed that he 
would be unfit to run the country. On June 13, 1992, at the 
height of Mr. Perot's popularity, Rachel asked, "Will Ross Perot 
become President?"
To answer Rachel's question, we did a Celtic Cross spread. 
Because the question was about a non-personal issue, we 
decided not to use a significator card for Rachel. Here is the 
result of the spread:
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Before examining the individual cards, the reader should get 
an overall feel for the spread. One way to do so is to group 
together the various factors reflected in the ten cards of the 
spread. We made the following lists based on this spread:
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The presence of three Cup cards in the spread indicates that 
this question is of great emotional importance to Rachel. In fact, 
she was distraught at the thought of a Ross Perot presidency. The 
abundance of Major Arcana cards underscores the significance of 
this question for the country.
The appearance of the Emperor in position one of the Celtic 
Cross summarizes the matter at hand: Who will be king? The 
Emperor is crossed by the Fool, reflecting Rachel's fear that a 
man whom she considered foolish might run the country.
I was surprised by the King of Cups in the crown position. 
Often this card shows the best possible outcome. It seemed to 
me that Bill Clinton most resembled the King of Cups (emotional, compassionate, concerned with others' welfare), but at the 
time his popularity was quite low and it seemed that either Bush 
or Perot would win the election.
The Devil in the third (or "beneath") position mirrors Rachel's 
view that Ross Perot's motives might be based on greed or a lust 
for power and control. The Devil reflects unbridled passions and 
the dark side of human nature.
The Page of Wands reversed in the near past location reflects 
Rachel's discouragement at the news of Perot's strong standing in 
the polls. The upright Three of Pentacles in the near future position suggests some imminent, positive event affecting Rachel's 
material security.
Occupying the Self spot is the Temperance card, reflecting 
Rachel's desire for a person of moderation in the White House. 
She viewed Perot as occupying an extreme position. The Ace of 
Cups in the environment position emphasizes Rachel's emotional 
concern about the matter for herself and her family.


The hopes and expectations card is the Nine of Swords 
reversed. The Nine of Swords is called the nightmare card, and 
reflected Rachel's fear that a Perot presidency would be a time of 
despair and oppression. The reversed position of the Nine of 
Swords holds out the hope that Rachel's "nightmare" will not be 
realized, and that there is light at the end of the tunnel for her.
The actual outcome: The final outcome card is the Nine of Cups 
upright. This card is called the wish card, and in the summation 
position of the Celtic Cross indicates that Rachel will get her 
wish. Ross Perot will not be elected.
Sample Celtic Cross Spread 3
The following Celtic Cross spread was done on October 26, 
1994. The client is a physician from the Dominican Republic 
who had done his medical training in Europe. His question was 
whether he would pass the examination that would allow him to 
practice medicine in the United States. Four Major Arcana (the 
Hanged Man, the Chariot, the Magician, and justice) appeared 
in the spread, suggesting this is a very important question on the 
client's mind. The entire spread is as follows:
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Before examining the individual cards, the reader should get 
an overall feel for the spread. One way to do so is to group 
together the various factors reflected in the ten cards of the 
spread. We made the following lists based on this spread:
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The covering card, which signifies the question, is the Eight 
of Cups reversed. This card often represents travel or relocation 
related to leaving a difficult emotional situation in search of 
greater personal satisfaction. Because Cups symbolize one's 
emotional life, the reversed Eight of Cups sometimes represents 
depression due to problems in a relationship. In matters of timing, the Eight of Cups suggests that the client will need to give 
the matter a month (or one cycle of the moon) to work itself 
out. In relationship questions, this card often means that someone who has gone away will return within a month.
The crossing card (obstacles, opposition) is the Hanged Man, 
suggesting a state of sacrifice and suspension. The client may be 
feeling unable to move forward or backward; all he can do is 
wait and be patient. This card symbolizes transitions and turning points in one's life-a time to reflect and prepare for the next 
move. It also suggests that past sacrifices and hard work are 
about to pay off.
Beneath the covering card is the Chariot, a card symbolic of 
determined effort, of taking the reins and directing one's course 
in life. The Chariot's location in the spread suggests that the client 
is coming from a position of hard work and of sustained and concentrated energy toward a particular goal. This card also represents travel and/or the purchase of a new car in the near future.
The card in the recent past position is the Five of Pentacles 
reversed. This is often called the poverty card, and its reversed 
position suggests a recent emergence from a financially difficult 
situation. In fact, about a month before the reading, the client 
had begun a new job after a period of unemployment.


