Upon arrival in any country, even if it is not in a Phase, contact must be made with the Designated Official and/or FSCO advising of the traveler’s ETA,
ETD, itinerary and confirming contact details.

Security clearances are not issued for dependants of UN staff members, however when recognized dependants travel to countries that are not in a
security phase, or are in Security Phase | or |1, Designated Officials and FSCOs should be advised of itineraries and contact details.

The same applies to Linha Amarela (Yellow Line), which links the International Airport to
Barra da Tijuca and Avenida Brasil for further connections to the downtown area and the suburbs. If you arrive at the International Airport during the
hours of darkness, consider spending the night at the airport hotel. While in Rio de Janeiro, give preference to registered radio taxis for transportation
as they are considered the safest, or ask advice from your hotel concierge. If feasible, do not use public transportation (buses), especially in the
suburbs. Avoid the proximity of “favelas” (shanty towns). For further information contact your agency representative in country or the UN Security
Officer.

With the exception
of the MFO attack, all of these bombings targeted tourists. UN staff is advised to apply special caution and vigilance when visiting areas in Egypt
where tourists congregate. In addition to the above-mentioned attacks, in April of 2006 there were five confirmed suicide bombings in Dahab and
north Sinai as well. These attacks were directed against tourists, the MFO and local police forces. More recently, the Lebanon/Israel crisis created a
spike in the number of protests and demonstrations in Cairo. A recent statement made by the Pope also resulted in protests. Finally, the cities in
Upper Egypt: Assiut, Minya, Sohag, Qena and the surrounding villages are considered areas of security concern. Travelers are advised to take
precautionary measures during their visits to these regions. Internationally-recruited staff members with contracts exceeding six months are required
by the Security Management Team to attend a Security Advisor (SA) briefing within 72 hours of arrival. UN staff members visiting Egypt on holiday are
advised to notify the SA of their presence and whereabouts at dss.egypt@undp.org.

witnessed a notable increase in armed robberies. In most cases, the victims were driving from the airport to their homes or hotels, who were robbed
in their driveways or at the hotel entrance at gunpoint. While traveling in a car or taxi, place all of your belongings in the boot (trunk) or on the floor,
out of sight. Be alert. If you suspect that you are being followed, go to the nearest police station for help. All visitors and UN staff are advised to make
prior arrangements about travel from airport to their places of stay and to avoid arriving at Johannesburg airport at night. Try not to change currency
at airport and avoid giving out personal details, wherever possible. If you are staying in a hotel, keep your valuables locked in a safe. Do not carry
your passport (your UN ID card is enough), airline ticket and excessive cash or credit cards. Do not walk around town alone and never walk at night.
Use the hotel taxi service and avoid areas you are not familiar with. Avoid using your cell phone on the street. Display awareness and be vigilant at all
times.

Port of Spain has experienced a bombing in a public area in each of the four months since July 2005 with each of them occurring approximately during
the second week of each month. Based on this threat as well as the increase in criminal activity, staff members are advised to exercise increased
Personal Security Awareness when in the downtown Port-of-Spain area. Staff should also avoid the Laventille, Morvant, La Horquetta, Maloney,
Belmont and Fort George areas as well as any other known high-crime areas since shootings and kidnapping do occur and can affect bystanders. Only
official taxis should be used. Taxis authorized to pick up passengers will have the letter “H” as the first letter of the vehicles license plate; these cars
as well as those available at major hotels are considered safe. When traveling in a vehicle, it is recommended to keep the windows closed and the
doors locked in order to minimize the possibility of having any valuables snatched from the wrist or packages taken from within the vehicle. In
general, night travel should be avoided except when on major highways.

Trinidad and Tobago hosts some participating nations in the | CC Cricket World Cup competition which takes place between March 11 and April 28. As
result, an increase in tourist presence is expected and, as such, there may be an increase in criminal activity. For the |CC World Cup competition,
special visa requirements have come into effect from 01 February 2007. Additionally, some difficulty may be encountered in securing hotel
reservations during this period.