The card in the near future position is the Ace of Pentacles, 
a very positive card suggesting increased income and financial 
success. Aces symbolize new beginnings and Pentacles have to 
do with finances and material success. A gift or luck at lotto 
are possibilities.
The crowning card is the Seven of Cups reversed. This card 
represents conscious plans and intentions and possible future 
developments. The reversed Seven of Cups suggests that the 
client has decided to focus very realistically on his goals and to 
avoid excessive daydreaming about the future. This card can also 
signify a period of disillusionment.
The card representing the client's state of mind, his Self card, 
is the Magician, a card symbolic of resourcefulness, self-discipline, and the creative force of will. The Magician often represents those who manipulate nature for some definite purpose. 
Physicians who make use of natural forces to heal their patients 
are included in the symbolism. The Magician, along with the 
Chariot and the Seven of Cups reversed, suggests that the client 
is quite determined to achieve his goal.
The Seven of Pentacles occupies the position representing 
how other people see the client. The Seven of Pentacles symbolizes pausing midway through a project to assess where one has 
come from and where one is headed. Sometimes the figure on 
this card is viewed as worrying about his future. Together with 
the Hanged Man in the crossing position, the Seven of Pentacles 
suggests that the client is in a state of waiting or suspension 
before proceeding toward some goal.
The Eight of Swords lies in the position representing the 
client's hopes and fears in the matter. The Eight of Swords is a 
card of feeling all alone, trapped and frustrated by circumstances. Perhaps the client fears being restricted or blocked in 
reaching his goals.
The final outcome card is justice reversed. The justice card 
has to do with getting what you deserve. In its reversed position, 
there is a suggestion that there may be a delay in justice being 
done or that the client will suffer some unfair treatment in the 
final outcome. Perhaps his examination scores will not truly 
reflect what he knows, or perhaps he will be the victim of some 
type of discrimination or legalistic complication.


A synthesis of the overall spread is positive. Several cards 
suggest that the client has worked very hard toward his goal 
and is extremely determined to succeed. The cards representing 
his emotions suggest elements of worry and depression, perhaps about a personal relationship. His financial situation is 
definitely improving. There is a possibility of travel and the 
purchase of a car in the near future. In the context of the entire 
spread, justice reversed in the final position suggests that he 
will pass his examination but there may be some delay, complication, or disappointment with the results. Perhaps he will need 
to take the examination a second time. He will know more 
within a month's time.
The actual outcome: The client learned a month after the Tarot 
reading that he had failed the examination and would need to 
take it a second time.

[image: ]elow you will find a list of key words and phrases for each 
Tarot card, a description of typical situations that the card 
may represent, and an accounting of some types of people 
the card suggests. You will also find sayings and phrases related 
to the central themes of each card. As you use your cards, please 
add to the meanings in this book and discard those you do not 
find helpful in your understanding of the cards. When you use 
the delineations in this book, bear in mind that only one or a few 
of the meanings supplied for each card may fit your situation.
One difficulty beginners face in reading the Tarot is that symbols are multidimensional. Sometimes a cigar is just a cigar, but 
it can also be a phallic symbol, a source of pleasure, a cause of 
medical illness and discomfort, and so on. How do you know 
which nuance of symbolic meaning to use in your reading? Your 
choice of interpretation will depend on the context in which the 
symbol occurs, the nature of the question, the surrounding 
cards, your past experience, the feedback you receive from the 
querent, and, most importantly, on your intuition and inner 
guidance. The ancient Greek philosopher Heraclitus said that 
you cannot step into the same river twice. In the Tarot, you cannot read the same card twice.


Because the Tarot depicts archetypal human feelings and situations, no single textbook can exhaust all the possible meanings 
of each card and no author has all the answers. In the Tarot, 
each picture is worth far more than the proverbial thousand 
words. No verbal description can adequately capture the meanings of the cards. The descriptions here are suggestions and 
guidelines for compiling your own book on the Tarot. Don't 
accept anything in this book at face value unless you can prove 
it in your own experience.
A note of caution about reversed cards: in the following pages 
I have artificially divided meanings of the cards by upright and 
reversed positions. Remember that every card has a core archetypal meaning that is only slightly modified by the card's orientation. A reversed card simply indicates a shift in emphasis of the 
core meaning of the card. For example, one querent who was 
having problem after problem with rental property drew the Six 
of Swords in its reversed orientation. She clearly wanted to sell 
the property and leave a difficult situation behind. The reversed 
Six of Swords, a card indicating the inability to leave one's troubles behind, seemed to be telling her that the problems would 
continue for a while longer.
For some cards, I have indicated both positive and negative 
meanings. Which meaning you use depends on the rest of the 
spread. If the tone of the spread is generally negative-for 
example, a strong predominance of Swords and reversed 
cards-then the negative meaning is more likely to apply. In 
addition, I occasionally refer to numerology and astrology in 
explaining the cards. The appendices of this book go into further detail about these topics, and it would be useful to review 
these for more information.
In summary, I urge the reader to accept my suggestions as 
guidelines to possible interpretations of reversed cards. Use your 
intuition and judgment when doing an actual reading. You will 
discover meanings that I did not write about or never even 
thought of. Best wishes as you start this exciting journey and 
follow the Fool on the road to enlightenment.
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The Major Arcana or Major Trumps
When a Major Trump card appears in a reading, the querent can 
expect significant life changes and feelings of considerable 
importance. The Major Arcana cards often refer to the workings 
of fate. The querent may be swept up in a flow of events not 
entirely in his or her control. The Major Arcana trumps refer to 
matters of great significance, to personal transformation, and to 
life crises.
The Jungian Archetypal Journey
Many Tarot experts believe that the series of situations depicted 
in the Major Trumps represent an archetypal story of human 
development-the journey traveled by the Fool (Trump 0). 
According to Jung, archetypes are abstract forms, patterns, or 
models in humanity's collective unconscious. The characters of 
the great myths portray various archetypal behaviors and reactions. Archetypes appear in infinite varieties of symbols and 
become known personally through the powerful feelings that 
accompany them. The most basic Jungian archetype is that of 
the Self (with a capital S), an inner archetype that encompasses 
all, as opposed to the personal self (with a small s). The archetypes reside in our collective unconscious and appear to us in 
our dreams, myths, and fantasies. In addition, we project the 
archetypes outward and see them manifest in other people as 
well as in our own actions.
All of the Major Arcana cards have a specific archetype 
assigned them, though not all are labeled as being specifically 
Jungian in the following descriptions. They are approached from 
a Jungian standpoint by virtue of the concept of archetypes, 
which Jung referred to as the universal situations, feeling states, 
and behavior patterns of the collective unconscious. These 
archetypes are only potential ways of thinking, feeling, and acting. Jung compared the archetypes to a dry river bed that 
becomes active only when water begins to flow; for us, archetypes become active only when our behavior follows one of their 
universal forms.


Before proceeding with the Major Arcana in detail, let us 
review the stepwise journey of the Fool as he travels from card 
to card.
Trump 0, the Fool: The journey begins. A young man, 
appearing fresh and innocent and full of potential, is about 
to embark on a journey. Looking skyward, he stands at the 
edge of a precipice, apparently unaware of the abyss at his 
feet. His faithful dog barks to warn him of the danger of 
leaping into the unknown. Because of the original, adventurous, independent, and free spirit of the Fool, astrologers 
often associate the planet Uranus with this card. Jungians 
connect the Fool with the archetype of the Divine Child 
(the myth of the deity sending an infant to enlighten 
humankind).
Trump 1, the Magician: The Fool now learns to focus his creative energy and to use tools and instruments to manifest 
his desires. Astrologers associate the logic, conscious 
awareness, objectivity, adaptability, and industry of the 
Magician with the planet Mercury. Jungians link the 
Magician to the alchemic figure Mercurius (the world-creating spirit) and to the archetype of the Trickster.
Trump 2, the High Priestess: Something is missing from the 
Magician's logic, objectivity, and ability to manipulate the 
material world. In the High Priestess Trump, the Fool 
comes in contact with the hidden, spiritual, unconscious, 
and intuitive aspects of the universe. Like the sun and the 
moon, the Magician and the High Priestess complement 
one another. Astrologers associate the High Priestess with 
the Moon, ruler of the night.
Trump 3, the Empress: Having learned about objective and 
subjective reality, the Fool is now ready to meet the parental 
archetypes: the Empress-Mother-Womb and the EmperorFather-Phallus. The Empress is the great earth-mother. She 
represents nourishment, fertility, and abundance. She feels, 
she heals, she nurtures, she gives birth, she is able to give 
and receive love. Astrologers associate the fruitful and loving aspects of the Empress with the planet Venus, 
although many aspects of the Moon are also present in this 
card. Jungians connect the Empress with the archetype of 
the anima (the feminine aspect of the personality).


Trump 4, the Emperor: The complement to the Empress is 
the Emperor. They are mother and father, wife and husband. 
The Emperor represents dominion, authority, order, reason, 
power, and control. Astrologers connect the Emperor with 
the forceful and pioneering first sign of the Zodiac: Aries, the 
Ram. Jungians see in the Emperor the archetype of the animus (the masculine aspect of the personality).
Trump 5, the Hierophant: In this trump the Fool learns about 
traditional values and moral requisites. The Hierophant, or 
Tarot Pope, is conservative, deliberate, traditional, pious, 
and orthodox. He is the carrier and transmitter of ancient 
wisdom and religious teaching. Astrologers associate the 
Hierophant with the fixed sign Taurus, the Bull. Jungians 
relate the Tarot Pope to the persona, or mask we wear in 
social interactions.
Trump 6, the Lovers: The Fool is now ready to learn about 
duality, yin and yang, temptation, decision, attraction, 
choice, friendship, union with a significant other, sexual 
adjustment, and romantic relationships. Astrologers associate the Lovers card with the dual sign Gemini, the Twins.
Trump 7, the Chariot: Having learned in the Lovers card 
about duality, yin and yang, and light and dark, the Fool 
must now learn to control and balance opposing forces to 
run a steady course. In this card the Fool realizes that life 
involves conflict and compromise, that there is no light 
without darkness, that we must all integrate our shadow. 
Astrologers associate the Chariot with the nurturing, protective sign Cancer, the Crab.
Trump 8, Strength: In this Trump, the Fool learns to trust 
himself, to develop self-confidence and inner strength. 
Astrologers associate the Strength card with the extroverted, 
creative, child-oriented and proud sign Leo, the Lion.


Trump 9, the Hermit: Here the Fool learns to look within, to 
meditate, to reflect in solitude, to trust one's inner guidance. The Hermit embodies the old adage, "Know thyself." 
Astrologers associate the Hermit with the prudent, serviceoriented sign Virgo, the Virgin, goddess of the harvest.
Trump 10, the Wheel of Fortune: In this card the Fool 
learns that much of life is random and unpredictable, full 
of ups and downs. He understands that he cannot take any 
day for granted because it may be his last. He comes to 
appreciate the workings of fate-that there are forces 
beyond his control-and of karma, that what he sows he 
shall reap. Astrologers associate the Wheel of Fortune with 
the beneficent, expansive planet Jupiter.
Trump 11, justice: Despite the randomness of the universe, 
there is a certain justice or fairness in its structure that 
reflects a need for balance and harmony in our lives. The 
Justice card reinforces the lessons of karma: our actions do 
have consequences for which we are held accountable. 
Society sets up a system of justice to try to ensure fair treatment of its members. Astrologers associate the justice card 
with Libra, the Scales, the sign of balance and harmony.
Trump 12, the Hanged Man: In this card the Fool comes to 
appreciate the need to let go, to avoid living in a materialistic rut, and to seek other perspectives. The figure on the 
card is that of a man suspended by one leg, hanging upside 
down as he serenely contemplates the universe. He has 
apparently abandoned the things of this world in search of 
spiritual enlightenment. Astrologers associate the Hanged 
Man with the sacrificial, psychic, spiritual and illusory 
planet Neptune.
Trump 13, Death: Perhaps the Hanged Man of the previous 
card was contemplating his own mortality, the ultimate 
transition, the final letting-go. In Trump 13, the Fool 
learns the lesson from the New Testament that, unless the 
grain of wheat falls into the ground and dies, it cannot 
grow. This is a card about transition, transformation, 
renewal, death of the old, purification, and significant 
change. Astrologers associate the Death Trump with the mysterious, secretive, healing, sexual, evolutionary, regenerative sign Scorpio, the Scorpion.


Trump 14, Temperance: Having confronted death in Trump 
13, the Fool emerges with a sense of integrity, perspective, 
balance, and moderation. He has learned the virtue of 
Temperance. Astrologers associate Temperance with the 
wise, tolerant, and independent sign Sagittarius, the Archer.
Trump 15, the Devil: Despite the maturity the Fool has 
reached in Trump 14, he is not immune to having to confront his personal demons. The Devil Trump is about the 
various chains that bind us and inhibit our development. 
These bonds come in many forms: ignorance, unbridled 
passions, obsessions, materialism, fanaticism, excessive 
spirituality, petty attachments, poor impulse control, negative thinking, co-dependency, wrong beliefs, and selfimposed doubts and uncertainties, to name a few. 
Astrologers associate the Devil card with the ambitious, 
determined, aspiring sign Capricorn, the Goat. Jungians 
relate the Devil card to the archetype of the Shadow, the 
dark side of ourselves.
Trump 16, the Tower: A lightning bolt strikes the tower out 
of the blue, destroying part of its structure, setting it 
ablaze, and casting its inhabitants to the ground. With the 
Tower Trump, the Fool again learns that drastic change can 
disrupt the life cycle without warning. Perhaps the Tower 
card is advising the Fool to break from the bondage symbolized by the Devil card, to face the truth and get on with 
his development. Astrologers associate the Tower Trump 
with the fiery, energetic, warlike planet Mars, but the suddenness of the disruption shares many of the characteristics of the planet Uranus, the Awakener.
Trump 17, the Star: Following the disruption of the Tower 
card, the Fool sees a ray of hope in the Star Trump. If he has 
learned his lessons of the Devil and the Tower and cast aside 
the chains that bound him, the Fool is now ready for further 
enlightenment and development of his special talents. 
Astrologers associate the Star Trump with the humanitarian, 
visionary, altruistic sign Aquarius, the Water Bearer.


Trump 18, the Moon: It is difficult to see things clearly by the 
light of the moon. In the Moon Trump, the Fool learns to 
deal with illusion, deception, obscurity, lack of clarity, hidden forces, basic instincts, moodiness, cycles, intuition, 
melancholy, mental unrest, and the repressed contents of 
the personal unconscious. Astrologers associate the Moon 
Trump with the imaginative, psychic, impressionable, 
gullible, and mystical sign Pisces, the Fishes. Jungians connect the Moon card with the archetype of the Great Mother.
Trump 19, the Sun: After wandering in the moonlight, the 
Fool is born again in the dazzling radiance of the sun. He 
feels invigorated, goal-oriented, and full of zest and optimism. He has gained a respect for his inner child and has 
the courage to express his true self. His conscious planning 
and individual effort are now rewarded with success. 
Astrologers assign the Sun Trump to the masculine, 
dynamic and energetic sun, the source of energy in our 
solar system.
Trump 20, Judgement: Awakened by the light of the Sun, the 
Fool is now able to hear the trumpet of the Judgement card 
sounding the call of the Self to spiritual rebirth and the 
healing of the psyche to resurrection. Astrologers associate 
the Judgement card with the transforming planet Pluto, 
god of the underworld.
Trump 21, the World: The Fool completes the cycle. The circular wreath surrounding the figure on the World Trump 
symbolizes the completion of the journey, the achievement 
of wholeness, the actualization of the Self. Astrologers associate this final card with the planet Saturn, the planet with 
the outermost orbit of the seven known planets in ancient 
times, end of the visible solar system, symbol of structure 
and stability.
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Having reviewed the archetypal journey of the Fool, let us now 
consider each Major Trump in detail.


The Fool: 0 (or 22)

Upright: The beginning of a journey. A leap into the unknown.
Key Words and Phrases: Innocence. Spontaneity. The newborn baby archetype. Potential. A fresh start. A new chance. A 
novel experience. A new way of perceiving the world. An 
opportunity. An important decision. A surprising solution. 
The start of an adventure. Significant and unexpected circumstances. Time for a change. Originality. An open mind. 
Optimism. Childlike wonder. Naivete. Sprightliness. Purity of 
action. Freedom from bias. A new phase of life. Excitement about discovery. A carefree attitude. Surprise. Being born 
again. Trusting with faith. Freedom from inhibition. 
Enthusiasm. Taking a risk. Trust in a higher power. 
Confidence that you are headed in the right direction. 
Creative non-conformity. Leaving the past behind to start 
something new. An unexpected influence. Homosexuality.

The meanings of the Pip cards are derived from numerology

24). The ten cards in each suit follow a sequence of numerological meanings:
1: The seed or root of the element.
2: Balancing duality; pure manifestation.
3: Blending, creation, and fertilization.
4: Establishing foundations.
5: Upsetting the prior stability.
6: Re-establishing harmony.


7: Loss of stability brought on by new awareness.
8: Mastery and autonomy; acknowledgment of error.
9: Completion, crystallization, fulfillment, peak experience.
10: Ending, final transformation, preparing for a new cycle.
The Personal Year Number
Another helpful numerological concept is the idea of a personal 
year number. This is found by adding all the numbers in your 
birthdate for the current year. For example, if your birthday is 
November 29, then your personal year number for 1995 would 
be 11 (November) + 29 + 1995 = 2035. This number is further 
simplified as 2 + 0 + 3 + 5 = 10, and then the 10 = 1 + 0 + 1. 
The number 1 implies that the personal year from 11/29/95 to 
11/29/96 will be an important time of new beginnings. During a 
one personal year, people often change jobs or residences or 
begin a new relationship. An emphasis on the number one in a 
spread would have the same significance.

You feel boxed in and limited by circumstances; but the more 
important limitations are caused by your own refusal to open 
your mind to the truth of the situation.

depicts what psychoanalyst D. W Winnicott called the "capacity to be alone ... one of the most important signs of maturity 
in emotional development." When this card appears in a reading, we should review how we spend our solitary time.

Someone concerned about the environment and the protection of other forms of life. A person of grace, beauty, skill, talent, and sound business sense. A wise property manager.

Court or royal cards have two fundamental interpretations.

When many 
Court cards appear in a reading, there are involvements with 
many people regarding your question.
Several methods exist to assign the various court cards to particular individuals in the querent's life. One method is to assign 
astrological signs to each of the four suits, and another method is to assign various cards to individuals according to their age 
and physical characteristics (see page 24). The physical attributes described in the table should be used only as an approximate 
guide. In this scheme, Pages represent children, adolescents, and 
very young adults; Knights represent adults from their early 20s 
to about 40 years of age, or older adults who are very youthful 
for their age; Queens and Kings represent mature adults from 
age 40 on, or younger adults who are very mature for their age.


When a specific sex is attributed to a Court card-a female 
Queen or a male King, for example-there are a few possible 
interpretations. One may be that the figure on the card indicates a 
person of the same sex, such as a Queen representing a strong 
woman who is influencing the querent. Another may be that the 
card indicates an aspect of the querent's personality, even if the 
querent is of the opposite sex. For example, Knights often literally 
refer to men, but can refer to the role women play that resembles 
the nature of the Knight (in Jungian terms, a woman's animus, or 
masculine aspect of her personality). The same holds true for 
Queens, as men also have Queen-like attributes (in Jungian terms, 
a man's anima, or feminine aspect of his personality).

[image: ]Ithough the Tarot and astrology share many correspondences, these two occult disciplines are independent fields 
of study. Many students come to the Tarot from astrology, 
and vice versa. It is important to remember that there is no exact 
one-to-one correlation between astrological and Tarot symbolism. In fact, astrological associations between the Tarot Trumps 
and astrological attributions differ from one author to another.
The astrological associations provided in this book reflect 
those commonly in use among modern Tarot experts. Bear in 
mind that the Tarot cards have meaning in their own right independent of astrology. Arthur Edward Waite could not have said 
it better when he wrote in The Pictorial Key to the Tarot:
The true Tarot is symbolism; it speaks no other language 
and offers no other signs. Given the inward meaning of its 
emblems, they do become a kind of alphabet which is capable of indefinite combinations and makes true sense in all.
Waite also emphasized that the Tarot "is not, by attribution or 
otherwise, a derivative of any one school of literature of 
occultism; it is not of Alchemy or Cabalism or Astrology or Ceremonial Magic." Rather, said Waite, the Tarot "is a presentation of universal ideas by means of universal types."


Psychoanalyst Carl Gustav Jung would later call these universal ideas "archetypes of the unconscious mind." The power of 
the Tarot derives from its capacity to allow us to tap into the 
archetypal images, feelings, and human interactions symbolized 
by the cards. There is nothing magical or mystical about the 
Tarot. The cards are merely tools that allow us to experience 
facets of our human inheritance as sentient, spiritual beings.
The reader should regard links between astrology and the 
Tarot as suggesting further nuances of Tarot symbolism. The 
Tarot cards speak for themselves independent of astrology. Each 
student of the Tarot must discover the meanings of the cards 
anew. If making astrological connections helps you to understand the cards, read on. If not, simply ignore this appendix.
The tables here list some of the popular methods of attributing astrological symbolism to the cards in the Tarot. There are 
various methods of attributing signs and planets to the pip 
cards. Most involve the succession of signs in an element (Fire, 
Earth, Air, Water) according to their modality (Cardinal, Fixed, 
or Mutable). Browsing the tables will allow you to see the patterns involved in making such assignments.
Seasons and Compass Directions
Some authors derive compass directions and seasons from astrological symbolism. The usual directions assigned to the suits are 
as follows:
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In Witchcraft, compass directions are assigned differently to 
the elements: Earth is North, Fire is South, Air is East, and 
Water is West. Because I come to Tarot from astrology, I stick to 
the astrological assignments.


A Useful Exercise in Astrology and the Tarot
Readers who are versed in astrology will find the following exercise an excellent way to become familiar with the Major Arcana 
cards. Obtain a copy of your birth chart. Referring to Table 1, 
write the name of the corresponding Major Arcana card next to 
each planet. Then write the name of the corresponding Major 
Arcana card next to each house cusp.
Separate all the Major Arcana cards from your deck and place 
each card on your natal horoscope in the positions determined 
by the above procedure. Study the meanings of the Major 
Arcana as they relate to the meanings of the houses the cards 
occupy in your birth chart.
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Decans are a method for dividing each sign of the zodiac into 
three equal ten-degree segments. Each decan has a planetary or 
sign association. In astrology, we always begin counting at zero 
degrees of the sign Aries, which has three decans (0-10 degrees, 
10-20 degrees, and 20-30 degrees of Aries). Tarot experts have 
used at least three different methods to associate decans with 
astrological rulerships. The oldest method is to assign planets to 
each decan in Chaldean order, that is, in reverse order of the planets' speed of motion. The Chaldeans only knew the seven 
visible planets which were, in order from slowest to fastest, 
Saturn, Jupiter, Mars, Sun, Venus, Mercury, and the Moon. 
Because Aries is ruled by Mars, he gets the first decan. The second decan goes to the Sun, and the third goes to Venus, because 
the Sun and Venus are the next in Chaldean order.


The Hindus used a different system for decans. They attributed a sign rather than a planet to each decan. The first decan of 
Aries belongs to Aries. The second and third decans of Aries 
belong to the two other Fire signs (Leo and Sagittarius) in the 
order of the zodiac. The same logic applies to other signs. There 
are four elements: earth, air, fire, and water. Each element has 
three signs, which form the basis for decan assignments:
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Some Tarot authors call the Ace of each suit the "root" of the 
element, and begin assigning decans in Hindu order starting 
with the second decan.
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[image: ]n the older Tarot decks, the twenty-two Major Arcana were 
the only cards with allegorical drawings. The sixteen Court 
cards depicted the Page, Knight, Queen and King of each suit, 
and the forty Pip cards merely showed the number and suit of 
each card.
The word "pip" refers to the markings that show the numerical order of the card. Because the original Tarot decks had only 
numerical markings on the Pip cards, the divinatory meanings of 
the Pips relied on the numerological symbolism of each card 
combined with the meaning attributed to its suit. The student of 
the Tarot needs to know something about numerology to appreciate the symbolism of the pip cards.
The symbolic significance of numbers has a long history in 
Western philosophy. Pythagoras, who gave us his famous theorem of geometry in the sixth century B.C., believed numbers to 
be the essence of being. He discovered that the musical scale can 
be expressed in mathematical ratios, and he described the 
"music of the spheres" based on the idea that harmonic ratios 
between the heavenly bodies produce music as the planets travel 
through space. Pythagorean numerology led to the invention of the astrological theory of aspects (sextiles, squares, trines, oppositions) during the Hellenistic period and thus to the rise of 
modern Western astrology. Pythagoras' theory of numbers 
became the basis for many Western divinatory systems, including the modern Tarot.


According to Barbara Walker, the number of Tarot cards in a 
standard deck-namely seventy-eight-probably derives from 
numerological divination. There are twenty-one different combinations of throws of two dice as there are twenty-one numbered 
major trump cards. The Fool card is numbered zero and may 
have been added later to the original twenty-one trumps. There 
are fifty-six possible combinations of the throws of three dice as 
there are fifty-six minor arcana cards. Furthermore, the sum of 
the numbers one through twelve (for the twelve signs of the 
zodiac) is 78, that is, 1+2+3+4+5+6+7+8+9+10+11 
+ 12 = 78. Such numerological correspondences did not escape 
the notice of the early occultists who influenced the creation and 
development of the traditional Tarot deck.
This chapter will describe the symbolic significance of each 
digit from 0 through 9 as they are used in the Tarot. In addition, 
I will discuss the ideas of the "life path" or "birth force" number 
and the usefulness of calculating the "personal year" number.
The key numbers used in numerology are the ten digits (0, 1, 
2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9) and the master numbers (11 and 22). These 
concepts are helpful in Tarot delineation and in other forms of 
divination. Becoming familiar with your life path and personal 
year numbers will give you further insight into the meanings of 
the Pip cards of the Tarot.
Your Life Path, Birth Force, or Destiny Number
The Life Path number is a number derived from your exact day, 
month, and year of birth. To find your life path number, add the 
numbers of your day, month, and year of birth. Take this sum 
and add the digits together until you get either a master number 
(11 or 22) or a single digit (0 through 9). That is your life path 
or birth force number. It has to do with your fundamental makeup and the major lessons you must learn in this lifetime.


Here's an example of a young man born May 8, 1981. First, 
we add together the day, month and year:
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Now add the digits in this sum: 1 + 9 + 9 + 4 = 23
Because 23 is not a single digit or master number, we add its 
digits together: 2 + 3 = 5.
The life path or destiny number of this young man is 5. He 
will need to learn the constructive use of freedom during his 
lifetime.
Now calculate your own life path number following the same 
procedure.
The Personal Year Number
Calculating the personal year number is similar to calculating 
the life path number. The only difference is that you use your 
birthdate in the current year instead of the actual year of birth. 
The personal year number tells you the numerological significance of the current year in your life.
Here's an example. Suppose you were born May 31, 1951, 
and the current year is 1995. To find your current personal year 
number, add together the numbers in your current year's birth 
date: May 31, 1995. Here goes:
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Now add together all the digits in 2031: 2 + 0 + 3 + 1 = 6.
This person's personal year number for 1995 is 6. You will 
learn that a 6 year is characterized by a focus on home, family, 
close relationships, and marriage. Knowing your personal year 
number helps put the current year in perspective. In a Tarot 
spread, a predominance of sixes will have a similar significance.


Numerological Significance of 
the Digits and Master Numbers
If you understand the numerological significance of the numbers 
on the Pip cards, you will be able to work more productively 
with the Tarot. This section will review the traditional meanings 
of the ten digits and of the two master numbers 11 and 22. Find 
your life path number and current personal year number in the 
list below. Meditate on the significance of these two numbers as 
they relate to your life history. Calculate the personal year numbers for other significant years in your life. How do those numbers relate to what occurred during those years?
Zero: Zero is the number of nothingness and potentiality. 
Ancient numerologists regarded the circle (0) as the perfect form. Zero is a symbol of the Cosmic Egg, the archetypal feminine creatrix of life, and of immortality. Zero 
precedes all numbers and symbolizes the continuous cycle 
of life: birth, death, and rebirth. You are exactly zero years 
old when you first emerge from the womb. A circle has no 
beginning and no end. Zero symbolizes boundlessness, 
pure potentiality, and limitless freedom. A circle with a dot 
at the center is a symbol for the sun, which to astrologers 
represents the central core of the personality. Jung regarded circular figures as mandalas expressive of the archetype 
of the Self. The Fool Trump is the only Tarot card to bear 
the number zero. Zero cannot appear as a life path or personal year number.
One: I am. One is a number of the start of a cycle, of singularity, initiation, fresh action, originality, progress, ambition, 
courage, exciting change, new beginnings, planting seeds, 
the start of an enterprise, having babies, new ventures, 
inner strength, conviction, decisiveness, confidence, leadership, aggressive energy, independence, and individuality. 
In geometry, one corresponds to a single point-the first 
inkling that something exists. The Aces of the Minor 
Arcana each bear the number one and symbolize the seeds 
or starting points of each of the four suits. The four Aces 
are the initiating forces of their corresponding elements 
(fire, earth, air, water). The Major Arcana cards corresponding to one are The Magician (I), The Wheel of Fortune (X), and The Sun (XIX). Astrologically the number 
one is associated with the sun.


Two: We are. Two is a number of balance, choice, harmony, 
moderation, pairs of opposites, duality, polarity, partnership, friendship, relationships, group activities, cultivation, 
reflection, development, affection, affirmation, patience, 
quiet waiting, tending the garden, confirming a new direction, cooperation, diplomacy, tact, persuasion, sympathy, 
devotion, and working with others. In geometry two points 
determine a line. The cards numbered two give direction to 
the seeds planted by the Aces. The Major Arcana cards corresponding to the number two are the High Priestess (II), 
Justice (XI), and Judgement (XX). Astrologically the number two is usually associated with the moon.
Three: We create. Out of the partnership of the number two 
come offspring, births, children, new plans, and creative 
ventures. Three is a number of joy, procreation, completion, parenthood, completion, unfolding, recreation, 
romance, travel, pleasure, happiness, enthusiasm, planning, preparation, optimism, imagination, fun, entertainment, art, talent, creativity, the written or spoken word, 
benefits and fruits of partnerships, adaptability, and selfexpression. Sometimes three signifies death that makes way 
for new life. In geometry three points determine a plane. 
Threes extend the direction set by the twos and give a 
broader perspective. The Major Arcana cards corresponding to three are the Empress (III), the Hanged Man (XII), 
and the World (XXI). Astrologically the number three is 
often associated with Jupiter.
Four: Four is the number of foundations, of the structure of reality. The four dimensions of the physical world are length, 
width, breadth, and time. A table has four legs. A compass 
has four directions. Four is a number of manifestation and 
of laying foundations in the material world. Four translates 
the plans of the threes into reality. Four relates to business, 
security, construction, property and real estate matters, 
organization, routine, perseverance, discipline, efficiency, 
memory, will, effort, energy, challenge, hard work, order, 
logic, measurement, reason, stability, method, restrictions, limitations, accuracy, systematization, classification, productivity, management, dependability, pragmatism, service, and 
firm foundations. Four is a number of actualization and 
solidity as well as of persistence and stubbornness. Four 
refers to temporal power, parents, and authority figures. In 
astrology the fourth harmonic deals with the consequences 
of our actions and their impact on the material world. The 
Major Arcana cards corresponding to four are the Emperor 
(IV) and Death (XIII). Astrologically the number four is 
commonly associated with Uranus.


Five: Five challenges and disrupts the well-established solidity 
of the four. Five is a number of crisis and of adjustment 
due to feedback. Five signifies adaptation, disruption, 
adventure, challenge, competition, travel, freedom, activity, 
expanded horizons, new opportunities, resourcefulness, 
self-promotion, marketing oneself, romance, excitement, 
risk-taking, breaking out of a rut, deciding on a new direction, variety, progressiveness, versatility, professional 
advancement, new friendships, socializing, juggling many 
abilities, and change. Significant shifts or adjustments in 
family, home, or career are often heralded by the number 
five. Creative solutions can emerge out of periods of instability and wondering where you are going with your life. In 
astrology the fifth harmonic relates to the search for order 
and form to bring order out of chaos. The Major Arcana 
cards corresponding to five are the Hierophant (V) and 
Temperance (XIV). Astrologically the number five is usually associated with Mercury.
Six: Six is the number of harmony restored after the disruption 
of the number five. Six is the calm after the storm of the 
fives. It is a number of peace, calm, contentment, selfacceptance, cooperation, satisfaction, harmony of opposites, regularity, equilibrium, and striving for perfection. 
Six relates to home, family, duty, close relationships, friendship, love, patience, justice, reconciliation, marriage, 
domestic responsibilities, remodeling, family obligations, 
assistance, caring for and attending to the needs of others, 
and responsibility. In astrology the sixth harmonic deals 
with the expression of joy, affection, and vitality. The Major 
Arcana cards corresponding to six are the Lovers (VI) and the Devil (XV). Astrologically the number six is frequently 
associated with Venus.


Seven: Seven is a spiritual number. Seven refers to respite, 
introspection, contemplation, evaluation, soul development, biding time, pondering choices, sorting out options, 
intellectual pursuits, study, meditation, analysis, research, 
objectivity, unique approaches, specialization, unusual 
solutions, thoughtfulness, understanding, planning, 
patient waiting, solitude, wisdom, occult studies, spiritual 
awareness, truth, intuition, philosophy, and technical or 
scientific matters. Like the fives, sevens tend to disrupt the 
harmony of the sixes and bring greater variety, activity, 
expansion, experimentation, and imagination into the life. 
The Major Arcana cards corresponding to seven are the 
Chariot (VII) and the Tower (XVI). Astrologically the 
number seven is often associated with Neptune.
Eight: Like the fours, eight is a number of order, achievement, 
recognition, power, regeneration, money, progress, worldly 
success, advancement, organization, structured patterns, 
financial stability, opportunity, status, money, work, executive ability, sound judgment, capability, authority, material satisfaction, business acumen, setting priorities, and 
accomplishment in the material world. In geometry eight 
points can determine a solid cube. The Major Arcana cards 
corresponding to eight are Strength (VIII) and the Star 
(XVII). Astrologically the number eight is usually associated with Saturn.
Nine: As the final single digit number, nine represents the end 
of a cycle or phase of life and the preparation for entering a 
new phase of existence. Nine signifies the final integration 
of the previous eight stages of the cycle. Nine refers to 
completion, perfection, purification, giving, detachment, 
attainment, transition, conclusion, termination, ending, 
compassion, loss of an aspect of one's life to make way for 
a new cycle, clearing the decks, finishing matters, forgiveness, charity, teaching, counseling, selfless giving, brotherhood, humanitarian ideals, release, and letting go. In 
astrology the ninth harmonic relates to wisdom, ideals, and 
spiritual knowledge. The Major Arcana cards corresponding 
to nine are the Hermit (IX) and the Moon (XVIII). Astrologically the number nine is frequently associated 
with Mars.


Ten: Ten is a transition point from one cycle to another. Ten is a 
number of completion and final ending. As one more than 
nine, ten often signifies "one too many" In numerology 10 
reduces to 1 + 0 = 1, the start of a new cycle, the time for 
another spin of the wheel of fortune. The Major Arcana 
card corresponding to ten is the Wheel of Fortune.
Eleven: Eleven is a master number symbolizing insight, spiritual 
understanding, inspiration, awareness, revelation, illumination, intuition, creativity, idealism, teaching, wisdom, 
compassion, and enlightenment. In numerology 11 
reduces to 1 + 1 = 2, and master number 11 is a higher 
octave of 2. The Major Arcana card corresponding to 
eleven is justice; however, Strength is card eleven in some 
decks. Astrologically the number eleven is often associated 
with Pluto.
Twenty-two: Twenty-two is also a master number representing 
self-discipline and broad-based mastery with spiritual 
awareness. There are twenty-two Major Arcana cards in the 
Tarot. Twenty-two is the number of the master builder who 
achieves material success on a large scale to benefit humanity In numerology 22 reduces to 2 + 2 = 4, and master 
number 22 is a higher octave of 4. The Major Arcana card 
corresponding to twenty-two is the Fool (also zero); the 
cycle ends where it starts.
The following list summarizes some commonly used astrological 
associations between numerology and astrology:
1 Sun
2 Moon
3 Jupiter
4 Uranus
5 Mercury
6 Venus
7 Neptune
8 Saturn
9 Mars
11 Pluto
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*In some decks, Strength is number 11.


*In some decks, justice is number 8.
